of that extraordinary poem. From the
timoof Toe's marriage to her daughter,
Mrs. Clemm adopted him as her 100, ami
never had sou a more devoted mother. To
have won and kept the love of such a wo-
man through all tlio vicissitudes of such a
careeras Edgar Toe's shows more forcibly
than words can tell that the innato goo.l-
-ness of the poet was not lost even in tho
midstof wasted genius, unparalled mis for-
tunes and utter misery.

When ho was ill, and his wifu dying, it
was a touching sight to bco this "tirelessiminister to genius," poorly clad, going
from office to oflico in Now York, with a
poem, a story, or a critique ol Poo's to sell.
To her Too wr.to the sonnet "To my
Mother," in which ho testifls.s to her care
and devotissti by saying that she had been
"more than mother" to him. After tho
poet's death, on the 7th of October, 18-19,
Mrs. Clemm redded wills different friends
in New York ami Virginia, until live or
six years situs., when she was received into
tho Church Home in 15 tiiimore, a charita-
ble institution, under the management oftho l.piscopi.l church, ami there she died
on tho ICth instant, in tho 81st year of j
hor ago. Too died in tho same bonding,
which was then tho Maryland Hospital.
Her funeral took place on Friday, the
17th. At her own request, she was buried
