Repentant Southern Congressmen.

The Washington correspondent of the
New York Z¥ibune, says that.‘ some of
the Democrats from Virginia and North
Carolina are already repenting in figurative
sack-cloth and ashes their rash and suici-
dal votes to-day on repealing the duty on
conl. The bituminous coal of those States
is nearer tide-water than that of Nova
Scotia, and Senator Sprague, who  has
used both, is the authority for the state-
ment that the product of the Virginia
mines is worth a dollar a ton more than
the foreign coal; while that of North Caro-
lina is more valuable still. Steps have
already heen taken to develop these mines
and place their products in the New Eng-
land market, but this action of the House
will prevent anything further in that di-
rection for the present. The leaders of the
Democratic side were boasting of their
splendid organization, which commanded
the solid vote of the Democratic’delegations
from these States, in direct opposition to
the interests of their {constituents, and the
gentlemen themselves are only hoping that
their friends at home may not hear what
they have been doing.”

A Sad Case.

For some unhappy reason or other the
Kentucky Legislature, arrayed though it
was in all the glories of Democratic rai-
ment, is not giving the satisfaction to its
constituents that was once fondly antici-
pated. As a consequence the chivalric
Kentuckians are abusing it in no measured
terms. They accuse it of selling itself,
body and soul, to the Cincinnati Bridge

“rival States” generally, in a manoer
“‘quite frightful to see,” and finally it is
mercilessly attacked for allowing “the law-
lessness which embraces the State Capital
to go unchallenged,” thereby placing itself
“gubstantially in the attitude of an accom-
plice.”

Missouri Politics.

We are glad to note that the Republi-
cans of Missouri are steadily, if not rapid-
ly, returning to reason. We have men-
tioned from time to time what the various
opposing city and county committees are
doing to bring about a union and reorgan-~
ization, The St. Louis Democrat has been
interviewiog Governor Gratz Brown, and
reports him as saying that, so far as par-
ties are concerned, he has no, wish but
for the success of the Republicans every-
where, It is added thatin view of his
election by the voteof .the Republicans
and Democrats together he “especially de-
gires to avoid what may seem offensive
partizanism for or against either, but he
expresses himself as fully recognizing his
position as an acknowledged Republican,
nominated by Republicans, on a Republi-
can platform.” The Governor was one of
the earliest and most vigorous aati-slavery
men in Missouti, and we could never credit
the report that he would hereafter throw
himself in the arms of the Democracy.

Frsaine IN TaE Poromac.—Mr, Porter,
of Virginia, has presented in the House
the petition of Benjamin W. Cox and
fifty-nine citizene of the District of Colum-
bia, representing that they are engaged in
fishing in the waters of the Potomac river,
and that they are subjected to great loss
and inconvenience in the prosecution of
such business in consequence of the con-
flicting laws and authorities of the States
of Maryland and Virginia, each claiming
the right to cootrol the commerce and
fisheries to the exclusion of the business
operations of citizens of other States, The
Washington ZRepublican says: “T'he fish-
ermen petition Congress to pass such laws
as will clearly define and settle the ques-
tion as to the rights of the fishermen of
the District to proseeute their ecalling in
the waters of the Potomac, and to provide
remedies which may he enforced by ap-
peals to the Sapreme Court of the United
States,” Mz, Porter also precented a simi-
lar petition from J. 8.

MINORITY REPORT OF BENATOR R. G. GREENE

Senvate CnamMBRR,
£ Ricamonp, VA, 11th March, 1871,

The undersigned the minority of the Senate
Committee on Privileges and Elections, beg
leave to submit the following report:

The bill heretofore introduced by a majority of the
Committee, being House bill No. 234 entitled, “a bill
to distribute and apportion representation in the
General Asserably of Virginin” is, in my judgment,
in plain viclation of the 13th Bection of the 5th
Article of the Constitution of this Commonwealth,
which, among other things, requires that the Btate
shall be divided into representative districts of con-
tiguous, counties cities andjtowns bolag fompact ir-
form, and including, ¢ms mearly as may be
an egual number of popuiation?”

The districts as provided for by the bill referred
to, are not compact nor haye they, as near as may
be, an equal number of inbabitants. A common
ratio of population to represeatation is not preserved.
But on the contrary, in some of the districts, as pro-
vided for,the inhubitants thereof, are given three
times as largo a representation ag the samo number
of inhabitants in another district are entitled to.
Nor is this gross inequalily unavoidable or neces-

Y .
But such apportionments are abitrary, unjust, and
plainly made with reference to the party politics of
such inhabitants. And in proof ot the foregoing
statement attention is invited to the following illus-

in committee, a motion was submitted and carried
that the bill be reported.

The undersigned asked for further time to carefully
examine the b ﬁ, 80 that if he did not agree with the
report about to be made, he might prepare a minor.
ity report, sons to have it go before the Senate at
tho same time with the majority report, but it was
refused. He was told he could present a minority
report afterwards,

On the submission of the majority report to the
fenate, attempts were made to push the bill through
on the day of, and the day succeeding its presenta-
tion withour giving Senators timefora caretul ex-
amination of the bill. It looks very much like an
attempt to smuggle the trous thing t! gh this
body without giving its members time to investigate
ita iniquitous details. And certainly giving no time
for this very imperfect analysis of the Eﬂl, whioh the
undersigned felt constraitied to give as a part of his
minority report.

For the reasons given, the undersigned earnestly
recommends that the Senate do not yful the appor-
tionment bill repgrted by the majority of the com-
mittee on Privllegu and Biections.

He would recommend the adoption of the appor-
tionment a8 given in the present Constitution of this
Commonweaith.

This may not in all particulars be as just an appor-
tionment a8 might be made under the new enumera-
tion ; but it is as good as any that is likely to be
I»repm'cd at this late day in our session.. The people

iave becomo accustomed to it, and no great hard-
ships will be felt. Itis infinitely more just and
equitable than that propesed by a majority of the
committee.

In conclusion, the undersigned would report the

accompanying bill.

tion of 12,564, is given but one delegate ; while Staf-
ford county, with a population of 6,421, is givem ong
delegate. Such cases, however, only show that the
purpose to deny the peeple of a just representation,
was 8o fixed and determiced thav it would not halt,
although it became necessary occasionally to outrage
the rights of political friends.

It is also true that in some cases a like uujust dis-
crimination is made in favor of a Republican county,
Bat the instances are rare. For example: Lancaster
county, baving a population of 5,350, is given one
delegate, while the Democratic county of Lee, having
a_population of 13,269, is given only one delegate,
which can only e accounted for by supposing that
the guthors of the apportionment were 56 blinded us
to overlook in their mad zeal such powerful consti-
tuencies as that of Lee. Their zeal outran their dis-
cretion,

Again, this apportionment, divides the delegates ns
follows : Democrats, 94 ; Republicans, 88. That
is, although the Democratic party had a majority at
the last 8tate election of 18,000, 0n & total vote of 220,
000, they dre given more than ‘two-thirds and neariy
three-fourths of the whole representation.

Again: In Republican counties, taking the whole
State at large, it requires one-tenth more population
to secure a delegate, than it does in Democratic
counties. $

. But perhaps the most startling exhibit of this
romarkable bill is found by comparing fi{ty counties
which are entitled to one delegate each, and arrang-
ing them according to population without regard to
politics, we have this result: Twenty-five. of these
counties have a population of 307,864, while the other
twenty-five counties have an aggregate population of
111,14!, and yet they have the same number of dele-
gates. -

The Senatorial apportionment of the bill reported

criminations. ¥orinstance: The Democratic dis-
tricts, composed of tho counties of Lee, Wise and
Buchanan, with a population of 21,843, is given one
Senator, while the Republican district eomposed ot
the counties of Chesterfield, Amelia and Cumberland,
is entitled to only one 8enator for 36,568 inhabitants

Richmond city and the couaty of Henrico form a
Democratic district of 66,276 inhabitants, and is
given three Senators, or one for each 22082 inhabi=
tants, while the Republican counties of Charlotte and
Mecklenburg, are put togethor to form one district
with a population of 85,857 inhabitants, and given
only one Eenator.

The Democratic county of Campbell, with a popu-
lation of only 21,569 inhabitants, is given ene Senator,
while the counties of Buckingham, Appomattox, and
Prince Bdward, are put togotherso as to form a
Republican district with 91,830 inhabitauts, and
given only one Senator.

Now aggregating the six Seuatorial districts given
above, and we find the following result :
The threo Democratie districts containing a popu-
lation of 109,678 souls are given five Senators, while
tho three Republican districts with a population ot
106,745 souls are allowed only three Benators, nearly
an equal number of population, but grossly nn-
aqual ia Senatorial representation;or in other works,
it takes 85,681 Republicans to entitle the inhabitauts
of the districts named to & Senator, while it only
takes 21,085 Democrats to entitle the inhabitauts to
o Beunator.
Another remarkable feature of the Benatorial ap-
portionment in the bill referred to, iy, that hy an
arbitary act of the Genoral Assembly there will be
foreed upoin the poople of eertain counties, vepresen-
tatives in the Benaté, in the election of whom thay
had no voice whatever.
Section 3rd of article 6th of the conslitution pro-
vides that Benators elected in districts bearing odd
numbers shall vacate their oifices at the end of two
years, and those elected In districts bearing evan
numbers at the end of four years. But the bill pre-
pared by the majority of the committee, places cer-
tain counties, whose Senators go out of office this
rear, into districts with certain other counties where
nators reside who will hold over under the con-
stitution. By this means the voters of the following
counties will be deprived of their constitational
right to elect their Sewators: Buckingham, Ap-
