In concluding, the Gazette says: "Wo
urge this aa a reformatory measure for tho
inebriate, and as a protection to his family.
This is a saving process. Suits for damages
against the seller may succeed in punishing
him, but they are no adequate remedy to
tho family, because the case cannot be
made till the damage, have accrued either
by the death of the drunkard or by his
abandoned habits.
