Still, he says, the man who goes to Ari-
zona and gets back alive is compelled to
devote ihe remainder of his natural life in
pulling the arrows out of him and plug-
ging up tho holes in his skin. This cor-
respondent farther expresses the opinion
that army officers who march eighteen
miles a day, with lobster sauce, cham-
pagne and canned chickens in their
wagons, are not likely to achieve brilliant
success in catching Apaches who ride
eighty miles a day on their fleet, little,
tough mustangs, and think nothing of it.
Out of a colony of one huudred and
thirty-five pioneers who went to Tucson
in 1807 nearly every ono has been killed
by the Apaches. Ninety murders by In-
dians have beon committed in ono county
in a single year.

Col. Thomas A. Scott, who was lately
elected President of the Union Pacific
Railwaycompany, and who is first Vice
President ofthe greatPennsylvania Rail-
waycompany, has been re-elected Presi-
dent of tho Pittsburg, Cincinnati and St
Louis (Pan Handle) railroad. The names
of these roads by no means indicate the
full extent of Colonel Scott's railway con-
nections andlabors, which extend through-
out Pennsylvania, down into Virginia, and
all tho way to New Orleans. If the Penn-
sylvania company perfect the pending
negotiations in reference to the NewJersey
roads, Colonel Scott's responsibilities will
be still farther increased. But, without
this addition, he ha3more railroad on the
brain than any other man in the United
States, and carries it all with the greatest
ease, managing his manifold duties with-
out confusion and with masterly ability.
