A BILL TOABOLISHTHK WAR AND
NAVY DEPARTMENTS,

Hon, John B. Storm, of Pennsylvania, in-
troduced in the House, a day or two ago, ‘‘a
bill to reduce taxation and promote peace, by
abolishing the doslrtnenu of war and of the
navy.” It provides that all directly warlike
studies in military and naval academies shall
be discontinued, no more cadets appointed, and
the academies shall be, snd hereby are, abol-
ished when the cadets now under instruction
have finished their other studies ; that enlist-
ments shall be forthwith stopped, and all arm
and navy officers, as soon as possible, relieved,
and put on the retired list; that all property
of the United States in charge of either de-
partment shall be turned over to the others
under the President’s direction, and such 29 is
unsuitable for their use shall be sold under di-
rection of the Secretary of the Treasury, and
the proceeds applied to payment of the public
debt ; thatso soon as these provisions have
been carried into effect both departments shall
be, and hereby are, abolished, and all duties
now performed therein, and not hereby dis-
pensed with, shall thenceforth be discharged
under direction of the ucretlr{ of the inte-
rior, and that the President shall propose dis«
armament and arbitration to all nations. The
bill was referred to the committee of ways and
means,

Mr. Storm deserves the thauks of the
American people for his timely introduc.-
tion of a subject, which is soon to occupy
largely the attention of our people, and of

the wkole civilizel world. Our present |

system of army and navy organization is
not only worthless for war purposes, but
it is a cruel burden upon the people. At
enormous cost, we are sustaining an estab-
lishment whose revenues, devoted to the
education of the people, introduction of
new implements, seeds and machinery in
aid of agriculure and manufactures, would
double the wealth of the Uuited States in
ten years,

We are spending forty millions of dol-
lars annually for a military establishment
which is totally useless in time of peace,
and wholly inadequate for war. For
killing Iudiang, volunteer cempanies of
Western hunters will do the job at a hun..
dredth part of the cost. for police pur-
poses, volunteers can be called as needed.

Our navy, converted into a merchant
marine, would carry our flag and our
commerce into all seas, It would expand
to meet the wants of the country, and
furnish a school in the future, as hereto-
fore, to train our gallant seamen for war
as well as peace.

The vast outlay which we annually
make, in improving the machinery of war
is mostly wasted even for war purposes,
The progress of invention sweeps forward,
and leaves last year’s armaments worth-
less. We have seen during the last few
years a progress in the art of war, which
has rendered stone forts, and wooden ships
as valueless as pasteboard walls for offen-
sive or defensive purposes,

After expending millions upon our navy,
an old tub, improvised by the rebels in
that desperate energy which makes all men
inventive, floated down the river one fair
morning and sunk one of our grandest war
shipsat a blow. DBut for a little monitor,
improvised also in the hot atmosphere of
war, this water devil wight have driven us
out of our forts, and cleaned the coast of
our last sail. We have no legitimate use
for war ships, and the time is not far dis-
tant when all true patriots will unite in
stopping this fearful waste of money,
wrung from the overburdened industry of
the country.

Just think ! What vast results might
be achieved if the forty millions now spent
annually, on this useless engineery of war
were devoted to the education of the
people. If a single million of it were
spent in sustaining agricultural and me-
chanical schools. If another million were
devoted to experimental farms in every
State, where new seeds and plants might
be tested, new varieties developed by in-
telligent crosses, and new implements in-
vented and tested !

The cost of a single gun and its carriage
would equal a steam plough. Our present
ordoance works and arsenals”are capable
of furnishing, with a little substitution of
equipments, agricultural implements to
one-half the country. The inventive,
genius, and working force of these estab-
lishments, directed to the problem of
steam cultivation, would doubtless over-
come the obstacles to its general use, and
bring it within reach of every enterprising
farmer in the land,

Our army and vavy officers, losing no-
thing in rank or pay, would become the
captains of industry, commerce and civili-
zation,

We throw out these rough hints for the
consideration of thoughtful men. We
know they are ahead of the times, and
will be regarded as Utopian by some; bug
we are sure there is a better way to make
eur country great and strong in peace and
war, than by burdening its labor with the
support of a navy and a standing army,

Universal education, developed re-
sources, varied and prosperous industries —
these constitute the glory and stréngth of
nations. Giive us this, and a just cause of
war, and the nation will rise as one man
to repel aggression or assertits rights. Its
powers of good in peace will be converted
as if by magic into destructive gnergies,
which no stereotyped organization can
equal or withstand. :

We hope this subject will receive at the
hands of Congress and the country the
gerlous unprejudiced consideration to which
it is entitled.

Farming ProspEcTs.—Gentlemen re-
siding in the immediate neighborhood of
Alexandria, and those living in the ad-
joining connties, represent farming opera-
tions as more advanced this 8pring, aud the
wheat as looking better, than has been the

case for many previous seasons.

WE have just received the full copy of a
bill,before alluded to in our eolumns,intro-
duced by the Hon. Charles H. Porter, our
worthy representative in Congress, de-
signed to secure fuller protection of the
rights of all by opening the United States
courts to all civil and criminal causes.
Without discussing details, we esteem this
bill one of the most impor*ant in its aim
and scope yet submitted to Congress since
the war. If we are ever to have more than
a mere confederacy, the supremacy of the
nation over its subordinata divisions must
be resolutely asserted.

The poorest, humblest citizen, black or
white—negro, Asiatic or Indian—must be
able successfully to invoke the whole
power of the nation for his protection.—
That is what the war of the rebellion was
about, and if that end is not attained, all
its spent treasure and blood were wasted.
Partisans and demagogues may talk of
centralized despotism and all that nonsense;
but the people want a government strong
enough to secure life and property every
where—which stretches out its paternal
arms to shield the humble and the weak
from aggression, and is able to bring its
whole force to preserve, in their entirety,
the sacred righ's of its citizens, wherever
they may choose to live.

Mr. Porter is entitled to the thanks of
the people of his district and of the State
for his vigilance and care in protecting
their rights and interest by a law whose
provisions are so manifestly just and ap-
propriate.

Good Tidings for Richmond and Vir-
ginia.
The Staunton Spectator of Tuesday

Bays :

We have been gratified to learn from a
source worthy of entire confidence that it
is the opinion of the United States officers
who are engaged in elearing out the ob-
structions to navigation in the James river
below Richmond, that by an expenditure
of less than half a million of dollars it is
practicable to obtainga depth of eighteen
feet of water at low tide. As the tide
rices at Richmond about four feet, this will
give twenty-two feet of water at high tide.

If this should be accomplished it will
well justify the Chesapeake and Ohio rail-
road company in making Richmond its
eastern termious, not only for freights in-
tended to be sent coastwise, but for mer-
chandise which is intended for shipment to
foreign ports. Twenty-two feet is enough
to float large ocean steamers with full
freights. We believe that the harbors of
Baltimore and Charleston bave not mush
more than sixteen fcet of water at low
tide, and we doubt if Philadelphia has
more. There are times and conditions of
the winds and tides when even New York,
the great com mercial emporium of the
United States, cannot be approached by a
steamer drawing twenty-two feet.

Why, then, should not Richmond be-
come a great commercial city ? She is
pearer to the capes than Baltimore by more
than fifty miles. She will have a greater
depth of water from her wharves to the
ocean than her sister city, which claims to
be the Queen of the Chesapeake, And
more thao all, she has a larger and more
productive back couantry-—accessible by
easier grades and more favorable curves in
her lines of railroad communication than
either Baltimore or Philadelphia, The
difference between 30 feet per mile, the
maximum grade of the Chesapeake and
Ohio railroad, and 1164 feet to the mile,
the maximum grade on portions of the
Baltimore and Ohio railroad, must tell
powerfully in favor of Richmond.

The intelligent and energetic gentlemen
who have the Chesapeake and Ohio rail-
road in charge, have not been slow to un-
derstand these commercial advantages, and
we have been pleased to hear that they are-
about purchasing, if they have not already
purchased, a froutage of 4,000 feet on the
river, immediately below Richmond, with
a view to construct the appliances necessa-
ry for a large trade, and the accommoda-
tion of any number of ships and steamers
that may be necessary to remove the wer-
chandise of all kinds which may be
brought from the far West.

When the Chesapeake and Ohio road
shall have completed its line to the Ohio,
and laid down its four tracks, which Mr.
Huntingdon thinks will be necessary to
accommodate the traffic which will seek an
outlet along this line, a brighter day will
begin to dawn on the beauntiful metropolis
of Virginia.

Those who limit their views of the fu-
ture freights on the Chesapeake and Ohio
raiiroad to the productions of northern
Kentucky and southern Ohio, and the iron,
coal, lumber, and salt of the intermediate
country, will find that they have greatly
under-estimated their magnitude and im-
portance, It is true that the trade arising
from opening intercourse with these parts
of the country will be very large. But,
when Mr. Huntington shall have perfected
his connections with the systems of sonth-
western, western, and northwestern rail-
roads, the traffic that will seek an outlet
throngh Virginia will beenormous. By the
time the main live of the Chesapeake and
Ohio railroad is finished to Huntiogdon, a
connecting line will have been constructed
from Huntingdon to Lexington, Ky., thus
bringing Richmond in direct communica~

tion, not only with Lexington, but with
Louisville. Thence, railroads already ex-
tend throughout the West and Northwest.
Nor is this all. Ohio is moving to effect a
connection between her system of railways
and the western terminus .of the Cheasa-
peake and Ohio line. Chicago, too, is earn~
estly agitating the question of constructing
an air-line railroad from that city to Hunt-
ingdon, so as to secure for herself an un-
broken line of railroad communication with
pavigable water at Richmond, which will
be 200 miles shorter than the routs to New
York, and possesses great advantages over
other existing lines in regard to grades,
curves and liability to interruption by snow
and ice.

Richmond should, therefore, spare no
effort to secure the removal of the obstacles
to navigation which now obstruct the
channel of the lower James, Full and
authentic statements of the facts should
promptly be prepared and laid before
Congress, and that body should be earnest-
ly invoked to give its aid in affording the
proper facilities to commerce, Very little
has heretofoae been done by the I'ederal
government to promote the commercial
interests of Virginia, and she therefore has
a duble claim on the justice and liberality
of Congress. Heretoforé it has been, to
some extent, the fault of Virgivia states-
men that little or nothing has been done
for her. Their extreme jealousy of the
Federal power caused them not only to
decline asking aid from Congress, but on
one occasion, under the lead of Mr. Taze-
well, to refuse it when proffered.

That day, however, has passed. The
power of the general government to im-
prove the channels of navigable streams is
now almost universally conceded. At any
rate it is the firmly-established policy of
the government, and it would be folly on
the part of Virginia. who bears so large a
portion of the burdensof the government,
not to seek to get her share of the ben-
efits,

In view of the above facts, we cherish a
lively hope that Richmond will before long
become a city of commercial importance.
And if she should exert herself to improve
her manufacturing capacities, we can see
no reason why she should not double her
population and taxable values within the
next decade,

.THE PENITENTIARY CONVICTS.

Mr. Courtney presented a joint resolu-
tion aathorizing the superintendent of
public bnildings, under the direction of
the Governor, to contract with the owaers
of the BellonajArsenal, in the county of
Chesterfield, for keeping such of the con-
victs as are confined in the penitentiary,
whose terms of service do not exceed ten
years, as it may be necessary to remove
from time to time in order to make suffi-
cient room in the penitentiary for the re-
mainder of the convicts confined therein.
And it sball be lawful for the Governor
when proper arrangements have been
made, to cause said convicts to be removed
to said Bellona Arsenal in such numbers
as in his judgement may be proper, and
to provide for while there and return to
the penitentiary whenever he may order.

The rules were suspended for the con -
sideration of the resolution.

Messrs. Pendleton, Harris, Johnson,
Smith of Henrico, and Courtney, advo-
cated the adoption of the resolution, and
Messrs. Roller, Snowden and Patterson
opposed it.

Mr."Waddell moved to strike out “Bel-
lona Arsenal,” and to insert in lieu thereof
“‘some suitable place.”

Mr. Smith, of Henrico, moved to strike
the word ‘‘ten,” as referring to prisoners
whose terms of service are ten years, and
to insert in lieu thereof “five,” Agreed to.

At ihe suggestion of Mr. Pendleton, Mr.
Waddell modified his amendment to read :
“Bellona Arsenal, or some other suitable
place.” The amendment was agreed to.

The resolution was rejected—ayes 12,
noes 21,

[The House was not in session to-day.]

Tae REsources oF THE SouTH—OUR
Coar InTEREST.—We clip from the Phila-
delphia Inquirer, of the 14th inst., the
following paragraph :

The hostility of Southern Democrats to
Northern emigration, and their determination
to prevent the development of Southern re-
sources, was ‘ully exemplified to-day by the
Democratic members from Virginia and North
Carolina. These States contain the finest tide-
water coal fields on the continent, and North-
ern capitalists have been negotiating for their

urchase. To prevent this, the Democrats
rom both States voted square for the repeal
of the duty on coal. This gives Nova Scotia
the monopoly, and leaves the Southern tide-
v:l.ter fields to be developed by a wiser genera-
tion.

Strength of Mayo's New Bridge.—To
test the strength and darability of Mayo’s new
iron bridge, now nearly completed, a wagon,
loaded with a large boiler, and drawn by
eight mules, was driven on it yesterday. The
boiler weighed 12,000 pounds, the mules 8,000,
and the wagon 4,000,—making a total of 24,000
pounds, or 12 tons.
