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REPEAL OF TEST-0ATH.

SPRECH OF HON, CHARLES H. PORTER,
OF VIRGINIA,
in the House of Representatives,
reBuvARY 1, 1871,

Phe House baving under conmsideration the
joint resolution (8. R. No. 218) preseribing
an oath of office to be taken by genom who
participated in the late rebellion, but who are
not dirqualified from holding office by the
fourteenth amendment to the constitation of
the United States—

Mr. Porter said :

Mr, Speaker—Yesterday the member
from New York, (Mr. Cox) in discussing
this bill, said : ’

“The gentleman from Massachusetts show
himself on the march toward a general spirit
of kiadness and amnesty when be becomes the
organ of the committee to present this bill
here. But I do not believe, from what I have
heard from him, that he has that ungentle
gpirit this afternoon exhibited by this member
from Richmond, Virginia.”

No one can fail to observe the discourte-
sy implied in this remark by the member
from the sixth district of the State of New
York. Ile may properly refer to me as
the member from Virginia, but he ever-
steps the parliaméntary rules which ob-
tain hero when he designates me as “this
member from -Richmoand, Virginia.” He
may continue, however, in thus designating
me on this floor, Tt will tend to uniform-
ity, for it will certainly be more consonant
to my feelings to refer to him as this mem=
ber from New York city, if not as this
member from the sixth district, than in
the form which has usually obtained here.
But [ say to the member from the sixth
district of New York—TI trust it is not the
“bloody sixth ward”~that, if he wishes to
keep up this kind of warfare, I will simply
remind him that there are blows to give as
weoll as to receive.

Now, in regard to the subject generally,
the member from New York said :

“The gentleman from Magssachusetts shows
himself on the march toward a geéneral spirit
of kindness and amnesty when he becomes the
«;;gan"of the committee to prgsent this bill

ere.

Those who carelessly listened to this
statement would infer that the gentleman
from Massachusetts [Mr. Butler] was in
favor of this bill; and yet in presenting it
he said, “Upon it T express no opinion.”
The member from New York says:

¢Let us crush out this multiplication of
oaths, especially as bills like this are calcu-
lated to bring into official positions a better
class of men who will ,act more in harmony
with the spirit of our government.”

I ask gentlemen on this side of the House
to note this remark. Being ‘‘translated,”
it means “let us get rid of the law of 1862,
g0 we can drive Republicans from the South
out of this House, and from all other offi-
cial positions, and put in their places the
unrepentant Démccratic ' rebels of the
South.” Yet he undertakes, in his patron-
izing way, to guard you against partisan
feeling., If any gentleman has seen the
time when gentlemen on the other side of
the House did not make party feeling the
basis of their action-on all occasions, I
would like to have him make it known,

He says further :
© ©Why, Mr, Speaker, is it got time we should
stop talking aboeut outrages, When they are the
very consequence of our lack of tranquillity
in the North and South, and among the geoplo
of the country? Good fovernment rings
tranquilization of the people.”

The member from the sixth district
shows . that he knows but little, if any-
thing, about the subject in reference to
which he so freely proffers advice and
instruction to this side of the House, If
he at all comprehended the matter, he
would understand that the object of these
“outrages” 1s to destroy the right of suf-
frage and other political rights belonging
to the loyal people of the South.‘

And we are asked, without any legisla-
tion, to suppress or check these outrages,
to extend usiversal amnesty to their per-
petrators, or political friends, and it is
painfol to be obliged to add that some of
our friends on this side, as if there were
not obstacles enough already in the way
of our great party, which saved the coun-
iry and lifted it up from slavery to the
plane of liberty and equal rights, must
now, forsooth, put their wits to work to
provide meaus which will further strength-
en the Democratic party of the country.

Leaving this member from New York,
I come nowto pay my respects to my
colleague, (Mr. Platt,) who undertakes to
speak for the Republican party of Vir-
ginia, who undertakes to say on the floor
of this House, without any apparent com-
punction, that the  Republican party of
Virginia is in favor of universal amuesty.
I deny it.  On the contrary, I assert that
ninety-uine hundredths of the Republican
party of Virginia are against universal
ampesty until they are secure in their own
rights, until they ebtaiu exemption from
the haod of viclence, and their civil and
political rights are respected in the courts
of the State. It is true that in April last,
in a conference of the Republican party
of Virginia, we were willing to believe
that at last the time had come, or was be-
ginning to come,~ when justice would be
done us, when we might trust the rebels
with their disabilities off, and therefore we
placed in our platform the following reso-
lation, which I was wot only in favor of,
as stated by my colleague, but of which I
was the author. It reads in these words:

“The fifteenth amendment baving become a
part of the constitution of the United States,
whereby universal suffrage has been secure
to the masses of our people, we pronounce in
favor of universal amnesty, subject, of course,
to the legislation of Congress.”

Will my colleague uandertake to say that
we meant universal amnesty for the men
who had endeavored to overturn the gov-
ernment if they should prevent the men who
tried to save it, or who sympathized with
the effort to save it, from exercising to the
right of suffrage, by force, or in other un-
lawful way ? No, sir. But we made the
usual presumption which obtains in favor
of the execution of a law by the “powers
that be.” We presumed that the Demo-
cratic party of eirginm would carry out
the fifteenth amendment. We were will-
ing to try them, at least. But we find
that they did not carry it out. We find
that they denied suffrage to the people in
Virginia upon whom the fifteenth amend-
ment, a8 well as the constitution and the
laws of the State, had conferred it.

In November last three or four hundred
Republicans were prevented from casting
their ballots in the city of Richmond.
They had two lines for voters, in hostility
to the spirit of the fifteenth awendment, a
white line and a coiored line, Mostof the
colored men are Republicans, and when
they came to vote the questions usually
asked wore, '‘What is your father's name 7"
“What was your grandfather’s name?”
“Where did he live ?” “Where-did he live
at such a time ?”” *“Where were you born ?”
“In what year ?” “In what month #” “How
old are you ?” And though a poor, iguo~
rant colored man, forced to be ignorant
under the cruel laws of slavery, was mani-
festly fifty years of age, bhe would be com~
pelled to give the very day on which he
was born, or lose his vote,

man in line, and especially in precincts
where there were comparatively few white
voters, the vote of a colored man would
not be taken until a white voter should
come, 8o that the ballots could be received
*“‘alternately I’ In tbis way, but princi-
pally by putting foolish and dilatory ques-
tions, near four hundred Republicans were
denied the rightto vote in Richmond nct
three monthsago. Similar frauds were prac-
ticed in other parts of the State. Insome
portions of the State, where Republican
majorities were cast, one or more of the
judges of election would very conveniently
omit to sign the returns, and the board of
commissioners, when they would come to-
gether two days afterward, under the
statute, would declare such returns ille-
gal, and very coolly proceed to “count
out” the Republican candidates wha had
received a majority of the votes. They
would claim that such was the law,
though the statute was merely directory
as to the signing of returns, Bat it so
happened that in some instances one or
more of the jndges, innocently and with-
out evil design, omitted to sign the returns
where Democratic majorities - had been
given. What did the board of commis-
sioners do then # “Count out!’ the Demo-
cratic candidates? Not at all ; but they
would send for the judges to coms and
sign the returns. There is Virginia Demo-
cratic consistency for you !

Why, in my ocolleague’s own district,
the municipal election in the city of Nor-
folk was carried by the Democrats in May
last by the most stupendous frauds and
intimidation, that threw off all disguise
and konew no limit of oppression and
cruelty in the pursuit of its object.

I do not know how it was in that ecity
at the late November election. I pre-
sume it was fair on that occasion. Thero
was not much, if any, inducement on the
part of the leadership of the Conserva-
tive party in Norfolk to repeat their
shameful work of fraud and intimidation.
There was no municipal ticket before the
people there, as was the case in my city,
(Richmond). The election in Norfolk was
exclusively a Congressional election. There
was no ticket, no candidates to draw the
Conservative voters to the polls to vote
against my colleague, except his opponent,
Colonel Robert B. Bolling, and the senti-
ment prevailed to a very considerable ex-~
tent in the Democratic party in Norfolk,
a8 well as throughout my colleague’s dis-
trict, that Colonel Bolling was nearly, if
not quite, as much in favor of the rights
of the colored people before the law as my
colleague.

In fact, during the caovass, in a public
speech delivered at Oxford Hal.l, in- the
city of Portsmouth, Colonel Boliing even
referred to the colored partion of his audi-
ence as “our co'ored brethren.” This soon
spread through the neighboring city of
Norfolk, and Colouel Dolling was pro-
nounced by the Conservatives or Democrats
as'being entirely ““too soft on the neggo
question.” While I have no doubt that
the Jate Congressional election was fairly
conducted in Norfolk, yet we all know, for
the country was informed at the time, that
in the recent campaign—only a few days
before the election—at.a Republican mass
meeting which had assembled in the city
of Norfolkfor the purpose of hearing ad-
dresses from the Secretary of the navy,
Professor Langston,my colleague and others
the crowd was fired into and dispersed,
and several loyal lives lost. If I remem-
ber correctly, Langston was fired at while
speaking. I presume no arrests of the
guilty parties have aver been made, or, if
made, nothing came of it.

What class of men committed these
outrages ; who fired these murderous
shots ? Were the missiles of death pro-
jected into that uncffending body of people,
and without warning, by white loyalists ?
Oh, no; the supposition would be absurd.
By colored men, then ? *Equally, if not
more, absurd.

Were they hurled by men who are dis-
qualified by the fourteenth article of
amendments ? I do not know. Were

from holding office by inability to take the
test-oath, though not disqualified by the
fourteenth amendment ? I do not know,
But this I know, that one clais or theether
committed these outrages; and my col-
league has stated to the House to-day that
he is in favor of the doing away of all
disabilities. - He"  pronounces  “iron-
clad oaths and disqualifying clauses
a miserable delusion,” 8o my col-
league is in favor of conferring full
amnesty on the men who shot down his
political friends and supporters in Nor-
folk ; aye, the same class of men who sent
him here, by whose votes he is alone per-
mitted to lift up his voice here in behalf
of their enemies, persecutors, acd mur-
derers. Well, my colleague has this privi-
lege, and perbaps it is as well that he has
this time so plainly and unequivocally pat
himself upon the record.

Now, will my colleague, when loyal men
are denied the opportunity of voting, and
these outrages are committed, tell me that
I must stand by the declaration that uni-
versal amnesty shall be granted, when uni-
versal suffrage is constantly defeated ? No,
sir; I cannot. It would be wrong; it
would be upjust ; it would be such ingrati-
tude to my friends and the friends of my
country that my whole nature revolts.

Let us look at my colleague’s speech in
detail. He says he “will vote for the bill
before the House, which, in effect, and
practically, repeals the iron-clad oath,”
and he ‘‘hopes that every gentleman who
desires to see peace restored .to the South,
and to see that party prevail which put
down the rebellion, will support this bill.”
Will my colleague tell me why his opinion
upon this subject is g0 much better than
that of the Democrats on this floor? Or
does my colleague suppose that they, too,
believe that the repeal of this oath will re-
sult in the triumph of the Republican

llion ?”

My colleague knows full well that the
other side of the House believe its repeal
will help the Democratic party, while my
colleagug believes the repeal would cause
the Republican party to prevail. In what
sort of a position does my colleague place
himself ? He gets upon the same ' road
which the entire Democratic party are
traveling, and, as they go along, shouting
at the top of their voices, *‘Repeal the
test-oath, give us universal ampesty, and a
Democratic victory is certain in 1872"—
my celleague, 1 say, gets upon this road,

amnesty, aud a Republican trinmph is
secure in the coming Presidential election,”’
Both cannet be in the right, One or the
other must be mistaken.

Either my colleague and those who
think as he does are assisting the Demo-
cratic party to victory, or the labors of the
Democracy are tending to the success of
the Republican party. The House must
judge for itself. My colleague next says
that he is “directed by the Republican
party of the State of Virginia to vote for
the total repeal of all test-oaths and all
disfraochising clauses. That party in the
State of Virginia has time and again dar-
ing the last cighteen months put itself

upon the record in favor of that policy.”

colleague. The first was at the conference
held on the 21st day of April last, {(not on
the 26th day of May last, as errone-
ously stated by my colleague,) by which
the * univérsal suffrage and universal
amnesty " resolution, which [ have al-
ready quoted, was adopted. The other
time was at the State convention, held on
the 22d of last September, before which
the proceedings of the April conference
legitimately came for review—for approval
or disapproval. The committee on reso-
lutions, of which T had the honor of being
the chairman, unanimously reported in
favor of the affirmance of the suffrage am-
nesty resolution of the April conference.
And, as a matter of course, the Republi-
can party of Virgioia would still be in
favor.of universal amuesty for the disabled
citizens of thatStateif so many loyal men
had not been defranded out of their saf-
frage in the late election, and outrages
committed upon the eve of the election.

My colleague again says :

“Sir, as I said before, I stand here instructed
on this question by a resolution adopted by
the representatives of the Republican party. of
Virginia, at a meeting of their State Central
Committee, only two months ago. A resolution
adopted by that committee unanimously (with
the exception of one member, who afterwards
apologized for voting against it,) urges the

ngress of the United States to give this mea-
sure to the people of the South.”

I have never heard of any member of
the Republican State Central Committee
apologizing for having voted aganst the
resolution referred to by my colleague, I
did heer, however, that one of the mems=
bers of the committee thought it was not a
proper subject for the State Commitice to
exercise jurisdiction over, and I think he
was right. T never received any official
notice whatever of the adoption of this
resolution ; and if I had, should not have
complied with its instruction.

My colleague says he is instructed by
the State Committee to vote for universal
amnesty. Itis the first time I ever heard
that a State committee could instruct,
could direct a Representative in Congress,
how he should vote.

Even the Legislature of a State does not
instruct its Representatives ; it simply re-

uest-them to do 8o or so, in a given case,
‘T'ae State Committeo, in adopting the reso-
lution’ referred to by my colleague have
cerlainly made a mistake. One of request
would have been very proper before, bat
not after the election. Sufirage must net
be denied to loyalty and amnesty given to”
disloyalty.  The election demonstrated
that it is the purpose of the leaders of the
disabled forces to “crush out” colored suf-
frage in Virginia. It is the circumstances
attending this eclection and the outrages
immediately preceding it, and the conspi-
racy on the part of the Conservative leaders,
made more and more manifest with each
succeeding day,.to keep our colored citi-
zens from the' jury box, and to deny them
*“the equal protection of the laws,” that
has caused the Republican party of Vir-
ginia to cry out, “No further amuesty for
disloyalty l:,ntil loyalty can be protegted.”
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My colleague goes on to say :

‘“8ir, I am utterly surprised at the course
of my colleague in this House; for only two
months ago he stamped his district, the third
district of Virginia, as an advocate of general
amnesty. He adyocated it from the etump,
repelling with indignation the charge that he
was in favor of a continuation of the policy of
proscription ; and I aver here to day that he
would not have been elected to this Hause if
he had not taken that stand.”

It is true that T advocated amnesty in
my. late canvass, but only upon the assump-
tion that the celored people of Virginia
were not to be molested in their rights. I
wasg willing to assume, as I have already
said, that the Democratic party in Virgin-
ia would carry out the fifteenth amend-
ment ; but on the day of election they de-
roonstrated that they intended to nullifyit
by unlawful means,, My colleague under-
takes to aver that I would not have been
re-elected to Congress if T had not taken
the stand’ which he erronecusly supposes
was that of unconditional amnesty. Well,
as my colleague comes into my district and
undertakes to tell the House how my re-
election here came to be secured, I am
quite sure that my suave colleague will
have 1no objection to my entering his
district and informing the House how it is
that they are favored with his genial pres-
ence here for a second term.
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My colleague again proceeds:

‘‘But, sir, growing wiser with experience,
we last September took away from our politi-
cal enemies the plank of general amnesty,
adopting it as a part of our platform; and on
that broad policy we retrieved the disasters of
the previous yéar ; we overcamo the adverse
majority of twenty thousand ; we carried the
State o{ Virginia on that platform of general
amnesty.’’

This is a very remarkable statemcnt,
It Jacks as much of being a fact as his ar-
guments, in my humble judgment, are
wanting in soundness and hisopinions des-
titute of force. "Why, sir, out of theeight
Congressmen the Conservatives elected five,
and on the popular vote in the State the
majority was against us; and yet my col-
league aversthat we carried the State! It
is to be regretted that my colleague, in his
heat and snxiety to have the test-oath re-
pealed, should bave forgotten the resalt of
the election held in his own State not
three months since,

My colleague again says:

“Sir, I point to the State of Virginia to day
a3 an evidence of the effects of that policy,
(the amnesty policy.) Why is it that we do
not hear coming up from that State the ery of
outrages which we hear coming up from ether
Southern States? Because in that State the
Republican party has risen to the demands of
the occasion, has placed upon record and
adopted as part of its platform a declaration
in favor of general amnesty to all the people
of Virginia, and the repesal of all these ob-
noxious relics of the rebellion.”

My colleague refers to outrages commit-
ted by violence, by lawlessness, Well, I
believe there has been a cessation of out-
rages. of this character, but it is by no
means attributable to the canse stated by
my colleague. I do not think, at least T
have not heard, that any Republicans have
been murdered in Virginia, or otherwise
violently used on account of their political
faith, for the past ten months, with the
exception of the murders committed in
Norfolk, under the eye of my colleague in
his late canvass. Bat there is a cry of
outrages constantly coming up from the
State of Virginia, I marvel that my col-
league does not hear it ringing in his ears
all the while. The wail of the oppressed !
hear it by day and by night. These
outrages in Virginia are as atrocious and
cruel as the midnight and red-handed
murders which are now covering the soil
of other Southern States with the dead
bodies of loyal men.

Dces not my colleague know full well
that the loyal people of Virginia cannot
obtain justice in the courts of the State?
Does he not know that civil and criminal
causes are daily decided against the Re-
publicaus, because they are Republicans?
Does he vot know that colored men, in a
colored population of six hundred thou-
sangd, are excluded from the jury-box be-
cause they are colored, and contrary to the
express provision of the State constitution ?

Does he not know that singe the close o,

the war it is a common practice to secs

@1ce colored men, and even women, when

charged with murder, to death, upon ev'-
dovee so slight and insufficient that it
ought not to “hang a dog ?”
know that they are being daily sentenced
to the penitentiary upon insufficieat or no
evidence at all, and that every time the
prison doors close npon the form of one of
the poor, trembling wretches, the leaders
of the Couservative party chuckle, “An-
other vote lost to the Radical party.” And,
finally, does not my colleague know that
there is no tyranoy, no oppression, no ou's
rige more terrible and cruel than that
which is wrought through the forms of
law ?

Does he not

Mr. Speaker, 1 bave but a few more
words to say. My colleague asserts that
the Republican party of Virginia are, at

the present time, in favor of universal am-

nesty ; while I aver they are not, unless

at the same time Congress shall pass laws
.protecting the loyal people in their rights.

How shall the House jandge between my
colleague and myself ? I certainly should
have every reason to acknowledge that the
Republican party in Virginia was in favor
of universal amnesty if I thought such
was the case, and no reason whatever to
conceal it,

[ do not think I have any prejudices
which would prevent me from compre-
hending that they were in favor of -am-
nesty, if such was the fact. I run a great
risk if my colleague bas correctly inter-
preted the sentiment of the Republican
party; for I would be placing myself in
opposition to the entire people of the State.
Sir, can you not see that it is far more
pleasant for a Republican representative
from the South to advocate amnesty than
to oppose it ? Does it not render his per-
sonal and social relations far more agreea-
ble ? and does it not give him the reputa~
tion of being a generous, magnanimous,
sublime being, and all that? Sir, the
path of .duty and stern justice lies in a
different direction, and I for one shall con-
tinue to follow it without a murmur. In
the mean time I shall be, as heretofore,
liberal as the most liberal in removing po-
litical disabilities under the fourteenth
amendment io all proper cases,
