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TrE bribery of Winans, the Republican
in the New York Legislature who went
over to the Democracy, is on the whole
one of the healthiest signs of these degene-
rate times. When only one man out of
sixty-three is willing to sell himself, and
when he exacts seventy-five thousand dol-
lars as his price, it shows that political
virtue is still held in some esteem, even if
it be & pecuniary one., If only one man
in this number in every Legislature of the
country puts himself up at a sale and de-
mands sach a high bid, corruption aund
bribery will soon disappear entirely. And
what makes this case of Winans all the
more encouraging is that he was a Repub.
lican. How many Democratic legislators
hold themselves at so bigh a figure ? One-
tenth of it would satisfy most of them and
conciliate their constituents.

Tae Baltimore Sun calls to mind a let-
ter from Thomas Jefferson, written to John
Adams in 1813, in which he proposed to
divide every county in Virginia into wards
of five or six miles square, and to establish
in each ward a free school for readiog,
writing, and common arithmetiz; to pro-
vide for the annual selection of the best
subjects from these schoolg, who might re-
ceive at the public expense a higher degree
of education at a district school, aud from
these district schools to select a certain
number of the most prominent subjects,
to be completed at a university.

Mgs. Myra CLARK GAINESis at last bee
ginning to reap the reward of her efforts
to obtain possession of her New Orleans
property. From the papers of that city
we see that the U. S. Marshal has just put
her in possession of several tracts of land
within the city limits, with all the im=
provements on the property, under the
decision of the U. 8. Supreme Court, The
opposing counsel in vain asked for delay
in the transfer ; but the marshal had no
option, and Mrs, Gaines was made happy
in the possession of some valuable real

estate.

NarrowrsT GAUGE ForR A RAILROAD,
A new style of railways will shortly come
before the public in England under the
title of the Pennier system. A single row
of piles carries a continuous girder, on
which the train runs, the carriages hang-
ing down on each side to within a short
distance of the ground. The carriages are
so drranged that inequality of weight on
one side to the extent of a ton will not
‘affect the action. The small quantity of
land required, cheapness of construction,
and speed are advantages claimed for it.

BANKRUPTCY A8 AFFECTING BUSINESS.
In the case of J. II. Waggoner, a dis-
charged bankrupt, in Memphis, who pro-
posed to go into business again, and was
prevented by revenue officers from doing
80, on the ground that among his liabilities
was an indebtedness of $11,000 to the
Government, the officials claiming that
Waggoner’s discharge could not invalidate
the Government claim, Commissioner
Pleasonton has decided in. favor of Wag-
goner.

Tue Bririsa Navy.—England purposes
to build a large fleet of iron-clad gunboats
for coast defence, and there is a marked
disposition among Englishmen just now
to throw over the * heavy iron-clad” prin-
ciple in favor of vessels of small draught,
in view of the seeming failure of the French
navy against the Prussians in the late war.

CoroNer. JErRoME NaproLEON BoNa-
PARTE, of the American branch of the
late ruling dynasty in France, has arrived
at his home in Baltimore. This gentle-
man, who was at least born in America,
entertains no hope for Republicanism in
France, and is of opinion that the Em-
peror will be ultimately restored.

AFRAID oF FrLrisusTers.—The Aus.
tralian people seem to have been hoaxed
with reports of fillibustering expeditions
or designs on their country from the peo-
pleof the United States, and a dispatch
from Melbourne, March 28th, says that all
the colonies are fortifying their ports to
prepare for a descent of this kind.

Tae Cincionati Commercial, eune of the
ablest and most influential papers in the
West—independent Republican—declares
in favor of limiting the Presidential office
to a single term for each man elected to fill
it, and, furthermore, in favor of diminish-
ing and restricting the patronage of the
Federal Executive.

Crors IN THE SouTH.—Advices from
Virginia, the Carolinas, Tennesseo, Louigi-
ana, and elsewhere South, agree in saying
that the prospect for large crops of fruits
and cereals is first class, and that the pre-
sent season, if successful ip this particular,
will very nearly sweep away all the gene-
ral pecuniary losses by the war.

AxxvaL Appress.— Captain James Bar-
ron Hope, editor of the Norfolk Virginian,
has been invited to deliver the address be-
fore the Washington Literary Society of
Randolph Macon College at the final cele-
bration in June, and has accepted the invi-
tation.

TuEre is great political turmoil in
Mexico—the election for President being
warmly contested. Several of the mem-
bers of the present administration are to
be impeached. Juarez, it is said, is likely
to be elected President.

Mr. E. ReMINGTON, inventor of the war
weapon which bears his name, has shown
generous rivalry in peaceful things, by giv-
ing $10,000 for the building of a new
Methedist church in Syracuse.

REPUBLICAN NATIONAL PLATFORM.

———

The National Republican party of the United
Btates, assembled in National Convention in the city

of Chicago, on the 21st day of May, 1866, make the
following declaration of principles :

1. We congratulate the country on the assured
of the r truction policy of Congress, as
evinced by the adoption, in the majority of the
States lately in rebellion, of constitutions “securing
equal civil and political rightl to all; and it is the
duty of the Government to sustain those inatitutions
and to prevent the people of such States from being
remitted to a state of anarchy.

2. The guaranty by Congress of equal suffrage to
all loyal men at the Bouth was domanded by every
consideration of public safety, of gratitude, and of
Justice, and must be maintained; while the question
of suffrage in all the loyal States properly belongs
to the people of those States.

3. We denounce all forms of repudiation as a na-
tional crime; and the national honor requires the
payment of the public indebtedness in the utter-
most good faith to all creditors at home and abrond,
not only according to letter, but the spirit of the
laws under which it was contracted.

4. Itis due to the labor of the nation that taxa-
tionshould be equalized,and reduced as rapidly as
the national faith will permit.

6. The national debt, contracted as it has been for
the preservation of the Uniou for all time to come,
should be extended over o fair period for redemption;
and it is the duty of Congress to reduce the rate of
interest thereon, whenever it can be honestly done.

6. That the best policy to diminish our burden of
debt is to so improve our credit that capitalists wiil
seek to loan us money at lower rates of interest than
Wwe now pay; and must coutinue te pay so long as re-
pudiation, partial or total, open or covert, is threat-
ened or suspected.

7. The Government of the United States should be
administered with the strictest economy; and the
corruptions which have been so lhnmoh:lfy nursed
and fostered by Andrew Johnson call loudly for radis
cal retorm.

8. We profoundly deplore the untimely and tragic
death of Abraham Lincoln, and regret the accession
to the Presidency of Andrew Johnson, who has acted
treach ly to the people who elected him and the
canse he was pledged to -u;ipon; who has usurped
high Jeglslative and judicial functions; who has re-
fused to execute the laws; who has used his bigh
office to induce other officers to ignore and violate
the laws ; who has employed his executive powers
to render insecure the property, the peace, liberty
and life of the citizen; who has abused the pardon-
ing power; who has denounced the national legisla-

*ture as unconstitutional ; who has persistently and
corruptly resisted, by every means in his power,
every proper attempt at the reconstruction ef the
Stated’lately in rebellion; who has perverted the
public patronage iuto an engine of wholesale cor-
ruption; and who has been justly impeached for
high crimes and misdemeanors, and properly pro-
nounced guilty thereof by the vote ef thirty-five
Benators.

9. The doctrine of Great Britain and other Hu.
ropean powers, that because a man is once a subject
he is always 8o, must be resisted at every hazard by
the United States, as a relic of feudal times, not au-
thorized by the laws of nations,and at war with our
national honor and independence. Naturalized cit-
izens are entitled to protection in all their rights ot
citizenship, as thongh they were pative-born; and
no citizen of the United Btates, native or natural-
ized, must be liable to arrest and imprisonment by
any foreign power for acts done or words spoken in
this country ; and, if so arrested and imprisoned, it
is the duty of the Government to interfere in his {m-

1f. &

10. Of all who were faithful in the trials of the
late war, there were none emtitled to more especial
honor than the brave soldiers and seamen who en-
dured the hardships of campaign and cruise, and im-
perilled their lives in the service of the country;
the bounties and pensions provided by the laws for
these brave defenders of the nation are obligations
never to be forgotten ; the widows and orphans of
the gallant dead are the wards of the people—a sa-
cred legacy bequeathed to the nation’s protecting
Care.

11, Foreign immigration, which In the past has
added so much to the wealth, developement, and re-
sources, aud increase of power to this republic, the
asylum of the oppressed of all nations, should be
fostered and encouraged by a liberal and just policy.

12. This convention declares itself in sympathy
with all oppressed ﬁeoplel struggling for their rights.

13, That we highly commend the spirit of mag-
nanimity and forbearance with which men who have
served in the rebellion, but who now frankly and
honestly co-operate with us in restoring the peace
of the country and reconstructing the Eouth-
ern State governments upon the basis of impartial
justice and equal rights, are received back into the
communion of the loyal pecple; and we favor the
removal of the diequalifications and restrictions im-
posed upon the late rebels in the same measure as
the spirit of disloyalty will die out, and as may be con-
sistent with the safety of the loyal people.

14. That we recognize the great principles laid
down in the immortal Declaration of Independouce,
as the true foundation of democratic government
and we hail with gladness every effort toward mauk.
