[EXTRACT.]
There should be no conflict between la-

bor and capital, and if wise counsels pro
rail they will go hand in hand.

I have always looked upon labor and
capital as twin sisters, or, perhaps, to il-
lustrate my meaning morestrongly, as the
Siamese twins, connected together with a
cord, the severing of which might be fatal
or greatly injurious to both. Without la-
borcapital wouldbe comparativelyuseless ;
without capital labor would fail to be re-
mucorative, and public and private enter-
prise would cease. Neither can, therefore,
?ncroach upon or wrong the other with
Impunity. lam a friend of that protec-
tion to American labor which has brought
this country to its highest condition of
prosperity ; and when the nation extends
Its protective and fostering policy over the
productive and manufacturing interests
the capitalist and transporter should not
be permitted to applyall the advantages
to themselves,but should willingly afford
a fair and proper share to him "by the
sweat of whose brow and by whose mind
and muscle the profitable manipulation
has been accomplished.

When capitalists learn to forget their
narrow instinct, and generously share their
profits with labor, they will justly re-
ceive the love and the respect of the peo-
ple. Such a policy, I doubtnot, will re-
ceive a speedy realization.

Labor cannot and will not quietly sub-
mit to Procrustean cuttings or stretchings
to fit any bed that the cupidity of capital
may prepare for it, unless "equal aud ex-
act justice" be squarelyand fairly meted
out. It will not submit to, be drivenout
by tho "heathen Chiueo," or by any other
half-priced barbarian ; tho operator, trans-
porter or capitalist may threatentoimport
for the purpose of occupying the places
ofour men. Whoare these workingmen ?
I answer, many of them have been the
heroic defendersof the country, to whose
gallant deeds the nation owes its very ex-
istence, and the capitalists their almost
countless and still accumulating millions.
The battle is between the people and the
monopolists, aud all public men must soon
choose whom they will serve. For my
ownpart, I am ready, as far as the law
will permit me togo, to aid the working-
man to the realization of all his just de
mands. And whenever tho representa-
tives of the people pass bills calculated
Still further to enlarge these benefits, I am
ready, while in authority, to approve
them.

But whatever may happen, let it be
fully understood, that under no circum-
stances can thelaw of this land be violated
with impunity. That which I would not
permit in a corporationseeking to oppress
labor, I darenot, as a sworn officer of tie
law, encourage in an association, drawn
together for mutual benefit, when in pur-
suit of that object it seeks to interfere withthe personal rights of other cilizsns.While one set of men are legally entitled
to obtain as much for their labor as they
can command, they have noright to coerceother men to adhere to the same rate of
wages. Tha first may refuse to woik with
the last, but I hey have not the moral or
the legal right to interfere wilh the labor
of those with whom they work as to
wages. It is my duly to make this point
perfectly plain. Whenever a combination
of men, seeking au object, violently inter-
fere with other men who are pursuing
their industry for such wages as they are
willing to ttke, tho act is a conspiracy
amounting to crime against law and order,
and law and order must be maintained at
all hazards.

This is stern talk, my friends, but as it
is not my habit to deceive thosewith whom
I am called to deliberate,I do net propose
to deceive you by false and speciousadvice
1 speuk thus emphatically plain that wemay perfectly understaudeach other, and
you may be guided in the right. Ido not
come here to-night to dissuade you from
doing your duty to yourselves, but to en-
courage you in this right. You are too
Intelligent and have too much manly firm-
ness for any man thus to attempt to lead
you ; but you can appreciate the truth
when you reflect that your government is
ODe of law, and obedience to the law is
essential to tbe success of the government.
Without a government, labor and capital
would both be in eternal antagonism, with-
out a hope of ever comiug to terms. But
with a government respected and the laws
obeyed, both these elementsare secured in
their rights. I never want to see the day
when any portion of the American people
have become so wrong iv their views, and
so desperate in thoir character as tooppose
legal and official authority. I have seen
enough of this already, and know what it
coats to punish tho3e who make such at-
tempts. May God deliver this nation
from evor again being forced into civ 1
warI

Thanks to the framers of our laws, you
have a remedy at the ballot-box, for what-
ever wrongs or oppressions you may suf-
fer. The elective franchise was given to
meet precisely such cases as yours. You
have votes, aud must cast them for your
own benefit. If you wantrepresentation,
learn whom to trust, and when you know
a man to be faithless to your interest, or
you are certain he is unworthy of you
confidence, don't vote for him. The calm
and intelligent use of tho ballot is infinite-
ly more mighty as a revolutionizer in the
Interests of labor that, riot and bloodshed.
We are only just entering on the period t.f
a true appreciatiou of the elective fran-
chise, and you havo yetto learn fully what
can be effected by its use ; while those who
supposed themselves intrenched behind
special legislation will, sooner or later,
realize that there is no hiding place in the
country in which wrong and injustice can
.escape the castigalion of the ballot. Free
government would fail to bo impartial if
the situation were otherwise. That which
makes a man superior in this country is
his force of character, intelligence, energy
and intrepidity. Every mau is at liberty
to display these as best he can, and as he
prospers in life by the fair test of thtse
qualities, he demonstrates,the blessings of a
good government us well as bis own ability
to succeed.

A word or two moro and I have done.
An Ameiican statesman once declared,
"that the country was most prosperous
where labor received its greatest reward."
If this proposition was true then, it is still,
and always will be true. But labor, like
merchandise, has a fluctuating price, which
must, after all, be governed by circum-
stances affecting the country's prosperity.

In the spirit of sincere desire to pro-
mote tbe true interest of both labor act!
capital, as well as to consider tlio welfare
of tbe country, I earnestly advise compro-
mise and mutual conoeshion between em-
ployer and employee, a»d thus "let us
navepeace." Let us revise (lieirjdus;ry
of the mining r gionsaud our in n mniui-
factories. L t ibe currying oi oal go
forward at lair piicts for the uiintr and

tho consumer, as well as to tho operalr-r
and the transpo'ter; and let us not lorfeit,
by impeding it, tho prosperity which U
our due I speak, knowing that I address
nun who aro ever willing and ready to
make whatever sacrifices are reasonable
and necessary tn efl'ect an equitable and
satisfactory adjustment of ail difficulties
between themselves and their employers,
that either now or hereafter may exist
within the limitsof this good old (Jotn-

I poses, which wits passed hy Congress, pro-
vides that any person who, under coloi of
any law, statute, ordinance, regulation,
custom, or usage of any State, shall sub-
ject, or cause to he subjected, any person
within the jurisdiction of the United
States to the deprivation of any rights,
privileges, or immunities secured by the
constitution of the United States, shall be
liable to the party injured iv any action at
law, suit in equity, or otherproceeding for
redress ; such proceeding to be prosecuted
in the several district or circuit courts of
the United States, with and subject to the
samerights of appeal, review upon error,
and otherremedies provided in like cases
iv such courts, under the provisions of the
laws of the United States which aro in
their naturo applicable in such cases.

Tbe second section provides that if two or
more persons within any State or Territory
ot the United Stales shall conspire together toI overthrow, or to put down, or to destroy by
force the government of the United Stales, or
to levy war against the United States, or tv
oppose by force the authority of tbe govern-
ment of tbe United States, or by force, intimi
dation or threat to prevent, hinder or delay
tho execution uf any law of tbe United States,
or by force to seize, take, or possess any
property of the United States contrary toI the authority thereof, or by force, intimida-

j lion or threat, to prevent any person from
accepting or holding any office of tros
or place of confidence under tbe United iStates, or from discharging the duties there-
of, or by foice, intimidation or threat to in-
duce any officerof the United States to leave
any State, district or place, where bis duties
as such officermight lawfully be performed, or
to injure him in his person or property on ac-

tt of bis lawful discbarge of the duties of
nice, or to injurehis person while eogaged

or by force, intimidation, or threat to prevent
any citizen ol the United States lawfully enti-
tled to vote from givinghis support or advoca-cy in a lawlut manner towards or in favor of
the election of any lawfully qualified person
as an elector of President or Vice President
of the Uuited States, or as a member of tbe
Congress of tbe United States, or to injure
any such citizen in his person or property on
account of sucb support or advocacy, each
and every person so offending shall be
deemed guilty of a high ciitne, and,
upon conviction thereof in any district
or circuit court of the United States or
district or supreme court of any territory of
the United States having jurisdiction of simi-
lar ofl'euces, shall be punished Iry a fine not less
than five hundred nor more than five thousanddollars, or by imprisonment, with or without
bard labor, as the court may determine, for a
period of not less than six months nor more
than sixyears, as tbe court may determioe, or |
both sucb fine and imprisonment as thecourt
shall determine.

Section 3 provides that whenever any suchinsurrection, violence, and unlawful combina-tion, or conspiracy shall oppose or obstruct
the laws of the United States, or tbe due exe-
cution thereof, or impede or obstruct tbe due
course of justice under the same, it shall be
lawful for the President, and it shall be his
duty to take such measures, by tbeemployment
of tbe militia or the land and naval forces of
tbe United States, or of either, or by both
means, as he may deem necessary for the sup-
pression ofsuch insurrection, domestic violence
or combinations.

Section 4 authorizes the President in case of
insurrection to suspend tbe privileges of tbe
writ of habeas corpus to the end tbatsucb re-*
bellton may be overthrown : Provided, That

(President shall first have made proclama-, as now provided by law, commanding
I insurgents to disperse : And prorjidea!, That tbe provisions of tbis section shall

be in force after the end of the next regu-? i s.-ion of Congress,
he remaining sections provido that every

juror in courts of the United States, in cases
under this act, shall, before entering upon any
such inquiry, hearing or trial, take aud sub-
scribe an oath in open court that he has never,
directly or indirectly, counseled, advised or
voluntarily aided any such combination or con-
spiracy, and each and everyperson who shalltake tbis oath, and shall therein swear fals-ly,
shall be guilty of petjury, and shall be subject
to the pains and penalties declared against that
crime, Ac.

Tbe substitute adopted for the Sherman
amendment in the bill, by tbe new conferencecommittee, provides that any person orpersons
having knowledge thatany of the wrongs con-
spired to be done and mentioned in the eecnnd
section of this aot are about to be committed,
and havingpower to prevent or aid in prevent-
ing tbe same shall neglect or refuse to do, and
such wrongful act shall be committed, such
person or persons shall be liable to tbe person
injured, or bis legal representatives, for all
damages caused by any such wiongful act
which such first-named person or persons by
reasonable diligence could have prevented,
and sucb damages may be recovered in an ac-
tion on the case in tbe proper circuit court ot
the United States, and any number of persons
guilty of such wrongful neglect orrefusal may
be joined as defendants in sucb action
provided that such action shall be com-
menced within one year alter such cause of
action shall have accrued, and if the death of
any person shall be caused by any such wrong-
ful act and neglect, tbe legal representative ol
sucb deceased person shall have such actiontherefor, and may recover not exceeding
$5,000 damages thereon for the benefit of the
widow of sucb deceased person, if any there
be, or, if there be no widow, lor the benefitof
the next of kin of sucb deceased person.

6. The national dob:, contracted as it has beeu lorthe preservation of tho Union for all time to eomo,should beexteuded ovora fair period for redemption;

aud it is the duty of Congress to reduce the rate of
interest tli-'eon, whenever it can beJumestly none.6. That the best policy to diminls4Bhr burden ofdebt fa to so improve our credit that capitalist* wilsowk to loau us money at lower rates of interest thanwo now pay, and must continue to pay so long as re-pudiation,partial or total, opeu or covert, is threat-ened or suspected.

7. The Governmentof the United Statesshould beaduiiuistered with the strictest economy; and the
corruptions which have hoen so shamefullynursed
aud f steted byAndrew Johnson call louoly for radi-
cal roiorm.

8. Wo profoundlydeplore the untimelyand tragic
death of Abraham L:ucolu, audregret the accesniou
to thePresiden:yof Andrew Johnson, who has actedtreacherously to the people who elected him and the
causehe was pledgedto support; who has usurped
high legislativeaud Judicial iuuetions; who has re
fused toexecute tho laws; who has used his I igh
ofllce to Induce other officers to ignore uud violatetho laws; who ha* employed his executive powers
torender insecure the propo-ty,tho peaci», liberty
and life of thecitizen; who has abused the pardon-
ingpower; who has denounced tho natioual legisla-
ture as unconstitutional; who has persistently andcorruptly resisted, by every means in his power,
every proper attempt at the recotstruct!on of the
States lately In rebellion; who has perverted the
publicpatronage into au engine of whohsale cor-ruption; aod wbo has bern justly impeached for
high crimes aud mifidtmeanors, and properly pro*
nounced guilty thereof by tho vote of thitty five
Senators.
