Good friend
Thompeon, give us a lift. Help us fill up
this noble State—old in fame, but young,
fresh and unimpaired in resources, For
all you give us now we will render back
bye-and-bye a hundred fold,

BOUTHERN EMIGRATION.

From Xurope to the United States there
i3 a perpetual tide of emigration. - A vast
wealth of laboring hands is given to wus
every year. From certain sections, as
from TIreland, the emigration seems like
an exodus of an entire' people. This tide
of new life from the old world flows into
the Northern states. Few emigrant ships
land south of the Potomac. The main
flood is poured into New York. Thence
it flows westward, along the parallels of
latitude. Very little of it is ‘diverted to
the South. And the migration from the
older sections of the country rarely follows
the lines of longitude. The South cries
out for emigrants, but the emigrants
refuse to go. It calls for North-
ern settlers, but Northern men and
-women prefer their own inclement skies
to the land where ““the orange and the cit-
ron bloom.” Tt is not worth while to seek
any recondite cause for all this, The
laboring classes, who compose the bulk of
emigrants, have common sensg and a sharp
intelligence of their own Wwants, The
slaveocracy of the South did more in the
course of three or four generations to de-
grede labor than any set of men, holding
the control of society, have done elsewhere
on the globe in a thousand years, Black
human cattle (so treated by themselves,)
did their work. Any poor white man among
them would sooner drink chain-lightning
whisky, fish, hunt, borrow, beg, steal, vote
the Democratic ticket for a cramb of favor,
than to labor. - What indastrious Irish-
man or German would go to live among
such a people ? It is true that the South-
ern system of oppressing and degrading
labor has been broken by the war, but
the rvins of the old edifice are still, and
long will be, in the way. The laboring
man secks free schools for his children.

€ can find them in the North-
west. At the South, schools are
mobbed and the schoolmaster hanged
by the Ku-klux. The laborer feels that
heisa man “for a’ that ana a’ wmat,” and
naturally wishes to be respected, In the
North, the farmer and his son and his wife
and his daughter are as good as any body.
In the South they are mud-sills, Thero are
other things more precious than soil and
climate. - The South will find for many a
year to come that slavery has cursed the
sunny land, and labor that enriches the
land will continue to flow elsewhere, The
emancipated blacks may be turned to good
account, with justice and kindumess,—~not
with hemp and powder.

But to that noble army, carried
over a sea of dread defeats up to the sum-
mits of an ever-brightening success, the
words speak with all the intensity of elo-
quence and feeling. No, it is nota dream,
A dream is a thing of sleep, and sleep isa
thing of fepose, vot of intengest life and
action, And its picture galleries of life
and thought are but faint outlines, dim
and shadowy reflections, at best, of a life
that has gone before.

To some, yes, to thou-
sands of that band, sleep and its quiet
came, but it was the sleep of a soldier’s
death, whose dreaming is not of earth,
It is by such memories that a loyal people
strike those finer chords of sympathy,
gratitude, and patriotism. Little by little
the sorrows of those long years die out . in
the ‘fuller. meaning of their joys. The
storm is passed, and we best see the silver
of its cloud.
