After tbe crowd
was, to some extent, seated, tbo Germans of
Richmond sang a beautiful ode, suitable to tbe
occasion, after which Grand Master Owen pro-
ceeded to direct tbe arrangements of the
atone. After tbe deposits were made and the
names stated, the box was then deposited ia
the stone md the ceremony commenced, by
plumbing, lev-ling, squaring, and finding all
was well and neatly finished, the application of
the case and wine was applied, as the touch to
ihe great work which was to be finished here-
kfter.

Tbis done, tbe crowd moved slowly to tbe
stand, which bad been decorated by the hands
of the fair ones who can always make life
happy and beautiful, and in death lend a ray
of hope to tbe dying. The stone was then
taken possession of by the dignitaries of the
occasion, after which Judge Wellford com-
menced bis speech. Your reporter being a
§reat distance off, was unable to hear but little
c said. Suffice it to say, tbe speech was after

the old style, full of interest to those who did
hear it. At a late hour the crowd commenced
to separate for their homes. This, we hope, is
the beginning of better days for the town of
Manchester.

Letter from Washington.
Washington, D. C, May 21st, 1871.
To the Editor of ihe State Journal:

In these telegraphic days it is useless to
attempt to seed news by mail. The best
thatcan bo done is to give a mure detailed
acconut of any interesting event, or a de-
scription of some local matters not noticed
by the Associated Press telegrams.

Of the latter class of subjects, the prom-
enade concerts by the Marine band at the
Oapitol ground ou Wednesday afternoons,
and at the President's on Saturdays form
a fruitful theme. Tho one given last
evening was largely allendcd by the beau-
ty and fashion of the city ; indeed I might
almost say of the nalion, for nearly every
State was represented; and was a very
enjoyable aflfair. Senator Wilson of Mas-
sachusetts and Walt. Whitman the eccen-
tric poet, were among the notablespresent,
and the President, witb a few distinguish-
ed gentlemen and members of his family
occupied seats ou the pnrtico of the man-
sion, and seemed to enjoy the animated
scene. And well tbey might, for the
balmy air, the soft, green carpet of newly
mown grass, the petfume of flowers, the
murmur of fountains, the fine music and
the bewitching toiletsand still moro fasci-
nating beauty of the gentle sex, formed a
combinationof attractions tbat I have sel-
dom seen equalledelsewhere.

But beauty and happiness are not all
that claim our attention in a large city.?
Every picture has it* dark side, and in tbe
contemplation of the reckless disregard of
life and limb, so prova'ent throughout our
country, and nowhere more so than here,
one can but feel that wo need a society for
the protection of human beings, far more
than that for the prevention of cruelty
to animals. I would not belittle
the work of that association. It is
needed, and let it thrive, and it
shall have my heartiestsympathy. But a
still more important claim presses itself
upon our attention, when we see men dai-
ly working in narrow pits ten, twelve,or
even fifteen feet in depth, whoso perpen-
dicularsides have no other support than
tbe cohesion of the soil. And when the
weight of tlieearth is sufficient to over-
come that cohesion and tho treacherous
wall buries threeor lour of our fellow-be-
ings beyond extrication before life is ex-
tinct, their mangled remains are sent home
without a thought ol the suffering ones
who were dependent on their labor for
their daily bread, aud new men are
sent to risk their lives iv tbe same trap.I have known of three such accidents
in-one week in the construction of
sewers and foundations, aud still the mur-
derous work goes on; fur I have yet to see
tbefirst attempt to sustain the earth in
such excavations by means of shorts or
props. Do we not need associated effort
to correct the evil? If so, let it be under-
stood that policemenwho incarcerate white
women aud negro men in the same cell,
leaving tbem there all Light, regardless of
the shrieks of the outraged victims, who
arrest five-year-old infants at ten o'clock
at night, and imprison them till morning,
or who drag drunken women along the
pavement by the hair, are not eligible for
membership.

But, lest I treopass on your valuablecolumns, I will say no more.
