
THEIR PROPER CULTURE.

In 1867 and 1868,1 travelled through-
out Europe, and studied the grapein every
grape country; and I found the nature
and consfitution of the foreign grape so
totallydistinct from our indigenous grapes,
tbat I was naturally led toreflect whether
our method of cultivatingAmerican vines
didnot too closely resemble the European
system. Hundreds of yearsof rigid pru-
ning metamorphosed the European grape
until it has become an almost entirely ar-
tificial product, whilst our vines are al-
most entirely natural.

The vine dressers from Europe, having
almosta birthright to teach us how to cul-
tivate the g-ape, have brought their ideas
and treatment among us, and it would
seem sheer assurance to take any appeal
from their decision ; and so we cut and
prune our luxuriant growingvines by the
Europeansquare and compass, to a severe
extent.
I think we are beginning to throw off

these European idoaß, but by very slowand feeble degrees. I havo several acres
in grapes, and my trellises are from eight
to ten feet high, and Iwould hare them
higher if convenient?even twelve feet.
I train my vines so that they willbear the
most fruit at the top of thetrellises; and I
believe tbeyescape mildew, rot, etc., from
this method?mildew and rot arising to a
greatextent from tho fruit being too close
to the ground, aud from severe pruning.
My grapes escape all diseases, whilemy
neighbor's suffer from rot, bursting, and
leaf blight.? Boston Spectator.

CROSS FERTILIZATION OF ORAPEB.
Dr. Parker, in the Western Pomologist,

thus discourses on this topic :
"To produce marked changes in any

grape by mere seedplanting is a very slow
and uncertain process. But to put the
pollen of one variety on another is a rapid
and an almost certain way to gut a new
grape. Such changes are called "crosses."
I am persuaded that most who attempt to
make crosses use too much pollen, and
therefore, I call serious attention to the
way Dr. Rogers, of Salem, made his cross-
es, lie cut off tbe anthersof one vine and
put a cut of cluster of another in a fine cot-
ton bag, about the cluster to bo fertilized.
Thus be used but little pollen and in the
natural way, and hence his success. The
rough band and load of pollen commonly
used is fatal to success. Perhaps lovo is
not to be forced in a grape more than in
man, or the happy product of a fertiliza-
tion. I could name failures by the score,
by this neglect. Then if my reader wants
a new grape, seok it by a natural cross,
made by diffused pollen.

The Illinois State Horticultural Society
recommends the following as thebest

TERMINOLOGY OF THE GRAPE VINE !
Roots.?That part of the vine growing

beiow the surface of the ground.
Stem.?The main stock below the

branches.
Arm?A portion of the vine permanent-

ly trained in a horizontal position.
Shoot?Green Wood.?This consists of

"Fruit Shoots, YoungCanes," and "Suck-
ers."

Lateral.?A branch from a shoot.
Cane.?A ripened Hhoot, grown from the

stem, arm or spur.
Spur.?A cane cut short.
Jointor Node.?The enlarged part, from

whence come buds, leaves or tendrils.
Internode.?The part between joints.
Tendrils.?A twining support.
I do not think any member of the com-

mitteeis so wedded to this system that he
wouldnot be willing to amend it, if found
best; If it should be found, however, to
answer the wants of the grape growers,
and be by them adopted and carried into
practice, we may certainly expect a uni-
formity whenspeakingof the variousparts
of the vine, which does not now exist.

THE CULTURE OF THB GRAPE VINE.

Some years ago we published a paper
from the "Proceedings of the Philadelphia
Academy of Natural Sciences," in which
it was shown why grapevines grew better
when running over trees than any where
else. There was motion in the tendrils,
and the amount of food required to pro-
duce this was a greatstrain on the nutri-
tive function of the vine. This motionof
a tendril in search of something to cling
to continues for ten days or so, when it
dies. If the plant is clambering over a
tree, the tendrils finds something to cling
to almostas soon asit is readyfor support.
Then there is no waste of force in useless
motion. The wholeenergy of theplant is
spent on healthy growth.

It is remarkable that no use has been
made of this discovery in practical grape
culture. We still go on in the most ex-
tensivemanner, failing dayafter day under
our old systems?getting perhaps a three
or four year crop?feeling that we have
one of the best grape countries in tbe
world ; and then failing utterly and con-
cluding as positively that our country is
totally unsuited to grape culture.

Often, people wbo live near us call and
say that grapes cannot be grown in Ger-
mautown. We simply point to a vine
from our office window, the picture of
health and productiveness, which has been
allowed to have its own wilful way. It is
but twelveyearsold, aod was planted near
the root of a weeping ash tree, simply to
help its drooping branches make shade.
It has covered tbe ash, gone over a twenty
year old silver fir, a white pine, a Himala-
yan pine, a larch forty feet high aud sun-
dry other things ; and there is no reason
that wecan nowsee, whyit wouldnot cover
any amount of low, busby trees that could
be got on to a quarterof an acre of ground.
So is another, an Isabella, which was
planted by a Morello tree. There it hangs
with its hundreds of bunches, although it
is lookedon as a first-class articeof horti-
cultural faith that the Isaballawill "dono
more good in these days in Germantown."

THB KftFORCEMISSiT ACT.
An Act to enforce tbe rightofcitizens of the Unite

Statu to vote in the several States of this Union
and for other purposos.
Be Itenacted by the Senate and House of Repre

seutatives of the United States ot America in Con
gross assombled, That all citizens of the United
States who aro or shall be otherwise qualified bylaw
to vote at ar,y election by the people in an; State
Territory, district, county, city, parish, township
school district, municipality,or other territorial sub-
divls on, shall be entitled and allowed to vote at all
such eloctions, without distinction cf race, color, or
previous condition of servitude*, any constitution,
law, custom, usage, or iemulation of any Stato or
Territory, or by or under its authority, to the con-
trary notwithstanding.

Sxo.2. And belt further enacted. That if by or
under the authorityof the constitution or laws of
any State, or the laws of any Territory, any act is or
shall be required tobe doueas aprerequisireer quali-
fication for voting, aud bysuch constitution or laws
persons or officers areor shall be charged with the
performance of duties la fnrnishlng to citizens an
opportunity to perform such prerequisite, or to be-
come qualifiedto voto, tt shall be the dutyorovory
such person and officer to give to all citizens cf Ihe
United States tbo same and equalopportunityto per-
form such prerequisite, and to brcotno qualified to
vote without distinction of race, color, or previous
condition of servitude ;aud if any such person or
officer shall refuse or knowinglyomit to give full ef-
fect to this| section, he shall, for every such offence,
forfeit and pay the sum of live hundred dollars to
the person aggrieved thereby, to be recovered by an
action on tho case,with full costs and such allowance
for counsel fees as tho court shall deem Just, and
shall also, for every such offence, be doemorf of a
misdemeanor, and shall, on conviction thereof, be
fined not less than five hundred dollars, or be im
prisoned not less than one month and not raoro than
one year, or both, at tbe discretion of the conrt.

880. 3. And be it further enacted That whenever
by or under the authority of the constitution or laws
of any State, or tbe laws of auy Territory, any act
Isor shall be required to be done byany citizen as
aprerequisite to qualify or entitle him to vote, Iheoffer of any citizen to perform the act required to
be done as aforesaid shall, if it fail to bo carried into
execution by reason ot the wrongful act or omlsslou
aforesaid of tbe person or officer cliargod with the
dutyof receiving or permittingsucb performanco or
oiler to perform or acting thereon, be deemed and
held as a performanco iv law of such act; and the
persou so ofTeriug and fallingas alaresaid, and being
otherwise qualified, shall bo entitled tovote In the
Bame maDnorand to thosame oxtont as if bo had in
fact performed such act; and any Judge, inspector,
or other officerof election whose duty it is or ahall
bo to receive, conut, certify, register report, or give
effect to the vote of any such citizen who sball
wrongfullyrefuso or omit toreceive, count, ctrtifi,
register, report, or give effect to tbo vote of such cit-
izen upon tho presentation by bim of his affidavit
stating such offer aud place thereof, aud tho nainoof
tlie officeror' person whose duty it was to act there-
on, and that he was wrongfully prevontod by
such person or officer from performing such act,
shall for every Buch offence forfeit andpay the Burn
ot five hundred dollars to theporson aggrieved there-
by, to be recovored by an action on tbe case, wi'h
full costs aud such allowance for counsel fees as tbo
ourt shall deem J net, and shall also for everysuch
offence he guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall, on
conviction thereof, be ticed not lees than five hun-
dred dollars, or be imprisoned not less than one
month aud not more than ono year, or both, al the
discretion of the court.

Sec. 4. And be it further enacted, That if
any pcrsoa, by force, bribery, throats, intimi-
dation or other unlawful means, shall hin-
der, delay, prevent, or obstruct, or shall
combine and confederate with others to hiuder,
delay, prevent,or obstruct, any citizen from doing
any act required tobe done to qualify him to voteor
from voting at any election as uforesaid, strih porson
shrll foreveryaucb offence forfeit and pay tbo sum
of live hundred dollars to theporson aggrieved there-
by, to be tecovered by an action ou tho ca-ie, with
full costß and such allowance f;-r counsel fries as the
court shall deem Just,and sball also for everysuch
offence be guilty of amisdemeauor.and shall, ou con-
viction thereof, be fined not lean than five hundred
dollars, or be Imprisoned not loss than one mouth
aad not more than oneyear, or both, at the discre-
tion of the court.

SBO. 5. And be Itfurther enacted, That if any per-
son shall prevent, hinder-, control, or intimidate, or
shall attempt to prevent,hlud-r, control, or lutlml-
dalo, auy petson from exercisingor in exercising the
right of suffrage, to whom the right of suffrage is
Becurod or guaranteed by the fifteenth amendment
to the Constitution ot the Uuited States, by nicans
of bribery,threats, or threats of depriving suoh per
son of employmentor occupation, or ol ijr ciimr such
person from rented house, lands, or other property,
or bythreats of refusing to renew leasee or contracts
for labor, or by threats of violence to bimsetf or
family, such poison bo offending shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall, on conviction
thereof, be fined not less than five hundred dollars,
or be imprisoned not less than one mouth and not
more than one year, or both, at the discretion of
the court.

Sac. 8. And be it further enacted, That the district
courts of the United States, within their respective
districts, Bhall have, exclusivelyof the courts of the
sov*»ral States, cogrizance of all crimes and offences
committed against the provißiona of ibis act and
also, concurrently with the circuit courts of the
United States, of all causes, civil and criminal, aris-
ingunder this act, except as herein otherwise pro
vided and the Jurisdictica hereby conferred shall be
exercised in conformity with the lawß and practice
governing United States courts ; nud all crimes and
offences committed against tbe provisions of this act
may be prosecuted by tho iudictment of a grand
Jury, or, iv cases of crimes and offences not inramous
the prosecutionmay be either by indictment or in-
formation filed by the dißtriot attorney in a courthavingjurisdiction.

[General Nature?No. 10.]
AN ACT to enforce the provisions of the

fourteenth amendment to the constitu-
tion of the United States, and for other
purposes.
Be it enacted by the Seusto and House

of Representatives of the United Stateß
of America in Congress assembled, That
any person who, under colot of any law,
statute, ordinance, regulation, custom, or
usage of any State, shall subject, or cause
to be subjected, any person within tho jur-
isdiction of the United States to the depri-
vation of any rights, privileges, or immu-
nities secured by the constitution of the
United States, any such law, statute, ordi-
nance,regulation, custom, or usage of the
Stato to the contrary notwithstanding,
shall bo liable to the party injured in any
action at law, suit in equity, or other propor
proceeding for redress; such prooeeding to
be prosecuted iv the several district or cir-
cuit courts of the United States, with and
subject to the same rights of appeal, review
upon error, and other remedies provided in
like cast's in such courts, under tho provi-
sions of the act of the niuth of April,
1806, entitled "an act to protect all per-
sons in the United States in their civil
rights, and to furnish the means of their
vindication; and the other remedial laws
of the United States which are in their
nature applicable in such cases.

Seo. 2. That if two or more persons
within any State or Territory of the
United States shall conspire together tooverthrow, or to put down, or to destroy by
force the government of tho United Stales, or
to levy war against tha United Statea, or to
oppose by force the authority of the govern-
ment »l the United States, or by force, intimi
dation or tbreat to prevent, hinder or delay
the execution of any law of the United State9,
or by force to seize, take, or possess auy
property of the United States contrary to
the authority thereof, or by force, intitniJas
tion or threat, to prevent any person from
accepting or holding any ollice of trus
or place of confidence under tbe United
States, or from discharging the duties there-
of, or by force, intimidation or threat to in-
duce any officerof tbe United States to leave
any State, district or place, where bis duties
as such ollicer might lawfully be performed, or
to injure him ia bis person or property on ac-
countof his lawful discharge of tbe duties of
his office, or to injurehisperson while engaged
in the lawful discbarge of tbe duties of his
ollice, or to injure his property so as to molest,
hinder, interfere with or impede bim in the
discharge ol his official duty, or by force, in-
timidation or threat to deter any party or
witness in any court of the United States from
attending such court, or from testifying in any
matterpending in sucb court, fully, freely and
truthfully, or to injure any such party or wit-
ness iv his person or property on account of
his having so attended or testified, or by
force, intimidation or threat to infiuenoe the
verdict, piesentment or indictment of any
Juror or grand juror in any court
of the United States, or to injure such
juror in his person or property on account
of any verdict, presentment or indictment
lawfully assented to by him, or on account of
his being or baviog been such juror, or shall
conspire together, or go in disguise upon the
public highway or upon the premises ot smith
er for the purpose, either directly or indirect-
ly, ofdepriving anyperson or any class of per-
sons ofthe equal protection of the laws, or of
equal privileges or immunities under tbe laws,
or for thepurpose of preventing or hindering
the constituted authorities of any State from
givingor securing to all persons within such
State the equal protection ofthe laws, or Bhall
conspire together for tbe purpose of in any
manner hindering, obstructing, or
defeating the duecourse of justicein any State
or Territory, with intent to deny to any
citizen of the United States the due and
equal protection of the laws, or to injure aoy
person in hiaperson or hisproperty for lawfully
enforoing tbe right of any person or any class
ofperioni, to tb* equalprotection of tbe laws,

or by force, Intimidation, or tbreat to prevent
any citizen oi tbe United States lawfully enti-
tled to vAte from giving bis support or advoca-
cy in a lawful manner towards or in favor of
the eleotion of any lawfully qualified person
asan elector of President or VicePresident
of the United States, or as a member of tbe
Congress of the United States, or to injure
any such citiien in his person or property on
account of sucb support or advocacy, each
and every person so offending shall be
deemed gniltv of a high crime, and,
upon conviction thereof in any district
or circuit court of tbo United States or
diatrict or supreme court of any territory of
tbe United States having jurisdiction of simi-
lar offences, shall be punished by a fine not less
than five hundred nor more than five thousand
dollars, or by imprisonment, with or without
hard labor, as the court may determine, for a
period of not leea than six months nor more
than six years, as the court may determine, or
both such fine and imprisonment as the court
sball determine. And if any oneor more per-
sons engaged in any such conspiracy shall do,
or cause to be done, any act in furtherance of
the object of such conspiracy, whereby any
person shall be injured in his person or proper-
ty, or deprived of having and exercising any
right or privilege of a citiien of tbe United
Stales, the person so injured or deprived of
auch rights and privileges may have and main-
tain an notion for tho recovery cf damages oo-
casioned by such iojury or deprivation of
rights and privileges against any one or more
of tbe persons engaged in such conspiracy,
such action to be prosecuted in the proper dig-
triet or circuit conrtof tbe United States,
with and subject to the same rights of appeal,
review npon error, and other remedies provi-
ded in like cases io sucb courts under the
provisions of the aot of April ninth, eighteen
hundred and sixty-aixr-entitled "An act to pro-
tect all persons in tha United States in their
civil rights, and to furnish the meansof their
vindication."

Sec. 3. Tbat in all caseswhero Insurrection,
domestic violence, unlawful combinations, or
conspiracies in any State shall so obstruct or
binder tbo execution of the laws thereof, and
of the United States, as to depriveany pot tion
or class of tho people of such State of any of
the rights, piivileges, or immunities, or pro-
tection, named in the Constitution and secured
by this act, and the constituted authorities of
such State shall either be unable to protect, or
sball, from any cause, fail in or reluse protec-
tion ot tbe people in such rights, such facts
shall be deemed a denial by sucb State ofequal
protection of the laws to which they are en-
titled under tbe Constitution of the United
States; and in all such cases, or whenever any
such insurrection, violence, and unlawful com-
bination, or conspiracy shall opposo or obstruct
tho laws of tbe United States, or the due exe-
cution thereof, or impede or obstruct the due
course of justice under the same, it shall be
lawful for tho President, and it shall be his
duty to take such measures,by the employment
of the militia or tho land and navaLforces of
tbe United States, or of cither, or by other
means, as ho may deemnecessary for the sup-
pression ofsuch insurrection, domesticviolence
or combinations; and any person who sball be
arrested under the provisions of this and the
preceding section shall be delivered to the mar-
shal of the proper district, tobe dealt with ac-
cording to law.

Sue. 4. That whenever in any State or part
of a State the unlawful combinations named
in gjo preceding section of this act sball be
organized and armed, and so numerous and
powerful as to be able, by violence, to either
overthrow or set at defiance the constituted
authorities of such State, and of the United
States within such State, or when the consti-
tuted authorities are in complicity with, or
sball connive at the unlawful purposes
of, such powerful and armed combina-tions; and whenever, byitii) of either
or all of the causes aforesaid, v i convic-tion of such offenders and the preservation of
tbe public safety shall become in such dis-
trict impracticable, in every such case sucb
combinations shall be deemed a rebellion
against the United States, and during tbe con-
tinuance of such rebellion, and within the lim-
its of the district which shall be sounder tbesway thereof, such limits to be prescribed byproclamation, it shall be lawful lor the Presi-
dent ofthe United States, when in his judg-
ment the public s&fety may require it, to sus-
pend the privileges of tbe writ of habeas cor-
pus, to the end tbat suchrebellion may be over-
thrown: Provided, That all the pro-
visions of the second section ofan act entitled "An act relating
to habeas corpus, and regulating judicialpro-
ceedings in certain caseß," approved Marchthird, eighteenhundred andsixty-three, which
relate to the discharge of prisoners other than
prisoners of war, and to the penalty for refus-
ing to obey the order of the court, shall be infutl force so faras tbe same are applicable to
tho provisions of this section : Provided, That
the President shall first have made proclama-
tion, now provided by law, commanding
such insurgents to disperse : And provided
also, That the provisions of this section sball
not be in force after the end of the next regu-lar session of Congress.

Seo. 5. That noperson shall be a grand or
petit juror in any court of the United Statesuponany inquiry, heating, or trial ofany suit,proceeding, or prosecution based upon or aris-
ing under the provisions of this act who shall,in the judgmentof tho court, be in complicity
witb any such combination or conspiracy ; and
every such juror shall, before entering upon
any such inquiry, hearing, or trial, take and
subscribe an oath in open court that ho has
never, directly or indirectly, counselled, ad-vised, or voluntarily aided any auch combina-
tion or conspiracy; and each and everyporson
who shall take this oath, and shall thereinswear falsely, shall be guilty of perjury, and
sball be subject to the pains and penalties de-
clared against that crime, and the first sectionof the act entitled "An act defining additional
causes of challenge and prescribing an addi-
tional oath for grand and petit jurors in the
United States courts," approved: June seven-teenth, eighteen hundred and sixty-two, be,
and the samo ia hereby, repealed.

Seo. 6. That any person or persons having
knowledge that any of tbe wrongs conspired
to be done and mentioned in tbe second
section of this act are about to be committed,and having power to prevent oraid in prevent-
ing tbelane sball neglect or refuse to do, and
euch wrongful act shall be committed, suchperson or persons shall be liable to the person
injured, or bis legal representatives, lor all
damages caused by any sucb wrongful act
which such first-named person or persons byreasonable diligence could have prevented,
and such damages may be recovered in an ac-
tion on tho case in tbe proper cirouit court of
the United States, and any number of persons
guilty of such wronglul neglect or refusal maybe joined as defendants in such action;
provided tbat such action shall be com-
menced within one year alter such cause of
action shall have accrued, and if tbe death ofany person shall be caused by anysuch wrong-
ful act and neglect, the legal representative ot
such deceased person sball have such actionihorefor, aud may recover not exoeoding
$5,000 damages thereon for tbe benefitof tbewidow of euch deceased person, if any therebe, or, if there bo no widow, for tbe benefit of
the next of kin of such deceasedperson.

Sec. 7. That nothingherein contained shall
construed to supersede or repeal any formeract or law except ao far as tbe same may bo
repugnant thereto; and any offences hereto-
fore committed against tho tenor of anyformer
act shall be prosecuted, and any proceeding
alreadycommenced for the prosecution there-
of shall be continued and completed, the same
as if this act had not been passed, except so
far as tbe provisions of tbis act may go to sus-
tain and validate such proceedings.

Soon after the trial commenced, the Imam otthe Dixie rghthand broke In two and waa laidaside, the contest being narrowed to the Watt left-
hand and Dixie left-hand. The soil first selected

soil was awell-trodden, tenacious clay,with a timo-
thy sod covered with vegetation and with straw.
The plows here performed their work admirably,
cutting and \u25a0 urning clear without choking.
