
The Dispatch labors most ingeniously, s
but disingenuously, to unsay for the ex- <leader of the moribuad Confederacy, what <
he so carefully uttered for himself and his i
adherents, at Augusta. Tho language of
Mr. Davis was too plain for the sophistry
of the Dispatch to soften or disguise ; for
in terms he asserts, that although the ar-
mies of the rebellion are crushed and
scattered, they are not disbanded, the
principles for which tbey fought are still
believed to be just and right, and that the
time is not far distantwhen through other
agencies than armed cohorts in the field
(probably the übiquitous and numerous
Ku-klux) they will be redeemed
from defeat, and triumph over the
principles which asserted their supremacy
by the agency of the "Boys in Blue."?
And that there should be no misconception
as to his opinions, Mr. Davis significantly
adds he could, and only wished he dared)
say more, but prudence forbade.

Tbe Dispatch would glo.o over these
notable utterances, and tells us Mr. Davis
referred to general questions of a constitu-
tionalnature; in other words, to his ardent
desireto restore the Constitution, asit was;
but the language will not bear even that
misconstruction, for he plainlystated, he
alluded to the principles which were rep-
resented hy the Confederacy.

What those principles were, is not left
for Mr. Davis to tell us. Alexander H,
Stevens, his late colleague, and the able
historian of tho war, from a Southern
Standpoint, asserted, as the honored and
acknowledged mouthpieceof the Confede-
racy, that tbe cardinal principle was to
found an empire, the corner of which was
to bo human slavery : not because slavery
existed, and thebkek man was an element
of property, recognized as such by law
and custom in tbe seceding States, and
numbering more polls than could safely
be enfranchised, or even freed ; but because.-
believing slavery right, on the ground that
"capitalshould own labor," the leaders of
tho Confederacy desired to fasten their
manacles upon all, both whiteand black,
who didnot belong to their charmedcircle
of slave-ownerß. This was the alphaand
omega of tbe principles upon which the
Confederacy was based, which formed its
corner-stoneand cap-stone.

The constitution to be restored to its
pristine glory and perfection by Davis
?nd his ex-Confederates 11 No, Mr-
Dispatch, we do not send for de--
ieated burglars to repair the locks and
bars they have unsuccessfully attempted
to break through, and only succeeded in
damaging ; and the peopleof these United
States, which are united, in spite of Mr.
D.vls and his confederates, willnever take
counsel of him or them, no matter in what
guise they present themselves and tender
their services. A celebrated French lady
remarked of Louis Napoleon, when he was
(In the Davis voin) professing the most
profound respect for the Constitution, he
was surely undermining and making ex-
travagant promises, (also iv the Davis
vein) whathe would do to restore and up-
hold it, "He reminds me of an incendiary
turned fireman." Louis Napoleon was
believed ; which is more than we intend
to accord Mr. Davis or any of his constitu-
tion-saving confederates ; and let smoking,
bloody, and ruined Paris toll the terrible
story of his efforts as a constitution saver.
We remembertoo well, Mr. Davis, your
efforts to uphold the constitutionbyapply-
ing the torch at Hampton, Ghambersburg,
Richmond, your attempt at Now York,
your orders at other places, which your
better spirited subordinates refused to
execute, while you were flying from this
city with gold?not your owu. No, Mr.
Dispatch, you need not apologizefor Mr.
Davis, his record as a constitutional up-
holder is too well known, too deeplyburned
into our recollection. We are slowly ex-
tinguishing the incendiary fires ho and you
kindled, and we need not your counsel or
?id as firemen.

To all lovers of country, and peace
(without which country is but a name)
thesemal adroit words of Mr. Davis are
pregnant with meaning, and especially so
when the Dispatch itself takes alarm, be-
cause it considers them not wrong, but
premature, ill-timed.

REPUBLICAN NAHONAL PLATFORM.

Th, National Republican party of the United
States, aeseniblod in National Convent ion in the city
ofChicago, on the 21st day of May, 18(56, make the
following declaration of principles :

1. Wo congratulate the country on the assured
success of th**reconstruction policy of Congress, as
evinced by the adoption, in the majority of the
Statea lately in rebellion, of constitutions securing
equalcivil and political rights to all; and it is the
dutyofthe Government to sustain those institutions
and to prevent the peopleof Bach States from being
remitted to aBtate of auarchy.

2. The guarantyby Congress ofequal suffrage to
all loyal menat the South was demanded hy every
consideration of public safety, of gratitude,and of
justice,and must be maintained; while the question
of suffrage in all the loyal States proporly belongs
to the people of those States.

3. We denounce all forms of repudiation as a na-
tional crime; and the national honor requires the
paymentpf the public indebtedness in the utter-
most good faith to all creditors at homo and abroad,
not onlyaccording to letter, but the spirit ofthe
laws under which it was contracted.

4. It is due to the labor of the nation that taxa-
tipnßhould be equalized,andreduced as rapidly as
the national faith will permit.

6. Tho national debt, contracted as it has been for
tho preservation of the Union for all time to come,
Bhould be extended ovorvfair period for redemption;
and it is the duty of Congross to roduce the rate of
interest thereon, whenever it can bo honestly done.

6. That thebest policy to diminish our burden of
debt is to so improveour credit that capitalistswill
seok to loan us money at lower rates of interest than
ws nowpay, and must continue topay so longas re-
pudiation, partialor total, open or covert, is threat-
ened oreuspeoted.

7. Tho Governmentof the Uuiied Statesshould be
administered with the strictest economy; and the
corruptions which have been bo shamefullyuurßed
and fostered by Andrew Johnson call loudlyfor radi-
cal retorm.

8. We profoundly deplorethe untimely and tragic
death of Abraham Lincoln, and regret the accession
to the Presidency of Andrew Johnson, who has acted
treacherously to the pooplowho elected him aud the
cause he was pledged to support; who has usurped
high legislativeand judicial functions; who haa re-
fused to execute tho laws; who has used his fcigh
office to induce other officers to ignore and violate
the laws; who has employed his executive powers
torender lustcuro tho property, the peace, liberty
and life of the citizen ; who has abused tho pardon-
ingpower; who has denounced the national legisla-
ture as unconstitutional; who haa persistently and
corruptly resisted, by every means in his power,
everyproper attempt at the reconstruction ofthe
Statns lately in rebellion; who has perverted the
publicpatronago into an engine of wholesale cor-
ruption ; and who has been justly impeached for
high crimes and misdemeanors, and properly pro-
nounced guilty thereof by the vote of thirty-live
Bonators.

tf. The doctrine of Great Britain and other Eu-
ropean powers, that because a man is once asubject
he is alwaysso, must be resisted at every hazard by
the United States, as arelic of feudal times, notau-thorizedby the laws ot cations, and at war with ournational honor and independence. Naturalized cit-
izens are entitled to protectionin all their rights ot
citizenship,as though they were native-born; and
nocitizen ofthe United States, native or natural-
ized, must be liable to arrest and imprisoninout by
any foreignpower for acta done or words spoken in
this country; and, if so arrested and imprisoned, it
is the dutyof the Government to interfero in his be-
half.10. Cf all who were faithful In the trials of the
late war, there were none entitled to more especial
honor than thebrave soldiers and seamen who en-
dured the hardshipsof campaign and cruise, aud im-
perilled their lives in tho service ofthe country;
the bounties and pensions provided by the laws for
these brave defenders of the nation are obligations
never tobe forgotten ; the widows and orphans of
tho gallantdead are the wards of the poople?a sa-
cred legacy bequeathed to the nation's protecting
care.

11. Foreign immigration, which in the past has
added bo much to the wealth, developement,and re
sources, and increase of power to this republic, the
asylum ofthe oppressed of alt nations, should be
fostered and encouraged by a liberal aud justpolicy.

12. This convention declares itself iv »>mpathy
with all oppressed peoplesstrugglingfor thoirrights.

13. Thatwe highlycommend the spirit of mag-
nanimityand forbearance with which men who have
served in the rebellion, bat who now frankly and
honestly co-operate with us in restoring the peace
of tho country and reconstructing the South-
eraState governments upon the basis of impartial
Justice and equal rights,are received back into the
communion of the loyal people; and we favor the
removal of the disqualificationsaud restrictions im-
posed upon the late rebels in the same measure as
the spirit of disloyaltywill dieout, and as maybe con-
sistent with the safety of the loyal people.

14. Tbat we recognize the great principles laid
down in the immortal Declaration of Independence,
as the true foundation of democratic government
aud we hail with gladnessevery etlort toward mak-
ing these principles a living reality ou every inch of
American foil.
