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Foop ror THINKERS AND WORKERS.—
Those who expect to think should not eat
much food which simply produces warmth
and fat, such as ham, fat pork, white
bread, butter, rice, tapioca and  starch,
These contain very little phosphatic food,
being chiefly carbonaceous, Prof. Agassiz
says “fish enters largely into the requisi-
tion of the human system. It is a kind of
food which refreshes the system, especially
after intellectual fatigue, There is no other
article of food that supplies the waste of
the head so thoroughly as fish diet. Fish
contains phosphorus to a large extent, a-
chemical element which the brain requires
for growth and life. He would not say
that exclusive use of fish would make a
blockhead a wise man, but that the brain
would not be wanting in one of its essen-
tial elements.,” Man cannot, however,
live on fish alone, because most fish are not
fat enough to furnish the heat-produciog
element in sufficient quantity.

The amount of phosphate or brain-
supporting food contained in the flesh of
animals is in proportion to the activity of
that animal ; those of great activity, such
as the canary-bird, for instance, secure
food which feeds brain, nerve and muscle,
but does not produce fat. The flesh of the
trout, the pickerel or salmon impart more
mental and physical vigor to the eater than
the flesh of comparatively dormant fish,
The flesh of
wild animals, such as the bison or deer or
bear, promote activity in the eater more
than the stall-fed ox, sheep, or hog. Wild
game generally is considered better food,
especially for the convalescent, than the
fattened domestic turkey or goose. Barley,
oats, and wheat ground without bolting,
furnish food for brain; but lawyers,
ministers, and students eat the white,
superfine, or bolted wheat bread, and
go to sleep. That which would fat-
ten a pig, and give him mno desire
to exercise or to think, is eaten by
the learned and refined of the human
race, who look in pity upon the poor pea-
sant following the plow, because he is
obliged to eat his brown loaf ; which browu
loaf and cheap fish and wild game contain
the incitément to brain work, in which
poems, orations, and art are conceived and
nursed. The proper food for laboring
men—we mean those who bhave to exercise
muscular strength chiefly—should be that
which contains the greatest amount of
nitrogen. Among these articles barley
and cheese stand high. The red flesh of
the ox or sheep and unbolted bread are
the leading articles. Men who train prize-
fighters seem to understand much better
than others how to build up physical
strength and endurance. 'When their
battle or their race is ended, they lay
aside their unbolted bread and fruit, their
lean beef and mutton, and fall into their
old habits of liquor-drinking and of eating
starch-bearing articles, such as rice, fine
bread, pudding, with fat meat and butter,
and they soon become as fat and lazy as
these carbonaceous articles can make them,
Phrenological Journal.

LaAge® YELLowSTONE.—Lake Yellow-
stone is a lonely but lovely inland sea,
everywhere surrounded by ‘forests prim-
eval,” and nestled in the bosom of the
Rocky ‘Mountains.

Between these inlets
project high, rocky promontories, covered
with dense timber. The largest stream
flows into the lake at its upper end, or the |
extreme southeast corner. This stream is
really the YellowStone river, which, for a
distance of thirty miles, has an average
width of over fifteen miles. This enlarge-
ment constitutes the lake, which, after be-
ing angmented by several smaller streams,
narrows down to the width of an eighth
of a mile, and flows northward toward the
great falls,—The Overland Monthly.

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REPUBLICAN NATIONAL PLATFORM.

The National Republican party of the United
States, assembled in National Convention in the city
of Chicago, on the 218t day of May, 1866, make the
following declaration of principles :

1. We congratulate the country on the assured
success of the reconstruction policy of Cougress, as
evinced by the adoption, in the majority of the
States lately in rebellion, of constitutions securing
equal civil and political rights to all; and it is the
duty of the Government to sustain those institutions
and to prevent the people of such Btates from being
remitted to a state of anarchy.

2. The guaranty by Congress of equal suffrage to
all loyal men at the SBouth was demanded by every
consideration of public eafety, of gratitude, and of
justice, and must be maintained; while the question
of suffrage in all the loyal States properly belongs
to'the people of those States.

3. We denounce all forms of repudiation as a na-
tional crime; and the national honor requires the
payment of the public indebtedness in the utter-
most good faith to all creditors at home and abroad,
not only according to letter, but the spirit of the
laws under which it was contracted.

4, 1t is due to the labor of the nation that taxa-
tion should be equalized,and reduced as rapidly as
the national faith will permit.

5. The national debt, contracted as it has been for
the preservation of the Union for all time to ecome,
should be extended over a fair period for redemption;
and it is the duty of Congress to reduce the rate of
interest thereon, whenever it can be honestly done.
6. That the best policy to diminish our burden of
debt is to so improve our credit, that capitalists witl
seek to loan us money at lower rates of interest than
we now pay, and must continue to pay so long as re-
pudiation, partial or total, open or covert, is threat-
ened or suspeoted. ¢

7. The Government of the United States should be
administered with the strictest economy; and the
corruptions which have been so shamefnliy nursed
and fostered by Andrew Johusen call loudly for radi-
cal reform.

8. We profoundly deplore the untimely-and tragic
death of Abraham Lincoln, and regret the accession
to the Presidency of Andrew Johnson, who has acted
treacherously to the people who elected him and the
canse ho was pledge({) to support; who has usurped
high legislative and judicial functions; who has re-
fused to execute the laws; who has used his Ligh
office to induce other efficers to ignore and violate
the laws ; who has employed his executive powers
to render insecure the property, the peace, liberty
and life of the citizen ; who has abused the pardon-
ing power; who has denounced the national legisla-
ture as unconstitutional ; who has persistently and
corruptly resisted, by every means in his power,
every proper attempt at the reconstruction of the
States lately in rebellion; who has perveuted thy
public patronage into an engine of wholesale -
ruption; and who has been justly impeached for
high crimed and misdemeanors, and properly pro-
nounced guilty thereof by the vote of thirty-five

9. The doctrine of Great Britain and other Eu-
ropean powers, that because a man is once a subject
he is always 8o, must be resisted at every hazard by
the United States, as a relic of feudal times, not au-
thorized by thelaws of vations,and at war with our
national honor and independence. Naturalized cit-
izens are entitled to protection in all their rights of
citizenship, as though they were native-born; and

" 10. Of all who ‘were faithful in the trials of the
late war, there were none entitled to more especial
honor than the brave goldiers and seamen who en-
dured the hardships of compaign and cruise, and im-
perilled their lives in the service of the country;
the bounties and pensiqns provided by the laws for
these brave defenders of the nation are obligations
never to be forgotten ; the widows and orphans of
the gallant dead are the wards of the people—a sa-
cred legacy bequeathed to the nation’s protecting

care.

11. Foreign immigration, which in the past has
added 8o much to the wealth, developement, and re
gources, and increage of power to this republic, the
asylum of the oppressed of all nations, should be
fostered and encouraged by & liberal and just policy.

12. This convention declares itself in sympathy
with all oppressed peoples struggling for their rights,

13, That we Mggly commend the spirit of mug-
nanimity and focbearance with which men who have
served in the rebellion, but who mow frankly and
honestly co-operate with us in restoring the peace
of the country and reconstructing the Eouth-
ern State governments upon the basis of impartinl
justice and equal rights, are received back into the
communion of the loyal people; and we favor the
removal of the disqualifications and restrictions im-
posed upon the late rebels in the same measure as o
the epirit of disloyalty will die out, and a8 may be con«
gistent with the safety of the loyal people.

14, That we recognize the great principles laid
down in the immortal Declaration of Independeuce,
a8 the true foundetion of democratic government
and we hail with gladnoss every effort toward waks

ber 10, to test by practical experiment the compar-
ative value of the DIXIE PLOW, man by
Starke & Co., and any other that might enter the
field of competition.

T. Christian, Richard Epes, Dr. Darring,
Sidney Qraves, Walton 8ydnor, F. C. Williams, G.
N. 8eay, and J. M, Hurt. Mr. B, Graves and Walton
Bydunor were the principal plowmen, Mr. W, 8ydnor
working the Watt plow and 8. Graves the Dixie—
both of whom handled them with masterly sk:1l and
BUCCEsB,

The plows entered were the Dixie two-horse right
and left-hand plows, and the Watt two-horse left-
hand. Soon after the trial commenced, the beam of
the Dixie right-hand broke in two and was laid
aside, the contest being narrowed to the Watt left-
bhand and Dixie left-hand. The soil first selected
was a stubble loam withoutsoil ; but as the plows
were new, and did wot turn in consequence of the
roughnegs of the castings, after a short trial it was
decided to take them into another field where the
soil was a well-trodden, tenacious clay, with & timo-
thy sod covered with vegetation and with straw.
The plows here performed their work admirably,
cutting and turning clear without choking.

As ﬁ.. Dixie was a new comer, as the contest
waxed warm most of the judges took hold of it to
test personally its practical working. While there
is no intention to do injustice to any, as neither
party had agent or representative present, and both
plows did well, yet the triul, with the award of the

Jjudges, is deemed of sufficient importance to the in-
terest of agriculture to justify its publication.

The award of the judges was unanimously in favor
of the Dixie on the following grounds:

1st. It cut a deeper furrow.

2d. It cut a wider furrow.

3d. It more effectually inverted the sod.

4th. The draft seemed to be no greater.

5th. The mechanical arrangement for altering cut
was deemed more simple and efficient.

At the conclusion of the trial some of the judges
were 80 pleased as to determine to order them for
their own use.
