MASTER CHARLES.
HIS SURPRISING ADVENTURES,

At exactly half-past 9 o’clock on the
morning of Saturday, August 28th, 1869,
Master Charles Summerton, aged five
years, disappeared mysteriously from his
residence on Folsom ™ street, San Francis-
co. At twenty-five minutes past nine
he had been observed by the butcher
amusing himself by going «through that
sopular youthful exercise known as *‘turn-
ng the crab,”’ a feat in which he was sing-
ularly proficient, At a court of inquiry
summarily held in the back parlor at fif-
teen minutes past 10, Bridget, cook, de-
posed to having detected him at twenty
minutes past nine in the felonious ab-

young gentleman chose to throw out the

The latter quality, Master
Charles could not help feeling, would bhe of
infinite service to him in the wilds of Van
Dieman’s Land, which, as pictorially rep-
resented in his geography, seemed to be
deficient in corner groceries and matches.

Exactly as the clock struck the half hour
the straw hat and short legs of Master
Charles Summerton disappeared behind the
corner.
