American Institute Farmers' Club.

J. B. Lyman—The country east of the
Alleghany “motntaing is so situated with
respect to the slopes of its hills as to ren-
der it perfectly feasible to irrigate it at a
moderate expense, but as yet it has never
been thought of sufficient importance,.—
One year nature gives them water enough,
and they go on, having faith that every
other year will be the same, but it is well
known that drouth is the great drawback of
American agriculture. We have more suf-
fering here than in the old country, and all
the calculations based on English, Irish or
Scotch farming suffer a great discount, be-
cause of the abundance of moisture in
those countries, There is reagon to believe
that a great step in advance is to be made,
and that the use of water for irrigation,
such as is now practiced in places on the
western half of this continent, will be com-
mon here in the eastern half, Thetime has
come when the Rocky mountains and the
Pacific slope is,able to give usa lesson in
watering our lands by artificial means,

Mr. Reade said he lived near the Quin-
nebaug river, and he hoped he should live
to see great wheels lifting up the waters of
that stream and distributing it all over the
country. He thought the subject an im-
portant one, which should be discussed in
every farmer’s family before they said
their prayers.

Dr. Smith spoke of the irrigation of.
Egypt; that it had made that country,
natura,fly sterile--the greatest producing

country in the world.

Mr. Fuller said that by this drouth he
had lost 81,000 within a month. If he had
spent that sum last year he should have
been repaid in one season.

CURED.—Carlton Rice has a very*fractious
animal, whose vicious way he deseribes at
some length : She kicked and killed a
former owner. 1 bought her cheap because
of that habit, believing that by patience
and kindness I could break her, {mt after a
trial of over one year of every way and
device I could think of she is the same she
was the day I took her. If a harness can
be got on her, and she be got into the thills,
she will go and behave as well as any
horse ; but if by chance anything touches
her hind legs woe to the wagon and the
one oceupying it, for she will kick and
squeal until she has cleared herself from it.
Sometimes, while being harnessed, she will
commence kicking, and will continue until
she has kicked the harness entirely oft,

Most commonly I have to strap up her
fore foot while putting on the hamess, 1
think I have had a dozen pairs of thills
broken by her. The last kicking I had
from her, I put her into a buggy, and with
two of my daughters drove a few miles,
when she imagined something touched her
legs. She commenced to kick, and kept it
up until she drove us all out of the wagon,
and before ske could be stopped she kicked
the buggy all to pieces. 1 have been ad-
vised to whip her, to blindfold her, to sell
her, to give her away, and to kill her, and
before I do either (ene of which I shall do
pretty soon), I would like the opinion and
adyice of the Club, which 1 will follow, and
if T find it is good I will inform of my suc-

cess, 1 have thought 1 would make a
breeding mare of her. Then I am told

such habits are transmissible, and if so [
don’t want colts out of her.

Mr. Bruen—I adyise him to strap her
fore and hind legs together.

The Chair—But he does not know when
she is going to kick, and after she begins,
woe to the man who should attempt to tie
her feet together. ;

Mr. Bragdon—It is an excellent oppor-
tunity to try Rarey’s method.

Frank Curtis—DBetter sell her to go on a
canal,

The Chair—Is it morally right to sell a
horse known to be vicious? Would you
dare to sell her?

Mr. Curtis—Yes, [ would; if she was
employed on a canal she would soon give
up kicking, for there would he nothing to
Ikick against, Her kicking proceeded from
fright. Of course she should not be sold
without her character being expressed,

Poraro DIGGERS.~.A, 1. Allen, No.
101 Water street: In the discussion of po-
tato diggers last week it was intimated that
a cheap and eflicient one was a great de-
sideratum. T do not know precisely what
is required here by the word “efficient ;”’
but if it is meant an implement which will
dig potatoes clean and without injury where
large stones or rocks abound, or w?\m'c the
ground is overrun with grass and weeds,
or the potato vines are long or still green, 1
would say that I have not yet scen the dig-
ger which will do this, whatever may be its
cost, I have given particular altention to
this implement for the past twenty years or
more, haying cxuminc(ll nearly every new
thing that has come out during this time
and often gone into the field and worked
with them myself. Where large stones
and rocks abound, they are continually
throwing out the digger in its progress, and
grass, weeds, and long vines so choke it as
to prevent its working, g

here the above are removed, the ordi-
nary potato digger, kept at most of the
agrieultural stores, and costing from $10 to
$15, has been found to be reasonably effi-
cient, and a great labor-saving machine, for
with it a boy and a pair of small horses will
turn oat the tubers as fast as 15 or 20 per-
sons can pick them up; leaving very few
uncovered, and none at all cut or bu.(ﬁy in-
Jured, as is too often the case when dug
with the hoe. The best of the above potato
diggers is that with quite a high standard,
well-curved forward, as this does not easily
choke, as do those of the shorter and loss
curved kind. The adjustable wrought-iron
prongs are also a great advantage over those
cast with the share. On light land, with
few weeds and vines, its work is nearly
perfect,

Hurt. Mr. S. Graves and Walton Sydnor were
the principal plowmen, Mr. W, Sidnor working
the Wait plow, and 8. Graves the Dixie—both of
whom handled them with masterly skill and
BHUCCeSE,

Those entered were the Dixie two-horse right and
left-hand plows, and the Watt two-horse left
hand., Soon after the trial commenced, the beam
of the Dixie right-hand broke in two and was laid
aside, the contest being narrowed to the Watt left-
hand and Dixie right-hand. The soil first selected
was a stubble loam without soil ; but as the plows
were new, and did not tarn in consequence of the
roughness of the castings, after a short trial it
wie decided to take them into another field where
the soil was a well-trodden, tenaecious clay, with
a timothy sod covered with vegetation and with
straw, 'The plows here performed their work ad-
mirably, cutting and turning without choking.

As the Dixie was a new comer, as the contest
waxed warm most of the judges took hold of it
to test personally its practical working. While
there is no intention to do injustice to any, as
neither party had agent or representative pre-
sent, and both plows did well, yet the trial, with
the award of the judges, is deemed of sufficient
importance to the interest of agriculture to justi-
fy its publication,

The award of the judges was unanimously in |

favor of the Dixie on the following gronnds :
1st, It cut a deeper furrow,

2d, 1t cut a wider furrow,

3d, It more effectually inverted the sod.

4th, The draft seemed to'be no greater,

5th, The mechanical arrangement for altering
cut was deemed more simple and efficient.

At the conclusion of the trial some of the
judges were go pleased as to determine to order
them for their own use,
