AVith tho early rose 1 have always
been successful in raising two crops the
same year in this manner. For the benefit
of all seeking new homes in a healthy
climate with rich soil, where land is cheap,
1 will say in this country there is yet sub-
ject to homestead or cash entry 200,000
acres of good fanning and grazing lands.

A (lood Compost Described.?J. W.
Fancher, Broome Co., X. V.: As I am a
fanner of over30 years' experience and a
reader of the proceedings of the Club, it
always interests me, 1 will therefore take
the liberty to ask some information of the
scicneed gentlemen of Ihe Club as to acom-
pound that I use yearly of my own make:
I take 20 bushels of wood ashes; '20 bush-
els ot hen manure, 10 bushels of unslacked
refuse lime, one barrel of Onondaga plas-
ter, and two bushels of common salt. I
ii.se the compound for hops, corn ami pota-
toes. I have always put it on after corn
and potatoes were up. Would it be lictter
in the hill, and what quantity ofsalt can be
used in the above compound with benefit?
Would you add more plaster?

Prof. Nash?When the letter was first
read overI thought he was all wrong in
mixing his hen-dung and lime, for the lime
would drive off the ammonia, but as he
mixedplaster that effect is prevented; his
compost is good, a sound combination of
the fertilizing elements in theory, and ef-
ficient no doubt,upon his crops. He will
get more directeffect on the first crop by-
using it in the hill.

Dr. Smith, speaking of composts, re-
minds me of the practice of our ancestors,
who landed at Plymouth Rock. They
found the soil of Eastern Massachusetts so
poor that our pilgrim fathers saw starva-
tion staring them in the face till a good In-
dian, Squanto Ivy name, told them to catch
herring and plant them with Ihe corn ; this
they did, and made gooTT crops, Let us
take a lesson from Squanto, and dung our
corn with dead moss-bunkers.

Htory. I knew a man on Long Island that
had a farm too poor to sprout navy beans;
so he followed the sea and saved someof
liis earnings, and came back at length and
found his farm in the hands of a stranger.
Some tenderness had our mariner towardthe old acres for they held the bones of
his sires ; so lie bought it for $2,000, and
insteadof plowing it he kept on plowing
the sea and hauling in moss-bunkers. He
caught millions of them, and when he got
ready he spread them thick all over his
land, tunied them under, and sowedwheat.
His crop was It) bushels to the acre on 70
acres, which he sold for fcl.GO a bushel, and
thus paid for the place twiceover with the
first crop, and it was the fish that did it.

Dr. Smith?1 have another little fish
story about little fishes. In my travels as
a young man I was in (fermany and talked
with thatgreatluminaryofTeutonic science,
Herr Ehrenburg. One day Ehrenburg
asked me if I knew what made the Niloctic
mud sofertile. Ycu, quoth I, it is vegeta-
ble matter brought down from beyond the
upper cataract, from the latitudeof Sene-
gambia and the Mountains of the Moon.?
Nay, quoth he, not vegetablematter. 1
have had this marvelousNilocticmud under
my lenses, and I have found it full ofname-
less little fish, reptiles, infusoria; these
make the mud of the Nile so rich.

Harvesting Hay Eaiu,y.?Tn IH-19
the hay crop in tlic United .States amounted
to 19,129,128tons, worth at least *191,-
--291,280. Eleven years has increased this
by at least one-third, so that the crop in
1870 was at least 30,000,000 tons, worth
8:100,000,01)0. Making a low estimate,
one-sixteenth of. the value of this crop is
lost by lato cutting. And yet the practice
so costly is surprisingly common. Were
argument necessary to convince farmers of
theirmistake and loss, attention might he
called to that wonderful and most sugges-
tive provisionof Providence that in almost
if not all sections of Ihe world where
cattle depend upon wiltl grass forWinter as well as Summer food, sud-
den and great heat and a correspondingly
dry atmosphere combine to change the
grass into what civilization calls hay while
in the fullness of its growth and always be-
fore its maturity ; and thus it is that when
for months not a green thing is eaten by the
herds of roving animals, they are found to
be in better llesh at the end than at the be-
ginning. If tho grass reached completeness
in its growth and seeding before being
dried, cattle eating it would die of starva-
tionrather than thrive.

Science as well as observation demon-
strates the_ necessity of an early hay har-
vest. Grass is the natural food ofanimals,
and before the plant reaches its maturity il
contains all the elements needed to make a
perfect aliment in the best possible combi-
nation and in the best possible proportion.Afterward the nature of the plant changes,
and reproduction, not force?if we may put
it in this phrase?becomes the ultimate ob-
ject. If, therefore, farmers wouldsecure
thebest and most valuable hay crop, grass
should be cut while the seed vessels are
forming and never after they are formed.
Haying, therefore, should be commenced,
on the average, ten days earlier than it is.
There may be n little loss at the beginning
in bulk, possib.yin the weight, in conse-

men assembled ai his residence Saturday, De-
cember 10, to test by practical experiment the
comparative value if lie-DIXIE PLOW, manu-
factured by Starke ? Co., and any other that
mightenter the field ofcompetition.

The plows were taken to the field at half
past twop. M.. th" followinggentlemenacting as
judges: F. W. Ernies, J. B. Williams, Robert
Sc.lt, .las. S. Gilliam, Win T. Christian, Rich-
ard Eppes, Dr. Barring, Sidney Graves, Walton
Sydnor, F. C. Williams, G.N. seay, and J. M.
Hurt. Mr. S. Graves and Walton Bydnor were
the principalplowmen. Mr. W. Sldnorworking
the Watt plow, and S. Graves the Dixie?both of
whom handled them with masterly skill and
success.

Thoseentered were the Dixie two-horse right and
left-hand plows, and the Watt two-horse left
hand. Soon after the trial commenced, the beam
of the Dixie right-handbroke in two and was laid
aside, the contest lieing narrowed to Ihe Watt left-
hand and Dixie right-hand. The soil first selected
was astubble loam Without soil; but as the plows
were new, and did not turn in consequence of the
roughness of the castings, after a short trial It
was decided to take them intoanotherfleld where
the soil wasa well-trodden, tenacious clay, with
a timothysod covered with vegetation and Willi
straw. The plowshere performed theirwork ad-
mirably, cuttingand turningwithout choking.

As the Dixie wasa new comer, as the contest
waxed warm most of the judges took hold of it
to tost iiersonally its practical working. While
there Is nointention to do injustice to any, as
neither party had agent or representative pre-
sent, andboth plows didwell, yet the trial, with
the award of Ihe judges,Is deemed ofsufficient
imjiortance to the interest of agriculture to justi-
fy its publication.

The award of the judges was unanimouslyin
favor of the Dixie on the following grounds:

Ist. It cut adeeper furrow.
2d. Itcut a wider furrow.
3d. Itmore effectuallyInverted the sod.
4th. The draft seemed to be nogreater.
