Locomotives kok Nasbow-OauuhRailroads.?Therehas just been finished
at the Baldwin. Locomotive Worksa narrow
(three feet) gauge loci,motive fur the Denver
andKio Grande railroad. It is stated tobe
the first narrow-gauge locomotive for gene-
ral passenger or freight service built in this
country. The engine is six-wheeled, four
of the wheels forty inches in diameter,
being coupled an drivers, and the o.ic pair
of leading wheels so arranged as to enable
the engine to pass Bbc.it curves rapidly,
as the rigid wheal base is only
six feet three inches. Turn general
plan is similar to that of ordinary
full gauge locomotives. The cylindeit
arc outline, and placed horizontally, ami
are nine inches in diameter by sixteen
incites stroll*..
