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Tae CURCULIO MASTERED.—For
many years past the curculio has been an
almost unconquerable enemy of the fruit
grower, and not a few haye cut down their
plum trees as cumberers of the ground, not
receiving any returns from them, A writer
in the Ohkio Farmer says : *‘I have remain-
ing a few nice trees, left standing for orna-
ment and shade, and year after year these
trees have bloomed and set full, butin spite
of every effort, until the present season,
not a quart of ripe fruit was received,
While the trees :ere in e(iiull bloom last
spring, my wife determined to try an ex-
perinsant upon one of them, which she did
and it resulted more ﬁwom‘)ly than could
have been expected. Karly every morn-
ing, while in bloom, corn meal was strewn
over the beneath the branches and
the whole flock from the poultry yard at
once set to work to gather up the particles
of grain. und was daily thoroughly
scratched over, and meal, insects, and every-
thing to the fowls edible gathered up. Later
in the season/a brood of chickens were coop-
ed beneath the tree, and the operation of
sowing meal continued, This operation
was not umitted for a day, from the time of
the putting forth of the trees until the plums
were beyond the reach of the little pests.
Now for the result. This tree, and this alone
was loaded with fruit, as perfect as could
be desired. So heavily were the limhs
ladened that props had to be used all around
the tree. I really believe there were more
and better plums upon this tree than in all
the township, and 1 am almost disposed to
““say all the county. Not a plum matured
on any other tree on my premises, and all
are of the same variety as the one saved.”

DeeP OR SHALLOW CULTURE.—A
correspondent of the Germantown Telegraph
writing from lIowa, concerning the short
crop m that section, resulting from the
drought which prevailed there during the
past summer, gives an account of an experi-
ment having for its object the determination
of the question whether deep or shallow
culture 1s best for corn. The land being

a LABOR REFORM. *

The International Workingmens’ Asso- |
ciation was formed to afforda central medi- |
um of communication and cboperation be-
tween workingmen’s societies existing in
different countries, and aiming at the pro- |
tection, advancement, and emancipation cf
the working classes. It is composed of
separate unﬁ distinet  associations or *‘sec=
tions,”” as they are called in the Interna-
tional, any number of which may exist in
one city, All the sections of a country
unite in forming a branch, and every coun-
try where the International exists is desig-
nated as a “section.”” Every branch is en-
titled to send a delegate tothe International
Congress (which names its own time and
place of meeting), and an additional dele-
rate for cach additional 500 members,.—
jach society is regularly assessed with
two cents in this country and one penny
abroad on every affiliated member, to (‘l):fruy
the expenses of a General Council, consist=
ing of-workingmen belonging to the differ-
ent countries represented in the Interna-
tional Association, which forms an interna-
tional agency between  the different
cooperating associations, so that the work-
ingmen in every country can be informed of
the movements of their class throughout
the world, Questions of general interest
mooted in one society are discussed in all,
aud when immediate practical steps are
necessary, as in the case ol international
quarrels, the action of the associated socie-
ties 18 simultaneous and uniform.  When-
ever opportune, the General Council also
takes the initiative in proposals to be laid
before the different national and local socie-
ties.

The platform of the International is to
the effect that the struggle for the emanci-
pation of the working classes is not for class
privileges and monopolies, but. for equal
rights and duties, and the abolition of class
rule. Economical subjection of the laborer
to the monopolizer of the means of labor lies
at the bottom of servitude, social misery,
mental degradation, and political depen-
dence. Therefore the economical emanci-
pation of the working classes is the great
end to which every political movement
ought to be subordinate as & means, All
efforts aiming at that end had hitherto failed
from the want of solidarity between the
divisions of labor in each country, and from
the absence of union between the working
classes of different countries. ‘I'he emanci-
pation of labor is regarded as neither a local
nor a national, but a social problem, em-
bracing all countries where modern society
exists, and depending for its solution on the
concurrenee, practical and theoretical of the
most advanced countries,

It is a noticeable feature of the meetings
of the Intermational in* New York that,
while the French, Germans, or foreigners

merally  adhered to the subject that
%rought them together, viz ¢ Labor against
Capital, and spoke with vigor and carnest-
ness, the Americans, as a rule, theorized
and speculated, and sought to inflict their
peculiar hobbies upon the Association,, un-
til exclamations of dissent from the more
conservative and practical foreigners warn=
ed them to desist.

A rule of the Association forbids any
member obtaining personal prominence by
reason of his connection with it, For this
and other reasons, the office of President
has been abolished, and at every meeting a
temporary chairman is elected. 'This rule
was made to prevent designing and ambi-
tious men using the Association for selfish
ends.
