In reading your comments on the recent
cuicide of the mnfortunate Carrie Edwards,
[ could but pause as you asked the ques-
tion “‘who are without trouble,”” alas, who ?
Every heart knoweth its own sorrows best,
but how light are very many (-umH):n'wl to
hers who, unprepared, launched her sin-
stained soul into the presence of her Maker ?
But can we not hope that God more merci-
ful than the cold pitiless world, in her last
sad moments, found some extenuating
cause for her erime ?  ““One more poor un-
fortunate,”” who finds the sorrows of this
life too grievous to be borne, choosing the
untried realities and sufferings of an wun-
known world in preference to scorn and un-
charitableness of this pitiless carth. Had
the kind and merciful Saviour sent a re-
cording angel to note the different thoughts
as they presented themselves (o the minds
and hearts of your community, as the sad
death of Carrie Edwards was announced,
methinks it would cause the blush to man-
tle the cheek of many a fair woman and
brave man as they read with what a pitiless,
unforgiving veil they covered the sins of
this poor fallen woman, My first feelings
were pity and sympathy for the forsaken
and fallen one and loathing and hatred for
her betrayer.

I can never understand the justice which
will sink a helpless, ruined woman (thongh
her first step) nto the very mire of sin and
mfamy, and exempt he, who ereated in
God’s own image, and regarded as his mas-
ter-piece of hanﬁiwm'k, from condemnation

It may lead them
back to their innocent, happy childhood,
and they, remembering wLat they once
were, cause them to feel they are not en-
tirely_forsaken, because they were kindly
spoken to, - Smee the eruel war deprived
me of my husband, and 1 have mourned
the *‘loved and lost,”” 1 have been left
partly dependent upon my own exertions
for a sul)purt for my fatherless little ones.
I can plainly see how a weak-minded wo-
man, homeless and friendless, would pre-
fer alife of easc and .dPlendor in a gilded
palace of prostitution, thongh for a season
to one of honest toil ; consequently, 1 feel
for an erring sister. Tome, it has ever been a
mystery why my own sex have so much less
compassion for a ruined woman than those
of the opposite, Let the sad intelligence be
announced in a crowd of females that Miss
H. C., has been unfortunate in her attach-
ment to some one, and in a weak unguarded
moment has fallen, will they not with one
aceord, hold up their hands n hely horror,
and exclaim, just a8 T expected, have been

dent,”” and other such expressions. Make the
same announcement to gentlemen, and with
one accord, they will express sympathy for
her, and condemnation for her hetrayer. Is
this not so? Can there be no remedy for
the reformation for the class of familics who
would lead virtuous lives if they were of-
fered an opportunity ? Is there no remedy
for such crimes as we see daily chronicled in
our papers? Yes! Where is the man or
woman that will hesitate to lend their as-
sistance in providing homes for the blind,
deaf and dumb, and even inebriates:  (God
bless the women of Baltimore for their
exertions in such a cause). Men, strong
men, prostituting their noble natures, good
impulses, to gratify a taste for aleohol, and
yet, how few will lend their aid in erceting
a home for the homeless wanderer and erring
woman. Are they of ro mnch less import=
ance than man ¥ Is the influence they excite
of less conzideration? No, depend upon
it ~depraved women, make wickedly un-
godly men, - and for everv one thus
reclaimed, we have a virtnous, honored
manhood.  Oh! when we remember Carrie
Edwards was once an innocent, prattling
child, perhaps as tenderly raised as cither
yowser kb, and as she nestled in her mother’s
arms, do you suppose the thought ever en-
tered her wind that her innoeent babe
would fill a suicide’s grave? Never!
Would she not have wrestled with God
that he would take her angel child to hini-
self, though it might have torn Yy heart’s
tendrils asunder ?
