POLITICAL PARTIES.

All indications point to a reorganization
of parties at no distant day. We are ac-
customed to look upon all institutions
around us as permanent, and to cling to
forms and creeds in politics, as in religion,
long after the occasion which gave them
birth has passed. The expanding life of
society leads to constant rebellion against
these rigid forms and organizations.

A pidiiical party is simply an organiza-
tion of men, to accomplishsome end which
is reached by legislation. That end ac-
complished, the party would naturally
either disband or reorganize, by adopting
some new work. It has been found a con-
venient instrumentality for effecting results
and associationswhich bind the members
together; so there is reluctance to disband.
It is not good economy either, to throw en-
tirely away the bridge that has carriedus
safely over; forwhile its timbersare sound
and its bolts hold them together, it may be
used again. So we instinctively cling to
parties which have been the exponentsof
great and living principles, and brought
together, out of the masses of the people,
men of similar tastes, interests, and pur-
suits.

Thus the party name and qrganization
survive the work which first calledmen to-
gether. This, however,will not long retain
coherency in any body of men. There
must always be the magnetism of a great
purpose to give a party permanence and
enable it to sway the destiniesof a people.
And this can only be maintainedby keep-
ing itself in advanceof the average develop-
ment of its time; not too muck but far
enough to lift its members steadily to
higher levels in the upward progressof the
race. Like the march of a conquering
army, it must never pause to recount its
victories or indolently rest on its laurels.
It must boldly push forward its standards
into new fields of achievement. When-
ever Jold abuses block up die pathway of
man it must send forward its pioneers to
clear the way. Whenever innocence and
weakness lifts its helpless hand against
power and oppression then its surriqd
ranks should burst upon the foe like
a thunderbolt.

If aparty wouldmake itself great and
permanent, it must be positive and con-
structive. The-new wine of progress must
pot be found within the old cracked bottles
ofConservatism. We are to ask ourselves
what is the workof to-day?if we would
work wiselyandbuild,so that the ages shall
bless and be blessed for our working. The
business of the Republican party is to dis-
coverwhat the people need to reach the
highest prosperity and well being, and ad-
dress itself earnestly to the workof provi-
ding for those nqeds. It must accept and
vigorously assert this as its mission. Fear-
less and alert, looking on all sides of all
questions fearlessly, it must be bold, ag-
gressive, and filled with love and zeal for
the country, for truth, and for universal
humanity. Then it will be strong with all
the strength of the world'sgrowth, and no
power can prevailagainst it.
OUR NATIONAL FINANCES AS COMPAR-

ED WITH THOSE OF EUROPE.
We must not judgeof the comparative

credit of our governmentabroad altogether
by the relative quotationsof our bonds and
thoseof foreign governments. No sensible
man or capitalist, We suppose, doubts that
the governmentof the United Htates is as
stable as any in Europe, lv fact, looking
at the condition of things iv Europe, the
United States governmenthas a more con-
servativebasis than most governmentsthere.
Then, as to the comparativeresources and
ability to pay, the American republic
stands iv the first position. No one
| can doubt our ability to pay the:debt, even within ten or fifteen years,
when it is considered. that with all
the vast expenditures of the war and
liquidation ofan enormous amount offloat-
ing indebtednesswe have paid otf upwai-ds
of a hundred millionsof theprincipal
ly. There is no apprehension that tho*
United States cannot or will not pay every
dollar of the debt. -The reason our securi-
ties are not higher abroad?that our sixes
donot bring muchmore in the marketthan
the British three or three and a half per
cent, consols?must be found in other
causes. One of these causes is, as we
have stated, the greater value of money
in America, and, consequently, the price
of thebonds in our own markets. Another
is the abundant supply of these bonds
in Europeanmarkets, a supply which has
been greater than a steady demand, and
that has been forced by tlie necessity of
sending so many abroad to make up the
balance of trade. against us. If we' were'
less extravagant, imported less goods and
exported more produce, and if the profits
of shipping were more in our favor, we
should soon see an appreciation in our
securities. The notionthat is most wealthy
and economical, that keeps the balance
of trade in its favor, and obtains the
greatest profits from comineFco, nniS|t
hold other nations under financial con-
trol and subjection. Then the want of a
permanently organized and consolidated
debt is always a disadvantagewith regard
to the market value of it. Our whole
financial system needs to be placed on a
better foundation and to be under thenian-

agement of abler men. Tlie resources of
the country are surprisingly abundant and
the creditof the government, intrinsically,
is good enough. All we want is a better
revenue system, an economical adm_ii___»
tion and an able finance minister in the
treasurydepartment.

CITY COI'SCIL.

The semi-monthly meeting of the City
Council was held yesterday aftenioon, at ii
o'clock, in the hall of the House of Dele-
gates.

All the members were present except
two. Mr. Hownrd, carpet-bagger, from
Ashland, was on hand. As we entered
the hall, Sergeant-at-arnisAugust inform-
ed him that the State Journal intend-
ed, sending him up the spoutbecause of his |
inefficiency, which announcement was re-
ceivedwith a grunt of disapprobation.

The President laid before the Council a
letter from Mr. Isaacs, excusing himself
from attendance, owing to sudden illness.
The letterstated that his remark, made at
a previous meeting, had been misunder-
stood, asreflecting upon some ofthe mem-
bers of the old Council.

"Persons who know me, Mr. President,
know that I would not harm an enemy's
dog, much less would I reflect upon gentle-
men whose standing in this community is
even fairer than my own." Mr. Isaacs
went a little too far, we think, with his
generosity. He made a great mistake in
this letter, for there are membersof the old
Council whom the people suspect of robbe-
ry and fraud, and whicli, by Mr. Isaacs
himself, will be exposed. Certainly he
doesnotmean to say suelt men stand fairer
in this community than himself.

The minutes of the last meeting were
read by the clerk, whose manner has been
greatly improved by our suggestions to
him. His pride, doubtless, kept him from
properly arranging the names of the mem-
bers. You should not do this, Mr.
Howard, but arrange them alphabetically,
insteadofby wards, as you havestated.

We were amusedat the ingenious effort
of tlie clerk as homumbled out one of the
minutes,to keep everybody from under-
stan_mg.it. Our quick ear, however, de-
tected its import, which we give to oui?readers. Mr. Wynne, at the last meeting
presented the petition ofBen. Scott, Esq.,!!
praying the Council to secure him work at
remunerative prices, which, we suppose,
was veryproperlyreferred to the commit-
tee on claims antl salaries! This commit-
tee should have charge of Ben.'s petition,
as he demands a place in payment for his
services in deceiving colored men at the last
election.

We propose that Ben. be paid in lead
and powder, as his Democratic friends at
one time evinced a fondness for spending
thesearticleson his body.

When the meeting adjourned, thesmiling
countenance ofbrotherBen. and his body
clothed in unspotted white,saveby a ten
inch band of crape encircling his left arm,
greeted Mr. Wynne, anxiously. inquiring
what they "dood wkl him."

A grim smileof dispair passed athwart
his sable countenance as the intelligence
was imparted to him that nothing had yet
lieon done with his case.

The Council allowed Mr. Alfred Moses
$ 1,000perannum as secretaryof tlieboard
of education;

Fifteen hundred dollars was appropriated
fiir the extension of Rutherford culvert.

A special committee was appointed to
examine all petitions relating to culverts.

Five hundred dollars was appropriated
for running levels and ascertaining the loca-
tion and character of the city sewers.

An ordinancewas adopted requiring all
persons to keep in order the pavements in
front of theirpremises.

The finance committee presenteda report
deeming it inexpedientto interfere with as-
sessments madeby the late assessors.

Messrs. Sloan and Straus presented a
minority report, asking that the majority
report be referredback to thecommitteefor
further consideration. Adopted.

Several minor recommendations were
agreed to.

A report was received announcing the
election of William J. Riddick assistant
superintendent of the water-works, and
Jolm P. Tyler superintendentof the pump-
house. Adopted.

A report was receivedfrom the fire com-
mittee, favorable to granting petitions of
several parties asking to build frame
houses.

Mr. Wynne moved that so much of the
reportof thefinance committee,made at a
previous meeting,as relates to the payment
of money to Messrs. Tanner & Co., lie
takenup and adopted.

The resolution referred to, which is as
follows, was, after some discussion,
adopted:

liesolved, That the auditor of the city
be, and he is hereby instructed, to pay
WilliamE. Tannerk Co. all of the money
due them under order issued by the com-
mittee on light, out of any money in his
hands nototherwise appropriated, upon the
presentationof theordersheldby that linn.

IMPROVEMENT OF ifAMBLE'S HILL.
Mr. Wynne presented a memorial of

citizens of Gamble's Hill, asking for cer-
tain improvements in that portion of the
the city.

After some discussion, Mr. Wynne
moved that a committee of five, composed
of three membersof the Council and two
citizens, be appointedto take the memorial
into consideration, which was agreed to,
and the following committee appointed:
Messrs. Wynne, Sloan, and Straus, on tin-
part of the Council, and Messrs. John S.
Wise and Cliarles M. Wallace, citizens.

Now comes a searcher! Mr. Bossieux
presentedseveralresolutions to inquire into
the conduct of the chairman(Albert Ord-
way) of the Jamesriver improvement.

Two hundred and fifty thousand dollars
of the people's money have' been in the
hands of this committee for nearly twelve
months, and nobodyknows where it has
gone,whether up or down the river. This
inquiry will be apt to ascertain why Colo-
nel Ordway sold to him, as chairman of
that committee, many hundred tons ofcoal
at the price of 82.0-1 more than the
same articlewas furnished to others. The
"ferrets" will find something to engage
their attention. .*\u25a0 Why this report has been withhelduntil
fireed out by the action of the Council, the
people would like to know, inasmuch as
there is an ordinance requiring thiscommit-
tee to report everythirty days.

Mr. _anly, one of the few Republican

membersof the Council, impressed with
the idea that a wrong had been perpetrated
by turning out an efficient officer, who was
a poor man with a large family dependent
upon him, and electing in his stead a man of
wealth, asked that Mr. ft, H. Styllbe elect-
ed second harbor master of the city. He
produced a law of the Legislature as au-
thority. The Council,by considerable ma-
jority,agreed with Mr. Manly, and elected
Mr. Styll, the old encumbent

The creation of a new office to be filled
by a Democrat is alwaysa popular measun*
with them,which accounts for Mr.Manly'h
success in this instance. We are disposed
to think he will not have an opportunity of
again advocating a measure so universally
popular as the one of last night. He was
right, and showed a liberal spirit, which
was disinterested, knowing no memberof
his partywouldbe benefitted by the move.

Mr. Sloan offereda petition of Henry A,
Wise and others, asking that Uie clerk of
the Chancery court be directed to makea
general index to the deedbooksin his court,
not nowprovide? for, and that the Council
orderpayment for said services. Referred
to the committeeon claims.

A communnication was read from the
Board of Health in reference to the condi-
tion ofthe streets of the city, which they
state are nowin a better conditionthanever
heretofore. They recommend a more free
use of hydrant water; and the erection of
free hydrants, thereby lessening the useof
well water, which they pronounce un-healthy, owing to the great quantityofani-
mal and vegetablemattercontained there'll.
Referred to the Committee on Health.

ORDINANCE.
A resolution was offeredby Mr. Wynue,

instructing Police Justice White to with-
hold decisions in cases of the violation of
the ordinancerequiring parties to enter the
cityculverts until a report from the special
committeeabovereferredto be had. Adop-
ted.

RAILROAD CONNECTIONS.
Mr. Sloan presented a communication

from the city attorneyinresponse to a reso-
lution adoptedat the last meeting as to thedifficulties in the way of carrying out the
arrangement for connecting the Chesapeake
and Ohio and Danville railroads with the
YorkRiver railroad, the consideration of
which was laidoveruntil another meeting.

Mr. Sloan presented a resolution asking,
that the committee on claims and salaries
be allowied to consult the city attorneyin
relation to certain allowances die N. M.
Lee, city sergeant, and certified to by the
Hustings court. Agreed to.

The usual numberofpetitions, etc., were
presented and appropriately referred; after
which, on motion, the Council adjourned.

During theprogress of themeeting, Gen.
Anderson askedleave to retire, which was
granted. His departure was followedby a
general clearing of the galleries, as much
of the interestof the meeting is lost when
he is absent. Mr. Wynne and himself are
tho fierce antagonists of the body, the set-
ting downof eitherresulting in tlie rising
of the other. AYe predict that but little
good will result to the city from this body,
as a bitter feeling seems to exist between
different members, inducing them to divide
generallyupon measuresproposed,whether
good or bail.

Mr. Wynne indulged last night in unkind
remarks about tlie chairman, Mr. Starke.
Mr. S. informed tho Council, he was unac-
quainted with parliamentary rules, never
having given the subject thought until re-
cently, when he was informed by Mr.
Wynue that his statement was unnecessary
as he clearly displayed his ignorance in
some decisionhe had just given. The re-
marks placed both gentlemen in au awk-
wardposition, as Mr. Wynneupon denying
Mr. Starke's authority for his assumed
position, was asked where the authority
camefrom for calling the roll. His reply
was he could get it wherever he chose.
Just so, said Mr. Starke, with my au-
thority for acting as I have?l get it
from where 1 choose. Such stuff fails to
impress the public with favorable ideas of
the dignity of such a body.

This gentleman didn't elect
good, as the propositionwas considered a
spiteful one.
