Ran-
som’s neighborhood last year, detracted
somewhat from the value of this. discovery
by asserting that’ it was only useful in the
carly days of spring,’ and that' on the ap-
proach of warmer Weather they cease togo
under the bark for shelter. . Ransom
denies this, and sajvs that he caught them
up to: the end of June by his device, and
further, that there were more curculios
destroyed in Michigan last year by 'this
means than by all other means put
together. Having three apricot trees
full of incipient fruit, on which we no-
ticed the curculio had  already made its
mark lpreti:y extensively, besides eating off
one of the budding leaves, we laid down
some of fheic; hea!;z of oak bark.d Ah few
mornings afterward$ we cxamined them
and found cight under the three trees. In
the afternoon there were seven more. Since
then they have fallen off in number. Mr.
Ransom’s theory or statement is, that the
curculio works by night, coming down' to
the ground soon after daylight, where they
take  shelter during the day either in the
earth, under leaves, -ete., or under the
traps if placed there.— Vineland Weckly.

THE BUCKWHEAT (ROP.—Judging
from what we can learn, the culture of
buekwheat is increasing among the farmers
of the United States. It is a favorite crop
in certain sections which are peculiarly
ad, to its habits. It will grow and
}: ce a fair crop on land 8o rugged and
illy that scarcely anything else worth the
tillage will grow. ' Indeed on steep hillsides
and nearly covered with small stones,
where it is difficult to get any other crop,
it not merely does welF‘,e but these apparent
dlll-:wbgckn add to the quantity and value of
the grain. .

Buckwheat is raised - throughout Europe
and’Asia, And has been kiiown for many
centuries. It forms a crop to some extent
upon almost every farm, either for market,
domestic consumption, or both,  The crop
is sown in the Middle States about the first
week in July, and if drilled, a half bushel
to three pecks of seed is required per acre
but if:sown broadéast about one bughel.

Tt isy next to red clover, the best green cro
to plow under as a manure. ‘When so intend-
ed the 2col-::)hp should be put in from the 15th

The yards about many farmers’
houses are mowed but two or three times
in a season, grass being allowed to W
until it is nearly mature, to its own jury,
as well as to the injury of the shrubber
about which it grows. One of the princi-
pal advantages of the hand lawn mowers is
that they compel frequent cutting of the
grass if they are to be used at all, They
also make it necessary to have the. surface
smobth—another great help to the appear-
ance of the lawn.— Western Farmer.

SUNSHINE A8 FORCE.—A good illus-
tration of man’s inability for self-support
independently of sunshine, is afforded by
the following calculation: The mechanical
equivalent of the vertical sunshine received’
upon a square mile of the earth’s surface, is
computed to be 3,323,000,000 pounds raised
a foot high in a second. Under the most
favorable circamstances, a square mile of
terrestrial soil receiving this amount of sun-
shine, if planted with bananas, would yield,
according to the estimate of Baron Hum-
boldt, 50,000 tons of nutritious food yearly.
"This 18 the greatest amount of food-produg-
ing power of which the earth to be
capable. But this quantity ;;P ood would
suffice for only 100,000 men, whose united
mechanical force would not arise more than
10,000,000 pounds a foot high in a second.
It would therefore not be possible for any
number of men, by their mere mechanical
force, to produce anything like sufficient
light and heat in the absence of sunshine to
raise from the soil the food needful for their
own support,
