ficient importance the duty of trying to
save, if it be ever so little, from present
earnings towards a future capital. We
once heard a gentleman who had risen
from poverty to aflluence by his own pru-
dence and industry, say that he aceomplish-
ed it by enforcing the saving plan,

“Suppose,’” he said, ‘*you had six eggs
to live upon daily. Now it is clear, if you
cat all the eges every day, you will never
have any ahead to depend upon. But if,
by self-denial, you can save one of these
cges to=day, or this week, andanothernext
day or next week, you can soon have be-
sides your six eggs daily, one, two or three
dozoen cggs, instead of the half dozen you
had at first. The one cge saved gives a hen
which produces indefinitely, and then if
you choose you' can eat your half dozen
cges daily and still be gaining from the first
saving.”’ y

fully recommend it to our young readers as
worthy of consideration and practice.
