Something must
be speedily done to remove this growing
evil, or the nation will be overwhelmed
with crime and degradation.

In any of our large cities there are streets
filled with decaying and pestilential tene-
ment-houses, which swarm with human be-
ings, young in age, but old in_depravity;
and from these schools of ini%uxty graduate
thieves, burglars and rascals of various
grades, 'reinforcing the ranks of the unfor-
tunates whose natares are perverted past
reformation, There is another class of’
young people, whose parents are in limited
circumstances, but pursue honest avoca-
tions, who, through inconvenience or indif-
ference, neglect to provide proper mstruc-
tion for them ; and in consequence, they
employ their leisure hours in vicious prac-
tices, and while retaining an appearance of
respectability they become versed in wick=
edness, and dangerous to the peace and
safety of a community.

This city, in proportion to the num})cr
of its population, will almost equal New
York in its haunts of vice ; and we have
feared that it may become, like the com-
mercial metropolis of the Fast, a reproach
upon American civilization. "

All systems of instructions hitherto
tried, whether secular or religious, have
failed to arrest this growing evil ; and we
should hasten to adopt the effective method
of our German friends, from whom we have
much yet to learn, and whose conspicuous
success in the educational developmeut of
anoble people is worthy of our emula-
tion.
