There was a little incident occurred onboard the new steamer "William Crane,"

on its return from Boston, some ten dayssince, which is toopretty to remain untold,
notwithstanding the very natural sensitive-
ness of the lady to whom it brought themost sorrow and themost joy. Tho vessel

softrays of the sun werestruggling through
the mist and lighting up the cabin windows
when suddenly there was a commotion in
the vicinity of one of the state rooms?
a lady had been taken ill. There was no
physician on board, but therewere a few
resolute matrons, to whom experience had
brought both courage and skill, and it was
not long before the whole company was
made happy by the announcement, softly
whisperedfrom the state room, "a baby
has come on board." The tiny little stran-
ger, "born of the sunshine and storm,"
liad not been expected so soon, but tiie
fright and the rocking >>f the vessel hadhastened its coming, and those delicate littlefabrics which the expectant mother had
wrought with her own fair hands, and
moistenedwith tearsof hope and fear, werelocked up ina sacred drawer three hundredmiles away. But even here womanly in-
stinctand skill wereequal to the emergen-
cy. There was a hurrying to and fro in
search of needles andscissors and thimbles,trunks were sounded totheir lowest depths,and spotless linen brought to light from
whichgarments for the little fairy were has-
tily cut and sewed together with nimble
lingers, and before the sun went under theblue waters the white robes were put on,
and her infantile loveliness taken into an
adjoiningstate-room, where a grand recep-
tion was held. Everybody on board?kindhearted matrons, whoso maternal sympa-
thies were touched, blushing young girls,
who only vaguely comprehended the mys-
tery,proud lathers, and ambitious young
men, who had not yetattained to the digni-
ty of fathers, the gallant Captain of the
steamer,and the weather-beatenseamen?
all took a look at the baby. A meeting
was held in the saloon,at which congratu-
lations were exchanged over the pleasant
event, and it was agreed a testimonial
should be presented to the mother, to he
by her given to the daughter when shebecomes old enough to understand thatit is intended as a souvenir of the timeand place of her birth. With the consent
of the father and mother the passengers
named thebaby Virginia Crane (suggested
by the proximity of the Virginia coast and
the name of the vessel). Key. T. M. Bud-ley and Colonel Harrison Adreon were ap-
pointed a committee to secure a silvercup
lor tin; interestinginfant. Mr. Webb, cor-
ner of Baltimore and Light streets, will
make the cup, and engrave upon it the fol-
lowing inscription: "Virginia Crane ,
born August 31, 1871, on board steamer
William Crane, near the Virginia coast.Presentedby the passengers on the ship at
the timeof her birth. Psalm lxxxix,9."

Netc York, September 12.?Mayor Hall
has requested comptroller Connolly to re-
sign, on account of the suspicions attaching
to him from the disappearanceof thevouch-
ers. The mayor has no power to removehim, except by a tedious process of im-
peachment, and desires to replace him at
once by a person possessing the confidenceof the people.

The World in commenting on the ab-straction of the vouchers from the comp-
trollers office, says: "Every honest man
in the city will applaud the firmness and
vigor of -Mayor Hall in demanding the im-
medate resignation of Comptroller Connel-
ly, after the untoward incident which has
just occurred in his department. It is too
well known that the Mayor has no power
to remove heads of departments. If he pos-
sessed that power, the request now made
wouldofcourse be followed up in event of
non-compliance, by a step equally prompt
and still more decisive.

"The case is too urgent for the slow anddilatoiy process of impeachment. Since
the unfortunate occurrence,the comptroller
has lost all capacity to be useful in his pre-
sent oflice, and not only the public interest
but the self-respect of his associates,
a city government, demands his retire-
ment."

The IForWadds, inregard to Comptroller
Connelly : "If he is so mad, or soblind as
to disregard the firm demand ofthe mayor,he will find before night that a scorching
aud resistless public indignation will make
the city too hot to hold him. It may be
his misfortune and not his fault that this
alleged robbery of his department occurred
just in this critical juncture; but it has sosuspicious and damaging a look, that if he
is an upright and innocent man, with rea-
sonable sense and honor, b* will be too
glad to alford the mayor an opportunity to
appoint his successors."

Maine Election.*.
Portland, September 12.?Midnight re-

turns from 128 towns give Perham 30,472,
Kimball 24,045, making the Republican
majority 0,427. Last year the same towns
gave Perham 28,047, Roberta 23,205 Re-publican majority 5,382?a Republican net
gain of 1,045.

The towns to be heard from gave an ag-
gregate vote of 44,055 last year, and a Re-
publican majority of 3,820, which added to
that heard from, will make Perhain's ma-
jority 10,253, and add the same ratio of
gain and his majority will reach 11,000.

The aggregate vote this year will proba-
bly be 103,000 against 08,870 last year.
The majority last year was 9,208. The
Legislature will show probably a slight
Democratic gain. Last year the Senatestood 28 Republicans to 8 Democrats;
House 113 Republicans to 38 Democrats.The Democrats will probably carry the
counties of Knox, Washington and Aroos-
took, and loseLincoln, which they tarried
last year, giving them four in the Senate.
