the election law, and ask their careful at-
tention to the differentsections. (>urspace
forbids publishing the law in lull, or even
in the strict language of tho text, so far as
we present it, and if doubtsarise, we trust
our friends will procure copiesof the Act
18U0-70 and 1870-71 and oltectually fore-
stall any effort on the part of judges to
prevent opouing of polls at the time speci-
fied by law, and proper canvass of votes
and making up returns after close of the
polls.

Qualifications.?§ 21. Every male ,'i:iy..'ii of theUnited Stales, 21 years old, resident of the Slatetwelve months, and of the county, cityor town,in which he shall oiler to vole, three months, andwho Is a registered voter in and resident of the

I'li'.iion district in which he shall oiler to vote.Judges of Election.? § 24. Three competent
male citizens, from each voting district, cotisti-tute the judges,who havepower to appoint two
clerks. If any judge fails to attend at voting
placeone hour after the time prescribedby law
for opening the polls (sunrise) tbe judge or
judges can select from among the bystanders.
Should all the judgestail to attend, any Justine
of tho iieace in a township or mayor of a city
shall appoint three judges. Should no judgeofelection be appointed,or if appointed,refuse toact for an hour after sunrise, any three compe-
tentfree-holders of the district may act, haying
first taken prescribed oalh.

But no person shall act as judge of election
who is a candidate for any ollice to lie tilled at
that election, nor unless he shall take and sub-
scribe the following oath : "I, (A. 11.,) judge (or
clerk)of the election (as the case may he) do sol-
emnlyswear (or altlnn) that I will perform the
duties of judge (or clerk)according to law to the
best of my ability ; and that I will studiously
endeavor lo prevent fraud, deceit, or ahusi' inconducting UiU election?so help me God." If
no one present authorized to administer oaths,
thejudge of election may administer to each oth-
erand their clerks.

§ an. Before proclamation is made of opening
the polls the judgesof election shall open their
ballot-boxes iv the presence of the people, turn-
ing them upside down, then lock them,and bal-
lot-boxesshall not be opened excepl for the pur-
pose ofcounting the ballots after the close of thei-oiis.

|SI. Theballot shall be a white paper ticket,arid containing on tlie inside of it, written orprinted, the namesof the persons for whom the
elector intends to vote, and designating the ollice
to which each person so named is intended by
him to be chosen ; but no ballot shall contain a
greater number of names of person* designated
to any ollice than there arepersons tobe chosen
at the election to till such ollice, and the names
of all persons votedfor byan elector shall be on
one ballot.

§ _>. Tlie judge to whom ballot is delivered
shall then pronounce in an audible voice the
nameof the person from whom it is received. Ifthe name of tlie person is found on the registra-
tion book, nnd there is no objection made, thejudgeshall, without openingsaid ballot, or per-
mittingthe same to be opened (except to ascer-tain whether it is a single ballot), deposit thosame in theballot-box.

§ .13. Any elector may, and it shall be the duty
of tho judge,to challenge the vote of any person
who may be known orsnspscted not to liea duly
qualifiedvoter._ 34. Persons challengedshall he informed by
the judgewhat are the qualifications of anelect-
or, and if the elector insists that he is qualified,
and ihe challenge is not withdrawn, one of thejudgesshall tender to him the .haHenge oath.
Ifhe refuses to take such oath, his vole shall be
rejected; if lie does take il, his vote shall be re-
ceived, provided, that the judges may still re-
fuse to receive the vote If satisfied li'oi.i record
evidence, or their own knowledge,or other legal
testimony adduced belore tlieni, that he is not a
legal voter.

§ _... As soon asthe polls arc finally closed, (of
which closingproclamation shall be made by the
judges tifte.'ii minutes previously thereto,) the
judgesshall proceed to canvass the vote, con-
tinuing such canvass, without adjournment,
until completed,and the result thereof declared.

" 40, Thecounty, err corporation courts, iv the
order appointing judgesof election, shall desig-
natefive of these persons, se appointed, to act as
commissioners, three of which said commission
era, when sodesignated, shall constitute a board,

county or corporation for which they are

sioners shall determine the persons who havere-
ceived the gteatest number of votes, &c. Such
returns shall _creduced lo writing, and signed
by said commissioners and at tested bythe clerk.
* * If from any cause the number ol commis-
sioners iv attendance at the time and
place for opening returns be less than ihrce,
it shall be lawful for ihe commissioner or
commissioners in attendance to select from
among the voters of the county or corporation
one or morepersons having Ihe qualifications of
judgesofelections, who shall at.as commission-
ers, should all the commissioners appointed
fail lo attend at the time and place for opening
the returns, it shall be lawful forany justiceof
the peace of the county, ormayor, if the failure
occur in a cityor town, to appoint from among
the votors of the county or corporation three
persons having the quaiilications of judges ol"
election, who shall act as commissioners. Per-
sons soappointed shall take au oalh faithfully
lo discharge Ilie duties ascommissioners, the fact
ofsuch appoiiitln.'iit and the oath taken shall be
noted by Iheclerk at the foot of the abstract ot
voters.

§ 41. Prescribes licit tlie person having the
highestnumber of voles tor any olli.ie shall be
