There are some phases of the greal ca-
Jamity which fell upon this region last week
worthy of scientificinvestigation. The tes-
timony of the cooler-headed survivors of
the fires at Peshtigo and Sugar Bush and
Williamsville is united as to one phenome-
non. They say that the fire did not come
upon them gradually from burning trees
and other objects to the windward, but the
first notice they had of it was a whirlwind
of flame, in great clouds, from above the
tops of the trees, which fell upon and en-
veloped everything., The atmosphere seem-
ed one of fire. The poor people inhaled
it or the intensely hot air, and fell down
dead. This is verified by the appearance
of many of the corpses. They were found
dead in the roads and open spaces
where there were no visible marks of fire

near by, with not a trace of burning upon |

their bodies or clothes, At the Sugar
Bush, which is an extended clearing, in
some places four miles in width, corpses
were found in the open road, between
fences, which were only slightly burned.
No mark of fire was upon them, but they
laid as if asleep. This phenomenon seems
“10 explain the fact that so many were killed
in compact masses. They scemed to have
huddled together in what were evidently re-
garded at the moment as the safest places,
away from buildings, trees or other inflam-

mable material, and there to have died to- |

ing, but by suffocation, caused by carbonic |

oxide and other poisonous gasses. The air
through which these volumes of flaming
gas passed, would be instantly deprived of
oxygen, and all life would be extinct before
a fresh supply could come into the burnt
district. To appreciate the effect of these
vast fires, we must remember that when a

certain heat is attained, the tendency is to |
convert solids and fluids intoin flammable gas |
in quantities greatly beyond the capacity of |

the atmosphere to burni t.  Ordinary com-
bustion consists of two distinct processes :

First., The conversion of a substance
into gas.

Second. The combination
with oxygen from the air.

If we apply great heat without air, we
have a destructive distillation, as in the
manufacture of illuminating gas. The
leaping masses of flame in great fires, proved
to have cleared half a mile of space, are
only evidences in some cases of this excis-
sive production of gas. The terror and

danger of fire is vastly increased by this |

faet, but a knowledge of it is essential, to
show the insufficiency of our trifling and
