5. Nurses in small-pox hospitals whoare
revacciuated are almost wholly exempt,
whileother nurses, who are careless of re-
vaccination, have varioloid in cases ten
timesmore numerous.

6. That the farther the removal of thi
vaccine matter from what was takenfn n
the cow, the morenecssary is revacciuatioa
?that is, vaccine matter loses some ofi!'
power in every person it passes through ,
hence if city practitioners should take al
theirmatter from the cow direct, everyten
years, the community would be greatly sa-

7. No authenticated case has yet oc-
curred whereany disease has been commu-
nicated through vaccine matter, other than
modifiedsmall-pox. This statementshouldbe fixed upon the memory of the intelli-
gent reader, as bare assertions to the con
trary are recklessly made by a certain class
of uneducated persons, who write on mat
ters pertaining to health and disease.

Various causes have combined to produce
this prevalence of Republican views. Of
course, the great achicTments of the war,
and the conviction that the party may be
best trusted to secure and consolidate what
it had gained in the contest, are the endur-
ing bases of the Republican power.

A
large majority of the best class of Ameri-
cans areRepublicans,perhaps for the rea-
son that someof the worst nave taken the
lead in certain places on tho other side.?
Thecity of New York has to bear the
blameof this unpopularity of the Demo-
crats. It is observed that since the ex-
posure of the Tammany frauds the Repub-
lican feeling has deepened, and the late
elections may have been largely influenced
by this incident.

The general opinion is that President
Grant will be nominated for reelection. In
favor of this course willbe the respect he
has won, not only from the Republicans,
but from moderate men from all parties
by his honest and conscientious
discharge of duty and the knowl-
edge of tho electors that they have
in him a tried man, fit for any emergency
ofthe time. On the other side, there is on-
ly the prejudice against electing the same
man twice. This feeling has been very
strong with the present generation of
Americans, and has, we believe, made a
single term for the Presidency almost a
cardinalprinciple with some politicians. It
was not so in the early days of the Union.It remains to be seen whether General
Grant's merits and popularity will secure
himthis high honor. Wo can only say
thatsuch a result of the coming discus-
sions would be received with the utmost
satisfaction in this country.
