We, sir, have not forgotten the massacre
of our people just one yearago, when Secre-
tary Robeson and others wore addressing a
meeting on the Courthouse (Jreen. How
nine black loyal men went down to bloody
death at the hands ofthese same fiends. 11
is still fresh in our memories. We cannot
lorget tliat there neverlitis been an investi-
gation,from the pincers that sc*,ofChat horrid
slaughter. We, as coloredpeople, became
naturally anxious, and desired to ask our
" Conservative friends," when antl where
the slaughter of our people should cease.
We desired to enter before high Heaven,
before " friend and foe," our earnest anil
solemn protest against our being shot clown
like dogs ; wo desired to devise someprac-
tical way to give our sympathy to the suf-
fering motherof our murdered friend ; we
desired to invoke theprotection of Heaven's
Cod!
