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THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.

As this Message is examined, and public
opinion upon it is reflected from the public
press, we notice that it meets the fullest
anticipations ef his friends, and is proof
against the attacks of his enemies,

‘What is there in this plain, unpretending
State paper, that has struck so many
sympathetic chords in the popular senti-
ment of the country. It is not tropes or
figures of speech, which men call eloquence ;
it is not vaunts or victories in the past, or
in the future, which please those who have
aided in achievements, or look fortward to
continued successes, that enforce approv-
ing acceptance of the Message; it is its
e ninent propriety ; addressing the language
of practical common sense, to a practical
people ;—**Good common sense, the fairest
gift of Heaven.”’

The New York Herald says:

The President’s Message is before our readers.
Itis an unpretending, practical matter-of-fact
State paper, which challenges the general appro-
hation of the country, both in respect to theacts
of the administration during the eventful year
that is drawing to a close and in the measures of
legislation recommended to Congress. Its dis-
tingnishing merit is that it is not encumbered with
constitutional chop logic. Compared with the
annual messages of his “‘illustrious predecessors,”
from General Jackson down to Mr. Johnson, the
great Sou' western expounder of the constitution,
this Message of General Grant is a model of
brevity, though full of meat as an egg. Even a
brief review of half the numerous important
subjects in it touched upon would occupy a much
larger space than the document itselt, and so for
the present our remarks upon it will be mainly
addressed to a few of the leading topics presented.

©n this home guestion of taxation General
Grant recommends ‘‘ a modification of both the
taritff and internal tax laws,’”” and *‘that all
taxes from internal eources be abolished, except
those coliected trom spirituous, vinous and malt

. liguors, tobacco in its varions forms, and from
stampe.” In readjusting the tariff he recom-
mends the policy of the ‘‘greatest good to the
greatest number,”’ and if a heavier reduction is
deemed advisable than the addition of certain ar-
ticles to the free list, he recommends ‘ that it be
made upon those articles which can best bear it,
without disturbing home production or reducing
the wages of American labor.”

That proposition is good for thirty or forty
thousand majority in Penunsylvania for General
Grant ; and it joins issue so falrly and squarely
with the free traders that they will now be com-
pelled to define their position in Congress and
throughout the country. It challenges the Dem-
ocrats and free-trade Republicans to take the op-
posite ground of free trade, and it is the only is-
sue upon which is offered them that complete an-
tagonism which is the very life of a political par-
ty out of power against the party in possession
of the government. The Message spikes the guns
of Carl Schurz on the question of general amnes-
ty and on civil service reform; and the facts re-
cited and referred to by the President concerning
the Ku-Klux Klans,leave only as mall margin for
political capital to General Blair on that ques-
tion.

Upon the Army, the Navy, the Interior and
the Post-Office Departments the representations
and recopnendations of the Message are gene-
rally satisfactory ; and the suggestions in con-
nection with the Indian tribes, the postal ser-
vice, custom-houses, office-seekers, the public
lands, &c., and in reference to liberal appropria-
tions for the improvement of the city of Wash-
ington, our national capital, and for the immedi-
ate construction of needful public buildings in
(ki ea will sorely be carried out by Congress

To sum up this Message: as an exposition of,
1hU s pe Ua L 2ULLLISTIALION I the nanage-
ment of all the vast concerns of the several de-
partments of the government, on the land and
the water, at home and abroad, during the year
which is now closing, it is a good exhibit of a
faithful execution of thelaws, an honest disposi
tlon of the public money and & rigid punishment
of public defaunlters. 1In the next place, the Mes-
sage in it recommendations to Congress covers
a budget of legislative measures and reforms ne-
cessary or wholesome in their character. Ina
word, whether ‘considered as embodying the
views of a statesman ambitious only to promote
the material prosperity and moral advancement
of his country, or as a political campaign docu-
ment from a candidate g)r another Presidential
term, this Message Is well calculated to
strengthen General Grant and to weaken his ad-
versaries throughout the United States.

The New York 7vibune adds its approval
thus :

To war-worn Abolitionists, accustomed to find
in each President’s N t lves berated,
their motives aspersed, and their devotion to im-
partial liberty stigmatized as impelled by sec-
tiona} hate and in essence little betier than
treason, it must be refreshing to read fhis Mes-
sage, wherein aversion to slavery at home and
abroad, with recornmendations that our e¢itizens
be forbidden to hold slaves in countries where
numan bondage is still legal, congratulations on
the mitiation of enfranchisement in Brazil, hopes
that the ess may be hastened, complaints
that Spain’s semblance of emancipation in Cuba
and Porto Rico is a mockery, &c.. &c., are so

ent. Just compare this Message in its
relations to slavery with one of Buchanan’s ut
tered barely twelve years ago, and the immense,
beneficent strides made by our Republic within
that period will be manifest. Let none doubt
that the melioration is permanent, and far more
likely to beincreased than diminished.

Qur joreign relations appear to be satisfactory
in the main, and the President is right in regard-
ing and representing our late treaty with Great
Britain, whereby our grave differences with that
power are submitted to friendly arbitration, as a
striking evidence of gress in true civilization.
Webelieve Grant's felicitations re-
upon will be tully responded to by a great major-
ity of hiscountrymen.

The President's recommendations that the
Internal taxes be swept away, except those
known as stamps and those levied on lignors and
tobacco, will meet with general appreval. May
we not hope that Congress will act promptly and
decidedly on this recommendation ?

As to tarifl revition, the FPresident reflects very
nearly the average sentiment of the people., But
we guess his true friends in Congress will make
haste slowly in reducing the revenue from this
source. Thefactthat the debt has been steadily
and largely reduced has done more than any-
thing else to make the administration and the
putt{ supporting it strong and popular.

With 1egard to the Ku-Klux outrages in certain
lecalties at the South, the President's represen-
tations are sound, moderate, and will be heartily
;&provod by # large majority of his countrymen.

States eannot or will not do this, the Union
mast and will.

There has been no proclama-
tion of martial law; nothing more than & vigo-
rons riion of &: P Y m‘lnuw;[e law
to couspiracy, violence, murder any
have lhenﬂnd from their homes because of the
President's Proclamations, their guilty con-
sciences were their accusers.

‘Western papers express opinions similar
to those abové quoted ; and even the caleu-
lating critic, who took so much trouble to
note the miles travelled by President Grant
during the recess, will be forced to admit
that it he did travel far, he kept his eyes
and ears well open while fon his journeys ;
and saw and heard with sufficient keenness
and accuracy, to render his observation
valusble to the people at large; to make
himself familiar with their condition, and

informed s to their wishes; to exemphify
the republicanism we all profess, by ap-
pearing nob as a monarch, ruling by divine
right, and elaiming homage to his person 3
but as the Uhief Esecutive officer of a free
people, faithfully &fc@lir\‘_ his official
daties, and not disearding those of personal,
common citizenship.

LEGISLATIVE NOTES.
In the Senateyesterday, the only matter
of real import' was] the joint resolution
extending time for making returns by trea-
surers and township collectors, to Feb, 1st,
1872,

The extension appears to be necessary
and not unreasonable, in view of the actual
pecuniary condition of the people.

The resolution in relation to amendments
to the Constitution, (one of the suggestions
emanating from the Governor, which has
met prompt response in the General As-
sembly) lies over. That the old aristocratic
law-makers of Virginia should dislike a
Republican Constitution, is natural ; and
that having done all in their power to neu-
tralize its provisions, they should be em-
boldened by success to attempt its entire
subversion, we expect ; but that Governor
Walker, who gave his unequivocal approval
to the instrument in its present form, and
who gave every pledge which is considered
binding among men, to uphold and defend
it, should lead in the revolutionary attack,
is incredible. These gentlemen will find,
howevyer, that the people of Virginia are no

onger to be dragooned into carrying out the
behests of designing men ; and until the
constitution is felt to be injurious to the in-
terests of the masses they will decline to
“walk into my parlor,” as the spider in-
vited the fly, by going into convention un-
der the auspices of such fossilized politi-
cians as Mr, Thomas.

Of course chain-gangs claim carly and
loving attention. Conservative, caucus,
and chain-gang all commence with the let-
ter C, and the suggestion was natural, Do,
Mr. Anderson, let this disgusting, degra-
ding, illegal (and impossible of legalization)
outrage rest, and devote yourself to some-
thing that is likely to benefit the people :—
and,'*by the same,”’we have a bill to estab-
lish a Bureau of Immigration. The old
scheme probably ; scientific commissioner,
$3,600 salary, able reports, &c., &c. We
want a popular, practical scheme ; and un-
less you have taken a new departure on im-
migration matters, yoar little bill should
not pass.

Again the mterests of the people (?) are
considered by Mr. Thomas, in his bill to
provide for the payment of interest and div-
idends to colleges and seminaries of learn-
ing. There is trouble about *‘support and
maintenance’’ of free schools, but all *‘is
loyely”” when colleges ask appropriations,

Mr. Tayior, of Norfolk, is true to his
Alma Mater ; and puts in her claim for the
land scrip fund, to be divided between the_
University, Military Institute, and Hamp-
ton Institute. Whatever success Mr, T.
may have in the Senate, we predict in ad-
vance that this measure will find such a
hostile reception in the House as will mar
its sesthetic features so completely,that when
returned to the Senate “with amendments,”’
Mr. T. will not recognize his bantling.

The committees are partially announced ;
and the President of the Senate must have
satisfied even our old friend from Franklin
and Henry. One Republican on each com-
mittee is uberal ; but why *‘square pegs
should have been put into round holes,’’ and
vice versa, is an oversight which will, no
doabt, be corrected. We are not adepts
as prophets ; but we shall be greatly sur-
prised if the present General Assembly
‘does not accept all the suggestions in the
Message, except short session, reduced
per diem and mileage, and economy in
House expenditures. The House record is
before us. As 'Sir Charles Coldstream
said of Vesuvius—'*We have looked into
it. Nothing in it.”

GENERAL, NOT SPECIAL RETRENCH.
MENT.

That very remarkable document Wednes-
day, promulgated by his Excellency Gil-
bert C. Walker—remarkable certainly for
its length—contains an appeal to the mem-
bers of the Legislature in behalf of the
Commonwealth, to bring into her treasury
all the money due them for mileage, except
just so much as will defray the expenses
actually incurred. He is quite favorable to
retrenchment and reform, and asks their
application to these poor fellows, most of
whom are strangers to the public crib.
His silence, however, in relation to ex-
travagance in his own household, and the
lavish expenditure of publie funds in adorn-
ing his mansion, seems to have escaped en-
tirely his attention.

His appeal to the members and their
patriotism, and his utter disregard of lome
affairs, have somewhat aroused the ire of
one of his Democratic friends, who is a
member of the Senate. We refer to Mr.
Fitzpatrick, of the Campbell distriet, who,
yesterday morning offered and passed such a
resolution as will be likely to arouse the in- |
dignation of His Excellency.

For the benefit of our readers we copy
the subjoined, which was passed by the
Senate yesterday morning :

Resolved, That so much of the Governor's

as relates to finance, be referred to
the Committee on Finance, when appointed, and
that said eommittee be requested to ascertain
what reduction can be made in the Eveculive

branch of the government, as well as the legisla-
tive and judicial,

My, Fitzpatrick is likely to prove him-
self the right man in the right place. His
work, however, would have been more
complete had he embodied in his resolution
a provision requesting the Finance Commit-
tee to inquire into the propriety of raising
a *‘conscience fund,”’ in order to replenish
the empty treasury of the State.

THE SA(‘REDNE.S:'AO_" THE FUNDING

.

As a question of financial morals we re-
gard the repudiation of a just public debt
as among the worst of crimes. 1t carries
with it the most stinging reproach that can
be visited upon the character of a free peo-
ple. It is the meanest sort of public robs
bery, since it first insinuates itself into the
good graces of the party to be victimized,
and then chuckles over his stupidity in al-
lowing himself to be successfully hood-
winked and taken in by the financial shar-
per with whom he deals. It stamps indeli-

ble infamy upon the people of the State col-

lectively, and strikes a fatal blow at the in-
dividual credit of every man in the commu-
nity. To justify, or even extenuate, such
financial eriminality, is to rule yourself out
of all high-toned business circles, and
draw down the social and financial ostra-
cism of every business man in the commu-
nity.

And yet there may be such public in«

| debtedness contracted as fully to justify re-

pudiation as the first duty of the people of
a State. Especially is this the case where
public indebtedness originates in fraud, or
in violation of a public statute, or a consti-
tational inhibition, designed to protect the
people against oppressive legislation. In-
debtedness of thig character—created with
this taint upon it—has no sacredness to
protect it in any stage of its incipiency,
growth, or maturity, however much it may
be bolstered by legislation or shoved
through funding bills to obliterate its taint,
We commend these views to the conside-
ration of such reasouers as Judge Mere-
dith, and to those of our representatives
who are being frightened from their clear
duty, to repeal the Funding Law, by the
fear of violating the constitution.

The people demand the repeal of that
law ; and it will not be safe for any man or
any party to uphold it, against their will,
clearly spoken through an independent
press and in the late elections.
