orprivate parties, In saeh manner nnd on such .conditions as will seeute the early eompli lion of I
the canal. I know of noway by v. huh ihe how:almost valueless Iniereci in this eoinp.my owned j
by thu Stale, can bo rendered valuable, or the
object*- soiicht to he accomplished by Ihe Inyeet-
ment realized, except by the completl Ifthe
work aireidy begun. But ihe condition of our
State and the prot Uions of her Constl
forbid any attempt In tlii-. behalf on her part.

Aid must be obtained elsewhere, and i! ii pro-
bable that this cannot be secured except lira «nr-
render on the part ot the Stateof her faterest
thei-ein. The yasl beneflW which would accrue
to the Stale, ofVirginia and West Virginiafrom
the completionof Ibis great water line, are al-
most incalculable, and tosecurethem, ii appears
to me, thrywould be amplyjustified, not oily in
renewing ihe charier, but tn donating the iuve-st-
montalready made. The plan proposed in ihe
memorial ofplacing this property inthe (lands
ofa commission, to be disposed of upon si.eh
termsand conditions aswill insure its early i ton-
pletion, and with suitablereservation andguar-i
antees as to its future use and management un- ;

Supreme Court Decision?lnvestigations In

In the Treasury Depariraen! Mexican
Claims.
Washington, Dec. 11.?The Supreme

court to-day rendered a decision in thecase
of Ward vs. The State of Maryland. In
this case the plaintiff in error was indicted

Iin the State court of a violation of the
statute against sales by sample, by non-
residents, without license, and the court
affirmed theright of the State to exact the

\u25a0 license.The Supreme court holds that the statute
ofMaryland is in violation of that clause
ofthe constitutionwhich guarantees to the
citizens of each State all the rights, privi-
jleges, __c, ofcitizens in tho several States,
and that it is therefore void ; but the view
is taken that it is not a violationof the
commercial clause ofthe constitution if the
tax on residentsand non-residents is equal-
ly laid." Justice Clifford delivered tlie opinionof
the court. Justice Bradley concurred in
the opinion as to the first branch of the de-
cision, but dissented from the second, hold-
ing that the statute is a violation of the
commercial clause of the constitution, be-
cause it is a regulation of commerce be-
tween the States, and tbat it is repugnant
to this clause withoutregard to the equality
of the tax.
