Grantsince he became President;" that he has
not knowingly appointed a single relativeto ollice who was not already in oflicc byappointment of President Johnson at thetimeGen. Grant became President, or whowas not alreadyan army officer receivingemoluments of office to whicli he would
liave been entitled under any other Presi-
dent, excepting only as follows, via:Alex. Sharpo (Mrs. Grant's brothe-.\u25a0in-
law), Marshall of theDistrict ofColumbia,
"whose dutiesare of such a character that
from time immemorial the place has beentilled by a relativo or near friend of thePresident;" James F. Casey (Mrs. Grant'sbrother-in-law), Collectorof New Orleans,
an excellent officer ; Silas Hudson (Presi-
dent's cousin), Minister to Gautamala, whowas strongly recommended by his friendsin lowa, and with whom the President has
but slight acquaintance; Orlando 11.Ross(President's cousin), clerk in Third Audi-tor's ollice, a gallant soldier, not appointedby the President on his recommendation,
or even to his knowledge, at tho time it
was made; Peter Casey (Mrs. Grant's
brother-in-law), a loyal Southerner, post-master at Vicksburg, Miss., not appointed
as the President's choice.

The charge that somo one near to thoPresident was engaged in theFisk & Gouldstock gambling operations is utterly refutedby Jay Gould's own evidence, and was
never attempted to bo intimated by any
other person than James Fisk, Jr., whom
evry one admitsought to be breaking stones
in Sing-Sing, instead of revelling in stolen
wealth, whose future accumulations were
preventedby the President's own order tosell gold at thetimeit was cornered.

The Times adds to its full and definiterefutation of all tho charges against Pres-
ident Grant: "A man of purerprivate life
than General Grant never occupied the
Presidential chair. We believe that a ma-
jorityof the people look upon thesecalum-
nies with indignation. They admirepluck
and silence in public men, hate to see in-
justice done,and despise the cowards who
try to undermine public reputation by do-
faming private character."

TELEURAI'It TRICKERY.
SenatorChandler in the Seuate has just

stricken some telling blows at telegraph
monopoly and its watered stocks. There
is no doubt that the telegraph rates ought
to be less than one halfwhat they now are,
and they would still pay an enormouspro-
lit on the money |«tually invested,but the
stock-jobbers step in with their watering
pots every two or three years, and the
country is compelled to pay a heavy tax
annually as dividendson stock which rep-
resents no real value in property, andwhicli did not cost tho holders an average
of live cents on the dollar. Some think
that Congress should "pass a law fixing
rutes for dispatches, which would yield a
fair profit on the money actually invested,
and prohibit the inflation of stocks hereaf-
ter. But it is extremely doubtful whether
the tricksters wouldnot continue by some
contrivance tofilch money as well as brain
facilities from the masses, unless the gov-
ernment takes the matter in its own hand,
and connects the telegraph with the postal
system, thus reducing the price of tele-
graphing to its minimum.

The conveyance of thought by lightning
is of such importance in this country of
universal intelligence,that stock manipula-
tors and monopolists should no longer be
allowed by their well known robbery of
the people to continue to put a prohibitory
tax on intellect and the speedy transmis-
sion of thought throughout a country whoso
successful government depends greatly
upon their propogation and growth.

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS.
Jim Fisk, Jr., has at last consented to

compromise the Mansfield expose by pay-
ing downto her $25,000. It is still thought,
however, that the correspondence will get
into the papers in full, and, also, that Fiskwill find his way into Sing Sing in due time
along with the otherrobbers of the people.

I recently met here one of the counsel
of the greatNew York financier, Connolly,
wlio spoke of visiting hu client at Ludlow
street jail. He also spoke of the fact that
Boss Tweedcould not be found, he having
disappearedafter his friend Judge Barnard
had allowed him to be freed upon bail.

In the reform State of Missouri, which
Carl Scliurz represents, it has just trans-
jiiredthat a ling has been formed, which
has succeded in appropriating,under vari-
ous disguises, the proceeds of over a mil-
lion and a halt acres of swamp land, do
natcd for school purposes. Thus is New
York'sexample imitated.

From the tone of thedebate iv the House
on Mr. Hoar's resolution, it is probable
that the bill to'nrovide a commissionto ex-
amine the labor question will pass that
body at an early day.

CommissionerDouglass has ordered that
alter January 1, 1872, the appointment of
surveyors of distilleries are revoked, and
their duties shall be performed by assistant
assessors. This will save tho government
about *C>ii,oiio annually.

A Will Broken?The Great Hawri Cane in San

fr'raucinco.
The Hawes will case, just concluded in

San Francisco, deserves to rank as a cause
celebre. Horace Hawes, testator,was an
eccentric old man, who died about a year
ago, leaving a fortune of more than two
millions, thebulk of which was devised to
found a university.

The university was
to include several colleges, in wliich a vari-
ety of industrial sciences wereto be taught,
great prominence being given to that of
agriculture ; but the whole fund was tied
up with such ridiculous provisos, stipula-
tions and conditions asto beperfectly value-
less.

The best lawyers were of tho opinion
that the property of the erratic testator
would eventually go to his heirs, as pro-
vided in his will, on account ofthe inability
of the State and trustees to carry out the
cumbrous conditionswith which his estate
was burdened. Hawes had been an abu-
sive husband as well us a miser, aud had
unnaturally deprivedhis wife and children
of anything but the smallest possible pit-
tance from his great property. Mrs.
Hawes contested the will on the ground of
Ik i husband's insanity, aud during the long
trial which has just closed, it was proved
that the deceased millionaire was, to use
the mildestexpression, a monomaniac, his
chief anxiety being that of coming to pov-
erty or dyingby poison.

the stability of legislation being essential \ \to induce investment of capital, by which
agricultural and manufacturing wealth is to
be developed,it is of the highest importance
that the tariff policy, deliberately adopted
at the suggestion of those most affected by \
it and approved by the experience of four j
years should be persisted in ; that businessarrangements which have been made tocon- 'form to it should not be disturbed; thatwe :
witness with special gratification the fact >that each succeeding year indieatcs more 'fully the necessity and wisdomof the pres- i
ent tariff, whicli lias wroughtso great ben-
efit, especially in the West, by bringing 'the manufacturer and farmer in closer con-
nection, thereby enhancing ttie purchasing
power of wool, while cheapening and im-
proving fabrics of the most utility to the
masses. The business of wool-growing
and manufacturing wasreported prosperous Ithroughout the country. The convention
adjourned nine die.
