there may have been in thoawn/able assets

stockholders, who are liable, under th*
national bank law, fur double the amountoftheirstock. The failureoftho three banks
in Now York has drawn public attention to
this feature of the national banking sys-
tem more than at any previous time. Inthis connection the Now York Financial
Chronicle calls attention to the fact that
oneof thechief advantages of the individ-
ual liability clause lies in the fact that "lhe
larger tho capital of a national bank llie
-venter is the BCCurity to the depositor."Stated simply in this way is only equiva-lent to saying that "two is more than one,"but (hero is a fact in this connection of
which few people think, vi/. : that, regular-ly subscribed and paid up capital furnishesjust double the amount of security to the
depositor lhat the same amount would in asurplus fund. Thus a bank with say jl,»030,000 tapital and 11,000,000 surplus
fund would (including tlio individual liabil-

lo the depositors' to the amount of
