care in its preservation. If thrown into
compost beep or deposited with the hog
manure, nearly all its good qualitieswould
be retained very likely, but we would ad-
vise a different course. Nearly every one
wants a little Aincy manure for special pur- |
poses in the spring, and instead of buying
guano aud superphosphates of doubtful
?iuality, he can manufacture his own at a jar less cost from the dropping of the hen. \u25a0

We have found it agood plan to sprinkleI
dry earth under theroots, or peat is nearly \
as good,road dust or scrapings collected j
during a dry spell, aud put away in boxes
,or barrels for use in winter and spring. By
using this three or four times a week,and
loftcner in warm weather,all bad odor is
preventedand the escape of the fertilizing
properties of tho manure is arrested.!Gypsum would answer as well as earth.I
If shoveled into a pile as the weather i
growswarm, it will slowly ferment, aud if
closely watched and shoveLed over when
undue heat is generated, tne process will
add to its value lor the spring's crop, as it j
becomes decomposed by fermentationand
its particles separatedand mingled with the j
earth used as a deodorizer,ami its crude-
noss changed so as to be more readily ap- j
propriatetl by growingplants.

Last year 1 used about fifteen bushels ol ithis kind of manure, aud found it to be a j
very active fertilizer. For potatoes and
corn I applied it in tho hill; mixing with
that used for potatoes about oue-fourth its |

immediately, the earth absorbs any ammo-
nia set free by tho ashes, as they act like
lime in this respect, and should not be
mixedwith manure in a state offermenta-
tion ; nor is it advisableto do so at any
time, unless it is applied to the soil imme-
diately. On garden vegetables thismanure
had a very marked effect. Nearly every

Butter, Cheesennd Milk.

they can best disposeof their dairy pro-
ducts. If we consider that the pork pro-
duced from thebuttermilk or whey pays
for the extra trouble involved in tho care
of butter and cheese, the account will
stand about as follows, when butter is
selling at forty cents per pound, cheese at
eleven cents, and milk at three cents per
quart :

One pound of butter?lo quartsof milk
?10 cents, orM cents per quart for milk.

One pound of cheese?10 quarts of milk
?11 cents, or 2 1-11 cents per quart for
milk.

In order to pay threecents per quart for
milk consumed, tho pound of cheese
wouldhave to be sold at thirty cents, or
one pound of butter at fifty cents.

In the neighborhoodof large cities milk
will commandeven better prices than the
above, as it is frequently worth five cents

fier quart ; this would bring the value of
he pound of butter up to eighty cents and

the cheese to fifty cents.
A farmer can judge from these figures

which is tho most profitable business for
him, the prices being in all cases those
whichcan be obtained on the farm. If the
articles are to be delivered,the ratios may
bo somewhat changed.

For a person living a long distance from
market,or where the means of communi-
cation ate slow and uncertain, cheese will
most likely be the only available means of
reaching a market. For those living nearer
to market, with good facilities for reaching
it, butter is the best paying product.

Jn order to make milk pay, tho market
must not be over two or threo hour..' dis-
tance from the farm. Many railroads,
however, equalize the rates of freights on
milk, charging all their customers tho same
price, whettiorthey live ten or thirty miles
