1872, und is lying in the banks of ihe city of
Richmond drawing only four per cent. interest,
presenting the astonishing spectacle of a State
foreing its citizens to loan wealthy corporations
more than a million doilars at the low rate of
four per cent. per annum, while, at the same
time, under this extraordinary combination of
cireumstances, our citizens are thus compelied to
borrow their own money at the rate of twelvo
per cent. per annum,

The passage of such acts in Virginia by a
bemocratic Legislature is ouly m keeping with
Democratic legislation wherever that party ob-
1ains power, as exemplified by that greas leading
Deniocratic organization of the United States—
the Tammany Ring ot New York. This Legis-
