The Dispatch of Saturday last charges
that Messrs. Lassiter, Jorgenson, Stovall,
Southall, Pearce and Noble, Republican
members of the House of Delegates, were
present when the vote was taken on the
amendementoffered by Mr. Evans, of Pe-
tersburg, that no distinction should bo made
on account of race, color, &c.., by the insti-
tutionsaccepting the I.And Scrip Fund, &c,
&.C.
I have waitedpatiently, expecting to see

some denial of this proposition by some of
the gentlemen charged with being recreant
to theirpolitical obligations ; but as noth-
ing has yet appeared, we conclude that,
with one or two exceptions, it may be pos-
sible that the constituency of these gentle-
men are of but little consequence or con-
sideration to them after the daj of elec-
tion ; and it may also be true that there
aro negroes in the city of Itichmond who
tacitly or otherwise think, as evinced in a
late action on their part, that because the
Republicans of Richmond failed to elect
members to the Legislature, that therefore
the Republicans of this city have no right
to manifest any interest in the present
course of legislation or the apparent indif-
ference on the part of memberselected there
by anxious Republicans from other partsof the State ; but we cannot consent to be
placed in this category. Legislation, if it
be inimical -to our existing constitutional
civil rights, *or if we fail to secure immuni-
ties guaranteed in the State constitution in
consequence ofthe want ofvigilance on the
part of men sent there by Republicans,
then all who profess to be Republicansand
act with that party (except the whites) are
doomedto suffer the same privations and
inconveniencesresulting from their derelic-tion in the performance of high trust, so
confidently imposed in them. No right-
thinking man desires to see any Republi-
can in the Legislature appear unseemly in
that body, but we do expect to see gentle-
men there,representing the most oppressed
class in the State, standing vigorously and
firmly in their places in the advocacy of the
passage and enforcement of thoseprinciples
which they so readily admit on the hustings
are the legitimate fruits of Congressional
legislation following emancipation. In this
connection, we have now to refer to a com-
munication which appeared in the STATE
JOURNAL of the H instant, written by a
memberof the legislature,elected by tho
coloredvote of one of the lower counties
in the State, and signed "A Republican."
Tho reasoning of which leaves
us no alternative, but to come to
tho general conclusion that there
are a class of Virginia quasi Republicans,
who are no more iv favor, even though they
had the power of doing exact justice to the
negro, than are someDemocrats; and here
is the proof: "The unhappy faculty of
running against immovable obstacles,
which has been so frequently observed on
thepart of those who aspire to prominence
in the Republican party in \ irginia, re-
sultedyesterday in a motion from Mr. P,
K. Jones,of Greensville,asking that legis-
lation be had to secure all rights to the
colored people of the Commonwealth, in
public conveyances,&c, as are enjoyed by
their white friends. Now, sir, it is wellknown that the supreme organic lawof the
country places all men on the samefooting
as to public rights antl privileges. The
wrong complained of results from thefact that our State judges in the major-
ity of instances, refuse to recognize this
fact, and it is simply foolish to cumber our
statute books with laws of the character
indicated until the law officers are per-
mitted by popular opinion to conform their
rulings to therequirements of the national
constitution. Time, andtime alone,cau cor-
rect whateverof wrongresults from uniform
prejudice, and he who would attempt to
change this natural course of events, and
by force,producea stateofthings for which
the body of the people are unprepared, is
attempting that which necessarily ends not
only m abortion, but in greater injury tothe cause proposedto be benefitted. The
white people of Virginia would be justly
chargeable with the basest ingratitude if
they entertained other than the kindest
feelings for their colored neighbors, and
but for the promptings of ambition,
which frequently induce colored men to at-
tempt to force results for which the white
people are not yet prepared, all would bewell." Now, these are the sentiments of
a legislator elected and supposed to be in
harmony with his constituents, sent to the
Legislature to do what he reasonably can,to shape the law in such a manner as to re-
quire the judges humanely to conform to
its mandates. But as soon as he entersits
portals, he enunciates a line of policywhich he knows would have defeatedhim,
bad it been known before, and in it, tellsthose who votedfor him "that it is foolish
to cumber the statute books with laws"
which look to tjie security of that class of
them who arebeing maltreated at every
cross-road by a wholecommunity ; "this
would be forcing results ;" but thej' must
wait until a fiendish spirit has been cassat-
ed in everyconceivableinsult'towardthem,
and then that willbe time enough to make
laws for theirprotection, which the courts
may be required to respect. Now, thisis
perniciouß doctrine that tho writer would
not presume to present for the considera-
tion ofany but those whose rights he i.s
willing to see outraged, and but for tho
ready inculcation of which the white Re-publicans in the present Legislature, wouldaccomplish something beside the role of
absence and a ballanced pay account. It is
a very pretty thing for a man, after his
election, to take out g«»r white handker-chief and place it between the miseries of
his constituents and his conscience andthen theorize about the impracti-
bility of present justice to the
negro, during his legislative term; but
a very different thing to face an adverse
public opinion in their behalf. But this
state of things cannot last through many
succeeding years. " I remember," says
GulKver, ''itwas with extreme difficulty
that I could bring my masterto understandthe meaning of the word 'opinion,' be-
cause reason teaches us to affirm or deny
only when we are certain." So it is ex-
tremely difficult for someof our professed
friends to conform to the opinion expressed
in the 14th and 15th amendments. But
reason teaches us that the remedy is in tho
potency of the ballots, and the ordeal of
disappointmentin men is fast teaching us
its value, and we shall endeavor to be cer-
tainjina judicious exerciseof it in the future,
and byit the "roadto Washington" maybea long one. We really believe it is as diffi-cult for some men who wererocked in the
cradle of slavery to appreciate the man-hood of the negro as it would be to accli-
mate and Americanize a polar Esqui-

RURAL READINGS.

Peach Raising.?From areport of a
committee of one of the New Jersey ag-
ricultural societies, who visited Delaware,
the following points are made inrelation to
the requisites of peach culture : 1. To pre-
pare thoroughly, clear and enrich the soil
for planting. 2. To gi?e plenty of room,
or plant 25 or JIO feet apart. 3. Not to
shorten-in thebranches. 4. To do a great
deal of work among the trees?plowing,
harrowing, cultivating, allowing no grass or
weeds. 5. To hunt the borers once a year,
in autumn. 0. No raising com and pota-
toes, except the first three years, in tho
orchard, and then only provided fertilizers
are applied. 7. After the third year to
plant nothing, but cultivate thoroughly.

The objection to shortening-in the roots
is that it tends to unproductiveness, and
the formation of a dense, unyielding head,
and increases the difficulty of gathering tlie
fruit. It is obvious that when performed,
the necessary thinning in connection with
shoitening-back was omitted. It may be
impracticableto do this on a large scale, or
in 100-acre orchards. In some localities
this cutting back has been found the easiest
way to ell'ect the desired thinning of the
fruit?an operation that has tripled tlie
size ofthe peaches, and tripled theirprice,
in cases wliich we have known. Cutting
back, ifproperly done, increases tho vigor
of the trees, and makes old trees bear the
large, fine specimens commonly found only
on young trees ; yet it may bo adapted to
amateur culture only, in ordinary practice.

The thorough cultivation was believed
by owners to keep the curculios within
bounds, and so rapid was the growth im-
parted to the trees, that orchards only
four years old had trees with heads 20 feet
in diameter,and 15 feet high. The culti-
vators are broad, reaching nearly half way
from row torow, and doing work rapidly.

Tho varieties preferred are North's Ear-
ly, ICarly York, jStump the World, Craw-
ford's Early, Oldirlixon Free, and Craw-
ford's Late. Hale's Early has failed, from
its liability torot.?

Profit of TimbekCulture.?ln es-
timating the profits of timber culture in
the United States, all calculations must of
necessity be prospective, and without the
pretense of exactness, since no one can
foresee what may be the value of timber
when the increasing demand, and the con-
sequent ra'iid destruction of the forests,
shall have produced the scarcity which is
inevitable. It is the general opinion of
those who have considered the subject,
that lands in tho rural districts planted
with valuable timber will, in twen-
ty-tivo years from the present time,
be of greater value than any other.
Some of the best kinds of timber thrive
upon verypoor soils, or on rocky and
broken lands, so that tracts almostworth-
less for any other purpose may, by cover-
ing them with trees,be rendered the most
valuable part of an estate. The Larch
plantationsof the Duke of Athol, in Scot-
land, were made upon land worth fiom
ninepence to one shilling per acre. At
thirty years from planting, the trees were
thinned to four hundred per acre, which
was considered the proper number to grow
to a large size. The value at different ages
was estimated as follows:
400 treesper acre, nt 30 years old $ 875
400 " " 43 " 2,2.10400 " " 69 " 10.000400 " " '72 " 18.000It is not, however,necessary to wait thir-
ty years for a forest plantation. Many
kinds of timber yield a return long before
the expiration of that time. The early
thinnings of Oak, Hickory, Ash, Chestnut
and Birch plantationsmay be employed for
hoop-poles,and when too large for thatpurpose are of value for many other uses.Sural Hume.

An Important Fact in Grape
Culture.?Hero we would mention a
fact which has como within our observa-
tion and experience, which, if generally
true, is ofsome importance. It i.s this :?
That the third fruit bud from the base
of the past year's cane throws out
larger and better developed bunches of
grapes than cither the first or second. The
grapes from these buds seem also be'.ter
flavored, and generally superior to
those on the first and second. In
accordance with this hint we havoadopted the plan of cutting the cane
at such length as to leave the third
bud, generally, and sometimes the fourth,
when a good strong one, and then rubbing
off the first and second buds, and leaving
the third and fourth for fruit. The num-
ber of fruit buds lefton any vine must de-
pend on the age aud strei.gth of the vine.If the vines are strong and vigorous, at
three years, from two to three bunches of
grapes may be allowed to mature on each,
without injury. The next year the num-ber may be increased, and so ou increasing
the quantity of fruit with the age of the
vine.? Faexfic Sural Fress.

Cultivationof old Orchards.?
The Country Gentleman says that John
Morse, of Cayuga, N. V., has found oflate
years that ho gets more pears and better
ones by keeping the ground cultivated in-
stead of letting it run to grass. Tho corn
crop proves one of the best for this pur-
pose, as it represses the growth of weeds,
and in this respect is better than potatoes.
Lime has been found decidedly beneficial,
being lirst slaked into powder, and then
spread broadcast over the ground at the
rate of over a hundred bushels per acre.
His ground has been perfectly underdraiu-
ed, and the result of his careful culture is,
that his orchard of 3,(100 trees yiold an an-
nual income of over $3,000.

The FireBlight.?Tho report oftheDepartment of Agriculture says : The fire
blight in pear trees has been very severe
this season on clay soils, in Lucas county,
Ohio. Ou sandy soil»>, which were slight-
ly mixed with rotten or decomposed iron
ore, they havealmost entirely escaped.

Bulk in Stock Food.?The leading
article last week in Nets England Farmer
is on the importance of bulk in the food of
stock. It asserts, and with truth, we be-
lieve, that in keeping an animal, a until
amount of rich, concentrated food will not
serve as good a purpose as thesameamount
of nutriment having more bulk.
