VIRGINIA COAL AND IRON.
We publish in this issue of our paper a

veryfull resume of the lecture deliveredby
General Imboden, last evening, in the hall
of the House of Delegates, on the "Iron
and Coal resources of Virginia." As will
be seen from our report, the lecture was
one ofmore than ordinary interestin regard
to the subject matter treated, and of very
great value for the important information it
imparts. The distinguished lecturer has
thoroughly mastered the field of inquiry on
which he has entered, and we doubt if
there is anywhere lo bo found, in the same
compact compass, so much valuable infor-
mation on tho Iron and Coal resources of
Virginia as is contained in this lecture of
his last evening.

We listened to it throughout with great
satisfaction and pleasure, and, from wha'
we personallyknow ofsome of the sources
of supply in Ihe State, we have no doubt
that the estimates of General Imboden, as
to quantity and quality of mineral metal
to be found in the several localities named
by him, and the favorable circumstances
under which it may bo worked, are
rather below than above those that might
bo safely predicated of most of it.
There is no subject commending itself
more favorably to the attention of Vir-
ginians, or to productive capitalists com-
ing among us, than the immense resources
of wealth and stimulative industry that lie
cooped up in the Iron mountains of Vir-
ginia. All that is wanted to bring
out their grander possibilities is to
wavetho magic wand of capital and indus-
try over them. The fact that Virginia nnd
West Virginia contain more available coal
producing territory than any oilier two
States in the Union, and that Virginia sur-
passes all her sister States in the extent
and richness of her Iron ores, with coal
and the natural fluxes soabundantly distri-
buted to work them,renders it certain that
this wand will sooner or later be waved
over this inexhaustible source of wealthto
our Slate. WhatGeneral Imboden is doing
in the field of labor to which he is now
giving his chief attention, is to hasten the
consummation of this grand result?this
splendid achievement of industrial energy
and power?in Virginia.

The General is a pleasant and effective
speaker. He wastes no words in orna-
ment, but goes straight into \u25a0 the subject of
inquiry at once. This accounts for the
fact that his hearers do not tire, but follow
him with satisfaction to the end of the
chapter. Our report of the lecturo is
among the best reading matter in the paper
to-day, and we cheerfully accord the space
given it.

Lrt the legislature bear in mind one
thing, that an adjournmentwithout repeal-
ing the funding bill of last session, and pro-
viding for calling in the bonds and coupons
issued under it, will result in fastening all
the moreodious feautures of thatbill hope-
lessly upon Ihe necks of Ihe people. A
new funding bill must be framed
providing for the proper funding of
the tlebt, or the two-thirds of it be-
longing to U to pay, treating the prin-
cipal atprincipaland the interest at interest
and calling in both classes of outstanding
bonds, the old and new. If this is not
done, the courts will unquestionably decide

, that the coupons of the last named bonds
must be received in payment of taxes ac-
cording to the express condition upon
their face. The mere passage of a law
providing that these coupons shall not be
received in payment of taxes,will be of no
avail. As long as they are sutfered to out-
stand, tlnty are subsisting contracts that
cannot be impaired in their terms. So the
courts will correctly decide.

Let the friends of a just, righteous, and
perfectly fair and equitable funding bill,
not be caught in any legislative trapby the
superior craft of their opponents. The
hour-glass wanes ; the necessity ofprompt
action presses ; the people are getting im-
patient of delay; what is done must be
dune quickly; what is not done will be
ttken into account when it is too late for
delinquentsto justify before constituents.

Repeal, then, the funding bil 1. Adopt
no half-way expedients. Noting an out-
standing bond or coupon "no contract,"
will be of no earthly validity, nor will

[ any law which seeks to change the nature
?of an outstanding contract. The contract

must be revoked ; the bonds and coupons
called in, and an entirelynew deal made in
the legislative cards. Nothing short of

dodges and small legislative tricks, for the
bondholdiflg thimble-riggers arc sharjily
watching theirgaJne.

WE print elsewhere the rations'passed by the National 1 irgtnia Settlement
Association in regard to what the State
may safely do in the wayof promoting im-
migration. It strikes us that the several
suggestions therein contained arc much
more sensible than any attempt on the part
of the State to createan Agency of its own.
The legitimate business of the State is to
tester and protect its manifold industries
by beneflcient legislation, not to engage in
the business it is only called upon to pro-
tect. For if \u25a0 the State can thus cm-

-1bark in any particular branch of bu-
siness or industry it is called upon to
foster, it may manifestly extendsuch a fos-
tering hand to its own enterprises as to ci.«
tirely crush out all others of an individual
or associated character. It is no part of
the duty of any State,by what authority
soever it may govern or by what lenient
or iron rule, to engage in the associated en-
terprises of individuals. Sir William
Jones, in that grandest of all poems ever
written upon the functions of a State, fully
expresses in less than ono line all that if
should tlo in the way of promoting the
public good. He thus defines law :
" And sovereign law, that State's collected

will,
O'er thrones and globus elate,
Sits empress, crowning good, repressing ill."
Its laboris to crown all the legitimate

enterprisesof its subjects with beneficent
legislation, while it represses everything
that militates against the general welfare.
When it goes beyond this, it departs
from the true functions for the exercise
of which it was created. For it should
be borne in mind that the State is created
by the people ; that the constitution or the
sovereign law speaking the State intoexist-
ence, is only the "collected will" of the
people ; that they are the parties to be
benefittedby legislation, and not the sover-
eign agency that sits empress over them.

What individuals can do infinitely better
than the State, the Stale should manifestly
let alone.

to her t That is the question with us; nnd
no three hundred thousand dollars should
stand for one momentin the way of getting
us out of such a humiliating attitude as
that, if it was in our power to help it.

And this virtually answers the second
inquiry put by our correspondent. Tbe
question is not, "aro we rich enough to bo
generous," but are "wo just, fearless and
great enough to do right?" Shall the
government, against which no statute of
limitation is allowed to run, take advan-
tage of such a statute against a woman
who is helplessly in its power V This is
the question to which the civilized world
looks for an answer; and, whilewe occupy
such a position, wo cannot afford to stop
and higgle with a woman about the price of
a piece of land we have thus takenfrom
her.

Whether tho property belonged to Mrs.
Lee or to her husbandby the laws of Vir-
ginia, we know nothing more than what I
general newspaper statement and rumor
allege, except that it originally came by
descent from Washington to Mrs. Lee.
Our correspondent entirely mistakes tho
case of the Arlington property when he
asks whether "Davis' Mississippi planta-
tion" should be returned to him on the
samo principle ofrestitution. The govern-
ment has unquestionably the right to hold
the property of Mr. Davis as confiscated
during the term of his natural life, but not
one moment longer. It cannot cut off or
intercept the succession. That is as fixed
as adamant in the constitution. General
I.oe is dead. Let only his virtues live after
him. Inter all else in his grave. Great-
ness and magnanimity to a fallen foe can
