EXPENSES OF FUNDING.
The special committee [Mr. Iliddlebar-

ger chairman] appointedto inquire into the
expenses incurred under the funding bill
for lithographing engraving _c., and as
lo the duty of the Second Auditor in the
matter,piesented a report. It appears that
the cost o Iuiiaraving was632,423.70 oflitho-
graphing 14,706.00. Six hundred dollars
of the last item remains unpaid because of
the refusal of the Second Auditor to ap-
prove a bill L. Ludwig for that
amount. The committe are unanimous
in Ihe opinion that the work was contract*
etl for on terms as reasonable as could have
been made with any parties competent to
execute it in the finished and work-
manlike manner in which the bonds were,
prepared. The testimony of Generals
Wickham and Mahone shows that they

have been paying fifty cents per bond on: iders of iB,OOO, while the prices paid by
the late treasurer for Virginia State bonds
averaged 34 cents per bond on an orderfor
95,000. The West Virginia certificates
cost about 13 cents each, and the litho-
grapher testified that his whole profit on
the number executed did not exceed two
hundred dollars. The committee line! that
the aggregate incidental expenses incurred
under the funding bill were $5,551.26, fell
of which the committee concludes was ab-
solutely necessary to the execution of the
act.
