LOCAL, MATTEHS.

Supreme Court of Appeals,?
Tho argument in the caseofKdelin et al vr.
the Mechanical Building Association of Al-
exandria,wasconcludedyesterday evening.
This case is important, not only as invol-
ving the interests oftheparties to the cause,
but because a number of similar associa-
tions, organizod in other parts of the State,
have set*up the same defense as relied on
iv this case. Tho case from Alexandria
differs, however, in some respects, from
the others, and may be stated as follows:

The defendants in this case signed the
articles of association,executed bonds aud
deeds of trust as required by said articles,
and received from the association the value
of their shares at a premium olfered by
them, and they now maintain that the
money thus advanced to them was in fact
an usurious loan, an.l the court below de-cided that " the contracts, bonds, deeds of
trust, etc., which conduced such transac-
tions were usurious and void, and ordered
that the same be cancelled and annulled."
The appellants assign thefollowing errors in
the said decree : Ist. That the agree-
ments, bonds and deeds were not a device
to cover a usurious loan, and such a trans-
action is not usurious upon its face. 2.
The associationwas but a co-partnership,
and it was a dealin" with the partnership,
in which the defendants had an interest in
common with the other membersof theas-
sociation, and was not a loan, the defen-
dants being interested in' the money when
it was advanced and when it was repaid.
This case brings up before the court the
questionof the validity of the transaction
or method of doing business of building
fund associations.

The court was engaged to-day in hearing
argument connected with similar cases
from otherparts of the State. The opin-
ion of the court in tha Alexandriacase is
in reserve.

The Question of a Union Passen-
ger Depot.?No proposed improvement
in our city seems to be so generally de-
sired by our people as the proposedunionrailroadpassenger depot. All seem to re-
cognize tho necessity of having a common
center for the travel to and from
Richmond, and such accommoda-
tions for travelers as the impor-
tance of ourcity and roads demands. We
care not what location is selected. We
know of several points suitable for the
purpose, and have no doubt each of the
roads centering here could be readily laid
to either of them. We think all the roads
shouldbe interested in the uniondepot. If
we have two depots, we might as well have
three, or one for each road. Let us have a
union depot in fact. Public opinion
favors the project, and we are per-
suaded to believe that the managers of
our roads will take the matter under con-
sideration at an early day.

She will
be, the national center of the products ol
the rich mines of Virginia. Our roads
will prosper with the traffic thus created.
Travel will be largely augmented. Even
now the depot accommodationsare inad-
equate, and being variously located, the
passenger trade of the city is much incon- I
venienced. We trust we shall shortly
have tho pleasure of reporting action on
the part of our railroad presidents.
