Trade Argumentof Mr. Kerr.
The House having met for debate as inCommittee ofthe Whole on tho state ofthe

I _ion Mr. Kelley said :
-V;-. Speaker?l meet thomtlnun, sir,at the very threshold of his argument.His fundamental proposition is that the

government has no right to impose a duty«<m goods imported into the country except? the purpose of revenue. This I" deny,d say that it is the duty of the govern-
ment of the L'nited States to maintain theautonomy, the life of the nation, and the
spirit and principle of that life ; to main-
tain that system of government which, ac-cording equal rights to all, exacts equaland intelligent ditties from all. This, sir,involvesthe maintenanceof the laborersofthe country of family and home, and that,at a cost ofso small a portion oftheir earn-
ings that they shall also be able to sendtheir children to the public schools thrownwide open throughout the country, andpossibly to tlie free colleges endowedby the states or by privato mu-nificence. To the existence ofa government resting upon the virtue andintelligence of the people this in essential.It is no boon to the laborer. It is the<luty of the government to protect the la-borers of the country in tlie receipt ofsuch wages as will enable them to do thi.«,

as the only means of keeping linn and un-shaken the foundation upon which our Re-publican institutions rest?intelligent pop-ular opinion. Nothing is moreapparent tomo than that the governmentand peoplo ofthis country may defend their rights andinstitutions by peaceable measures aswell as by those implied by the mainte-nanceof a standing army and a navy.The speechof the gentleman as it goesbroadcast through the country will causemany a shudder and many a sigh in thehomes of our workingpeople. It adjudgesthe standard of their wages to be thosegiven in other lands. It, holdsup Knglandtrance and Belgium as the exemplars we'should follow. Sir, thereare in this coun-try more than a milliontoiling farmers, ar-tisans and laborerswho havetied from theblessings of Belgium, the Zollverein, and
i.rcat Britain ; and they know that a sys-tem of customs duties equivalent to thedifference betweeii American wages aridthose paid m the lands from which theytied is the barrier that defends their homesand families, and their ability to send theirchildren to school for the education re-quiredto qualify American citizens for theintelligent performance of their civic du-ties.

Belgium! says the gentleman. Sir thegentleman's kind heart should have cor-rected his head there. In the coal minesof Indiana, women and children do notwork. In the iron furnaces now risingrapidly throughout the whole Sottthgrn re°-gion of the gentleman's state, there arc nobudding girls at work, no matrons leavin"their young children at home while theytoil as forgeman, or do tbe drudgeryof thofurnace. How is it in Belgium? Tho coalot Belgium is largely mined by womenandgirls. The unskilled drudgery of the iron
furnace is done by women andgirls in thatcountry. In the glass factory the men re-
tain the light work of blowingand mould-ing, while the women and girls do therough labor ofhauling tbe coal and othermaterials and removing the heated refuseof tho works. Is that an example to com-mend to the working peopleof the iron re-gion ofeither Indianaor Pennsylvania??-No, sir ; it is notan example which Amer-
ican statesmanship should follow or pro-pose.

Great Britain ! The gentleman closed iva blaze of glonlication to Great Britain,
lie told us that in 1843. under protectionpauperism had readied the enormousfigureof four hundredand seven thousand. \V hysir, thereare nearly half a million people'lleeing from the British islands annually toescape the "blessingsof free trade,"and alarge share ofthemcome to placethemselvesundertho oppressive"curse of protection"in the UnitedStates; and underfree trade thenumber of paupers ha.* r-wollen to morethan twelve hundred thousand, as ascer-tained by the number found in tbj! unionson a holiday, the first day of the yearwhich process showed as "the gentlemanhas said, less than one-third of that num-ber in 18-12, but thirty years ago. This,however, is not thereal number who reachpauperism during the year ; for the censusof the work-house is taken on the Ist ofJanuary, a holiday, and the number ofpaupers found on that day is what is givento the world.Free trado a blessing to tho people ofKngland! Why. all her philanthropistsdeplorethe fact that the small holding ofland is disappearing, that the small work-shop which might have grown to be a fue-lory, is being absoibed by the monopolizin--capitalist. The laborers ilee from thejblessmgs free trade confers upon themhi Kngland, that they may not go down indrunkenness and destitution to tinhonoredgraves, leaving no mourner to drop a tearover theirremains when released from thomiseries inflictedupon them by the govern-ingclasses, who look only to the interestsof theconsumer, and take the very life-blood from the operative in every depart-ment of productive industry.Let us look at the facts. Where doesLngland get her door-frames, her doors,her window-frames, and her window-sashes? (lo look at St. Thomas's Hos-pital, the last noble building erected byprivate munificence and governmentaid inthecity of London, andinquire where eachdoor and door-frame, each window-frameand sash came from, aud you will learnthat they came ready-made "from Norway.On the Ith of July last my distinguishedfriend from Massachusetts [Mr. Hoar]wrote me from London. His letter wasbrief, and I can recall most of it. Amongother things ho said that having becomesomewhat familiarly acquainted with an in-telligent workingman, a leader of his class,lie had asked him how the experiment of

iree trade was working. "Fatally for?is," was the reply, as reported by Mr.Hoar; "we begin to see how terrible amistake it was for the working classes.Sir' m Pimlico alone I knew about eightHundred men who had made decent livingsby cutting lath ; but now all ourlaths are imported ready-cut from-Norway, antl most of those men areeither on the poor rates or are earn-
inga precarious livingby doing jobs. Thefew wtio wereable to have emigrated."He then pointed to St. Thomas' hospital,and mentionedthe facts to wlrch 1 havereferred, and added : "Sir,but for the factthat thebricklayers' union wouldnot per-mit men to lay foreign bricks in London,the very bricks of that building wouldhave been brought from Belgium, wherethey had been contiacted for." Has freetrade blessed the working people thus d -prived of their only estate, the ability to. work at the tradethey had teamed by longapprenticeship?

But let us proceed. Where does log*land go for her knit good.s?she whom thegeQih_man from Indianasays free trade hasmade foremost of nations "and the mistressof the sea? Sir, England was foremostamong the nations and mistress of thosea as a good while before 1849when tha abstract theories of speculativephilosophersvanquished tho experience ofages, and abandoning the protective princi-

pie she adopted free trade. She has moremanufacturing competition now, aud morecompetition for supremacy upon the seathan she has experienced atany time since,Sir George Downing gave old Noll Crom-
well the navigation laws, which prohibited
the importation into Kngland or her colo-nies any production of any portion ofher wide Tj extended empire ii anyother than an English bottom. Whonthat law went into effect the crossof St. George supplanted the broom ofVan Tromp, and Holland ceased to be themistress of the seas. From that timeKngland reigned mistress of the sea tillduring the existence of our tariff of 3842

and for a few yearsafter its repeal we werecompeting with her. And now France,protective France, and Germany, protec-tive Germany, are competing with her, aswe soon shall be if free trade does not pre-vail and destroy our ship-yards and ourability to produce at conVenient pointsAmerican iron with which to build ships.But 1 havo digressed. Let me answermy question. She goes to Sweden for herknit goods. That charlatan who aspiresto the title of friend of the working peopleMr. Muudella, the member of Parliamentwhorecently came over here to pursnadeus in adopting free trade, is a loadingman-ufacturer of knit goods. Boas he pay hisconstituents even liberal English wages forproducing his goods ? No, sir ; but whilethe English operatives starve around himhe goes to Saxony, wherewagesare lower'to get his work done.
Hard as this is upon tht oppressedand suffering* laborers of Great Britainit M very well lor us, and will con-tinue to be so as long as wo shall do-fend and protect the higher wages of ourooeratives by an adequate iariff. Such ofher working people as are thus thrown outof employment as havo not been reducedto a condition of poverty thatprecludesthepossibility of their emigrating, come toour country to earn good wagesguaranteed

by a protective tariff, nnd to enjoy homeand family and a free church as well asfree schools for their children.AVhere are the three hundred and morecoppermines in Cornwall and Devonshirealone, which in ISCB employed seven thou-sand men in mining? Tho late Sir Rode-rick Murchison i. my authority for sayingthat tho importation, duty free,ofthe cheapsurface ores of Chili and Peru closed morethan threehundred drifts and turnedadriftmore than seven thousand skilled miners.Do you think those men, bred to copper-mining from early boyhood in the'beautifulcounties of Cornwall and Devon, withtheir families about them, living humbly,it is true, but living by their labor!hailed free trade as a blessing when theyturned from their human and they andtheir girls and boys huddled with tbepauper herd in the work-house ?
