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Duration of Vitality in Chain.
?"A Young Farmer" inquires if seed of
the different kinds of grain a year or more
old, will grow as well as fresh .seod. Our
answer would be, always WW seed as fresh
as it ran bo had, for although some seed
will germinate after it has been kept years,
yet these arc exceptions. We do not know

? ofany distinct experiment! on old and new
grain, except it he a single trial which we
made in pots. Fresh seed wheat wassown
in pots in autumn, one inch deep, and
kept properly moist. Tn another
pot, subjected to the samo tem-
perature and the same degreo of moisture
was sown wheat kept over one year. In
other pots, seed five years old, was sown
under sitnular circumstances. The first or
Iresli seed came up in eleven days, the
weather being rather coo!; the second
seed, one year old, came up in thirteen
days. The live-year seed in tho other
pots ciiuie up irregularly, the first in eigh-
teen days, and afterwards for nearl3' amonth. The grains of all were counted
when placed in the earth, and«the result
was that all fresh seed grew; all or nearly
all tho one year; but not one-half the tive-
year seed ever grew at all. From these
limited experiments, we may infer that
fresh seed is always, best ; if only a year
old it may do well, although the plants
will hardly have the vigorof the first; but
seed several years old should be employed
only for preserving or securing some desi-
rable variety. Wo hope some ofour read-
ers will repeat the experiment on oats,
barley, &c, by accurately counting, mea-
suring depth, recording dates, &c.? Coun-
irii Gentleman.
