Tur FaTAL TRICHINA.—It behooves
those pecple who are fond of pork to be
particular as to the quality of the article.
We have already refeired to two deaths in
Cleveland from trichina, through eating
diseased piz meat. Two other people, in
the same city, are now suffering from the
same disease, with very little pro%ability of
recovery. Asin the first case, the com-
plaint was brought on through eating sau-
sage made of pork. Part of the food was
composed of meat bought in the market,
and part from an animal fattened by
the sufferers themselves. On examin-
ing the two kinds of pork with a
microscope, it was discovered that the
mneat procured at the market was full of
trichina, while none could be seen in the
home-fed portion, As there is no intima-
tion that the former was at all decomposed,
the disease was probably the result of bad
feeding of the hogs from which the pur-
chased meat was taken. Iowever that
may be, it is incumbent upon the con-
sumers of pork to be very particular as vo
the quality of it. There is no doubt that
many diseased beeves and sheep, as well as
hogs, ave killed and sent to market for
food. The poorer classes are, of course,
the most likely to suffer from this unseru-
pulous conduct of the dealers; but beef
and mutton, fortunately, are not efiected
with trichina, and ought at all times to be
preferred to suspiciously cheap or doubtful
looking pork.—Zxchange.
