Hancock received his guests in ared velvet
rap, within which was one of line linen,
turned up over tho edge of tho velvet one
or twoinches. He wore a blue damask
gown, lined with silk, a white satin em-
broidered waistcoat, Mack satin small
clothes, white silk stoi'kings, and red mo-
rocco slippers.

Tho judges of (he Supreme Court ofMassaiiiusetl.s,U lale as wore robes
of scarlet, laced with black velvet; aud in
summer black silk gowns, (ientlemen
wore coats of everyvariety of color, gene-
rally the cape and collarof velvet of a dif-
ferent color from the coat. In 1780, Hon.
Washington arrived in New York from
Mount Vernon, to assume the duties of the
I'residency. lie was dressedin a full suit
of Virginiahomespun. On his visit to New
l-iiglaml he wore tbe old Continental uni-
forw, except on the Sabbath, when he ap-
peared in black. John Adams, when Vice-
President, wore a sword,and walkedabout
the streets with his hat under his arm. At
his levees in Philadelphia, President"Wash-
ington was clad in black velvet, his hair
powdered and gathered behind in a silk
bag; yellow gloves; knee and shoe
buckles ; he held in his hand a cocked hat
ornamented with a cockade, fringed about
an inch iteep with black feathers, a long
sword in a white scabbard, with a polished
steel hilt, hung at his hip.

"Strikes."?The Chicago Tribune
makes a calculation as to the actual money
cost of the strike of the building trades,
anticipated in that city at 8078,000 a week,
being the wages of 27,500 working men.
This sum is made up as follows: The
wages of -2,000 carpenters at .21, would
amount to .258,000 ; of 8,000 bricklayers,
at .:10, to $340,000 ; of 3,500stonecutters,
at M4, to .84,000 ; of 2,000 plasterers, at
.:!?>, to 180,000 ; and of -2,000 painters, at
.21, to $ 12,000. This loss in wages would
in a few weeks exceed the total amount of
relief contributions made to alleviate the
great disaster by fire.
