His brain alone, proposes and dis-
poses. His sons like machines, labor atthe will of the master, often ignorant andindifferent as to results. Their wants aresupplied, and their desiresgratilied, likebeasts of burden, according to the ability
or disposition of the owner. It is not
strange that boys are eager to escape this
mental famine and physical servitudeat,and often before, majority. And when theydo go forth into the world, unlearned in theart ofself-support, and attempt to compete
with their fellows with half a century'sfinancial experience,who wonders that sofew reap the fruits of success ? For everydollar that is accumulatedeach year, there
tire ten competitors, and out of these ten,there- are eight who have had years ofexperience, and if those withoutexperiencefail to secure their full share, the worldmakes no allowance, but with its cold iron-heel crushes out what little hope andambition the inexperienced may have left.As well might you expect a man to

succeed as boss ship-builder, or an expertmachinist, by crossing the ocean in theGreatEastern or studying the plates in a
Patent-Office report, as to expect the great

.mass ofyoung men to succeed in thcstrtig-
gle of life, whosoonly practical experience
has been what the ordinary custom ofparents affords to their children. Ordi-narychildrenmature,with littleor nocaresor responsibilities. The parent providesfood, raiment and "pin money." Thechild regarding the parent obligatedto lookafter and provide for all his wants anddesires, appreciatesno remuneration orcon-sideration for bit services, and learns to
perform his task as the easiest method of
spending his days ofdependence and servi-tude. Keep the arm in a sling from in-
fancy to manhood, and the anvil will laugh
at the puerile effort-|of evena giant in size,with the sledge! Do the child's thinking,
managing and financieringuntil he is ofage,and then send him out into a cold, avari-
cious, experienced world of financial shar-'ipers, and if he is not overpowered, withIhopes crushed, and aspirations blighted, a \candidate for dissipation, it will be becausehe rather lacks brains or Ins natural good-ness is seldom found.

To remedy these evils, our children and
youth should, at as early an age as practi-cable, learn the usefulapplicationofknowl-edge, and acquireskill in some special pur-suit. All children love to handle tools andto imitatetheemployments ofolderpersons.Let us take advantage of this, and directthe overflowing life into healthychannels.

THE BAILING OF JEFF. DAVIS.We regret to see that someof our Re-publican eoteinporariesallude to the act ofHorace Oreeley in signing the bail bondof Jeff. Davis in terms ofadversecriticism.This spirit is wholly wrong and can dono good. It was decidedto admit Davis to
bail and the act ivts merely one of com-mon humanity.

We approve thespirit in which Mr. Gree-ley signed the bond, and the pluck withwhich he defended it against unreasonablecriticism.
