DURATION OF VITALITY IN GRATN,—
“A Young Farmer” inquires if seed of the
different kinds of grain a year or more old,
will grow as well as {resh seed. Our answer
wonld be, always sow seed as fresh as it
had —for although some seed will
cerminate after 1t has been kept years,
yel these are exceptionrs. We do not
know of any distinet experiments on
old and new grain, exeept 1t be a single
trial which we made in pots. Fresh seed
wheat was sown in pots in autumn, one
inch deep, and kept properly moist. In
another pot, subjected to the same temper-
ature and the saine degree of moisture, was
sown wheat kept over one year. In other
pots, seeds five years oid, was sown under
similar circumstances.

The first or fresh seed came up in eleven
days, the weather being rather cool § the
aecond seed, one year old, came up in
thirteen days. 'The five ?'em' seed in the
other pots came up irregularly, the first in
cighteen days and afterwards for nearly a
month, The grains of all were counted
when placed in the carth, and the result
was that all the fresh seed grew;all or
nearly all the one year: but not one-half
the five year seed ever grew atall. From
these limited experiments we may infer that
fresh seed is always the best;if only a year
old it may do well, although the plants will
hardly have the vigor of the first; but seed
several years old should be employed only
for preserving or securing some desirable
variety. We hope some of our readers
will repeat the experiment on oats, barley,
&e., by accurately counting, measuring
depth, recording dates, &c.
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Berect orF Conp oN IRON AND
STEEL.—For many years it has been

almost an axiom among civil engineers that
great cold tended to produce a brittle con-
dition of iron and steel, and that by this
hypothesis might be explained the alleged
increase in the percentage of railway acei-
dents by the breaking of tires and axles
during the cold season as compared with
the warm, A recent communication be-
fore the Literary and Philosophical So-
ciety of Manchester, by Mr. Brockbank,
maintained the view just stated 5 but in
the "discussion which followed several em-
inent engineers entered their protest against
it, and adduced facts which tend to an en-
tirely opposite conclusion. According to
Dr, Joule, numerous experiments by him-
self and others proved that, so far from iron
and steel being weakened by cold, they
are actually made positively stronger, re-
sisting shocks and strains before which
they yielded when brought toa higher
temperature. While not 5enying the fact
of the greater frequency of fractures du-
ving the cold weather, Dr, Soule refers
these to the increased hardness of the
ground by freezing, by which iron is sub-
jected to a greater strain or shock than
under ordinary circumstances.—KDITOR’S
SCIENTIFIC RECORD, in Harper’s Maga-
zine for December.
