PLATFORM OF TII‘E NATIONAL REPUB-
LICAN PARTY

The following is the full platiorm adopted by
the Republican National Counvention, held at
Philadelphia, June 6 and 6, 1872:

The Republican party of the United States
assembled in National Convention, in the city of
Philadelphia, on the 6th and 6th days or June,
1872, again declares its faith, appeals 1o itg
history, and announces its position upon the
questions before the couniry.

First.—During eleven years of supremacy it
has accepted, with graud courage, the solemn
duties of the times ; it suppressed a gigantic re-
bellion ; emancipated 4,000,000 of slaves ; decreed
the equal citizenship ofall,and established uniyer
sal suffrage; exhibiting unparalleled nas m\:}
nimity, it criminally punished no man for ;&itl
caloffences,and warmly welcomed all who proved
their loyalty by obeying the laws and dealing
Justly with their neighbors, It has steadily de-
creased, with a firin hand,the result and dizorders
of a great war, andinitiated a policy toward
the Indians, The Pacific railroad and similar
vast enterprises have been generously nided and
successfally conducied; the public land freelv
given to actual settlers; immigration protected
and encouraged, and a full acknowledgement of
the naturalized citizen’s right secured from Euro-
péan powets; a uniforfn national currency has
been provided; repudiation frowned down, the
national credit sustained nuddr most extrifordi-
nary burdens, and new bonds negotiated at lower
rates, The reyenues hnve been carefally col
lected and honestly applied, despite annual
large reductions ¢f rates of taxation, the
poblic debt has been reduced, during (ien-
eral Grant's Presidency, at the rate of a
hundred millions a year; great financial crisis
have been avoided, and peace and plenty pre-
vail throughout the land; menacing toreign diffi-
culties have heen peacefully and lwnoublhy com-
posed, and the honor and the power of the na-
tion kep}&;h in l{uzF respeet throughout the
world. is glorious record of the past, is
the party’s best pledge for the future. We be-
lieve the people will not entrust the government
to any party, or eombination of men, compored
chiefly of those who resisted every step of this ben-
eficial progress,

Seeond —Com

plete liberty and exact equali-
ty in the enjoyment of all civil, pobtical
and public rights should be established and
effectually mn_ip.t.glneﬂ lhéou hout the Union, by
efficient and appropriite Staté and Federal legis-
lation ; neithér the law nor the administration
should admit of any diserimination in respect of
citizens by reason of race, ereed, coloved or pre-
vious condition of servitude. :

Third. —The recent ameudments to the Natio-
nal Constitution, should be cordinlly sustained,
because they are right, not'merely tolerated be-
cause they are law, and should be carvied out nc-
“cording to the spirit by appropriate legislaton, the
enforcement of which can safely beentrusted only
to the party that secured those amendmerts,

Fourth. -—"i‘he Nationnl Government shonld
seek to maintain honorable peace withall na-
tions, protecting its citizens evirywhere, and
sympathizing  with all peoples who ‘strive
for greater liberty. -

ifth.—Any e&ystem of the civil servico under
which the subordinate positions of the Goy-
ernment are coneidered reward for - mere
arty zeal, is fatally demoralizing, and we,
?hereton-, favor a reforyn of the system, by laws
which ghall abolish the évils of patronage, and
make honesty, efficiengy, and ﬂdem[y the essén-
tial qualifications for publie porition, without
p,mcucuu%cren.lmx a life tenure of office.

Sixth.—We are opposed to further grantsof the
public lands to corporations and monopolies, and
demand that the national demain be set apart
for free homes for the people. The annual rey-
enua, after Eu{ing current debt, should furnish
a 1oderate balance.

Seventh.—The annual revenues, after paying
the current debt, shoonld furnish a moderate
balavice for the reduction of the principal,
and the revenue, except so much as may be
derived frem a tax on tobacco and
liguors, be raised by dudies upon importation ;
the duties of which should be so adjusted as to
aid in securing remunerative wages, Lo labor,
and promots the growth, industries, and prose
perity of the whole country,

Eighth~We hold in undying honor the soldiers
and sailors whose valor saved the Union. Their
pensions are a sacred debt of the nation, and the
widows and orphans of those who died for their
country are enlitled to the care of an additional
legislation ns will extend the bounty of the Goy-
ernmeut to all our soldiers and sailors who were
honorably diseharged, and who,in the time of
duty, became disabled, without regard to L}
length of service or the cause ot such discharge,

Ninth.—The doetrine of Great Britain and other
Eurcpean Powers concerning allegiance, “‘Once
a suhject always a subjees,” having at last,
through the eflorts of the edublican party, been
abandoned, ‘and the Ameriean iden of the right
to transfer allegiance having been accepted by
European nations, itis the duty of onr (Fovern-
ment 0 guard with jealous carethe right of
adopted eitizens against the assumption of unau-
thorized claims their former Government,
and we urge continual careful encouragement
and protecuion of voluntary immigration.

Tenth.—The franking privilege ought to be ahol-
ished and ihe way prepared for a speedy reduc-
tion in the rate of postage.

Eléventh. —Among the questions which press
for attenTion is that which concerns the relations
of eapital and labor, and the Republican party
recognize the duty of g0 shaping legislation as to
secure full protection and the amplest field for
eapital, and for labor, the creator «f eapital, the
largest opportunities and a just share of the mu-
1 proflts of these two greatservants of civiliza-
tion. 22

Twelfth.—~W e hold that Congress and the Pres-
dent have only fulfilled an imperative duty in
their measures for the suppression of violent and
tressonable organizationsin eertain lately rebel-
lious regions, and for the protection of the ballot
box, and therefore they are entitled to the thanks
of the nation.

Thirteenth —We- denounce the repudiation of
the public debt in any form or disguise as 2 na-
tional crime. We witness with pride the reduc-
tion of the principal of the debt and of the rates
of interest upon the bulance, and confidently ex-
peet that our excellent national currency will be
perfected by a speedy resumption of gpecie pay-
ments,

Fourteenth.—~The Republican party is mindful
of its obligations 10 the loyal women of America
for their noble denation 1o the cause of freedoin,
their admission to the wider fields of usefulness
is viewed with salistaction, and the honest de
mands of any class of citizens for additional
rights should betreated with respectful considera-
tion

Fifteenth —We heartily approve the action of
Congrgss in extending amnesty to those lately in
rebellion, and rejoice in the growth of peace and
fraternal feeling thronghout the land. .

8. That these constitutional amendments and
the laws for their enforcement embody not only
the just principles of equality and right; but
those of true Christian toleration ; and that we
oppose all proseription for opinion sake, and all
endeavors toinfuse a spiritof hatred and hostili-
tyin the minds of one class of citizens agninst
another on political grounds.

Regolved, That this (Convention earnestly re
commends the estublishment of a free National
University in the city of Washington, to utilize
the immense educational material now coliected
there; such University to be supported from the
proceeds of sales of the public lands.

Resolved, That cheap communication by mail
is one of the most precious interests of the peo-
ple, and*we call upon Congress to perfect our
present excellent system by adding there to the
Postal Telegraph, thus securing the vast benefits
of telegraphic communication to all.

WHEREAS it is of immense commercial impor-
tance to the people of the United States that a
public highway be established for cheap trans-
portation of freights between the people of
