The Republican party of the United States
assembled in National Convention, in the city of
Philadelphiay on the 6th and Gth days or June,
1872, again declares its faith, appeals 1o its
history, and announces its position upon the
@nestions before the country. i

First~During eleven {eam of supremacy it
has accepted, with graund courage, the solemn
duties of the times ; it suppressed a gigantic re-
bellion ; emancipated 4,000,000 of glaves ; decrced
the equal citizenship of all,and establirhed unjyer
sal suffrage; exhibiting ungmlh-led magna-
nimity, it criminally punished no man for politi-
caloffences,and warmly welcomed all who proved
their loyalty by obeying the laws and dealing
Justly with their neighbors. It has steadily de-
creased, with a firmn hand,the result and disorders
of a great war, and initiated a wise policy toward
the Indians. The Pacitic railroad and similar
vast enterprizes have béen generousl{ aided and
successfully conducted; the public lund freely
given to actual eettlers; immigration protected
and encouraged, and a full acknowledgement of
the naturalized citizen's right secured from IEuro-
pean powers ; a uniform national currency has

een provided | repadiation frowned down, the
national eredit sustained under most extraordi-
nary burdens, and new bonds negotiated at lower
rates, The revenues h#ve been carefully col
lected and honestly applied, despite annual
large reductiong ¢f rates of taxation, the
public debt has been reduced, during Gen-
eral Grant’s Presidency, at ihe rate of a
hundred millions & year; great floancial erisis
have been avoided, and peace and plenty pre-
vail throughout the land; menacing foreign diffi-
culties have been peacefullgl and honorably com-
posed, and the honor and the power of the na
tion i(epv. in high respect throughout the
world. This glorious record of the u’ut, is
the party's best pledge for the future. e be-
lieve the people will not entrust the government
to any party, or eombination of men, composed
chiefly of those who resisted every step of this ben-
eficial progress,

Second.—Complete liberty and exact eguali-
ty in the enjoyment of all civil, political
and public rights shoild be established and
effectually maintained throughout the Union, by
efficient and appropriate State and Federal legis
lation ; nejther the law nor the administration
should admit of apy diserimination in respect of
citizens by reason of race, creed, colored or pre-
vions condition of servitude.

Third.—The recent amendments 1o the Natio-
nal Constitution, should be cordially sustained,
becanse they are right, not merely tolerated be-
cause they are law, and should be carried out ac-
cording to the spirit by appropriate legislaton, the
enforcement of which can safely be entrasted only
to the party that secured those amendmer ts,

Fowrth.—~The National Government should
seek to maintain honorable peace withall na-
tions, protecting its citizens everywhere, and
sympathizing with all peoples who strive
for greater liberty.

Fifth.—Any system of the civil service under
which the subordinate positions of the Gov-
ernment are considered reward for mere
party zeal,is fatally demoralizing, and we,
therefore, favor a reform of the system, by laws
which shall abolish the evils of patronage, and
make honesty, efficiency, and fidelity the essen-
tial gqualifications for tpubllc position, without
practically creating a life tenure of office.

Siazth.—We are opposed to further grantsof the

blic lands to corporations and monopolies, and

emand that the national demain be set apart
for free homes_for the people. The annual rev-
enue, after paying current debt, should farnish
a moderate balance.

Seventh.—The annual revenues, after paying
the current debt, shomld. furnish a moderate
balunce for the reduction of the principal,
and the revenue, except so much as may be
derived from a on tobacco and
liguors, be raised by duties upon importation ;
the duties of which should be so adjusted us to
aid in securing remunerative wages, to labor,
and promote the growth, industries, and pros-
perity of the whole country.

Eighth.—~W e hold in undying honot the soldiers
and sailors whose valor saved the Union. Their
pensions are & sacred debt of the nation, and the
widows and orphans of those who died for their
country are entitled to the care of an additional
legislation as will extend the bounty 6f the Gov-
ernmeut to all our soldiers and sailors who were
honorably discharged, and who,i n the time of
duty, became disabled, without regard to the
length of service or the cause of such discharge.

Ninth —The doctrine of Great Britain and other
European Powers concerning allegiance, *‘Once
a subject always a subject,” having at last,
through the eflforts of the Redublican party, been
abandoned, and the American idea of the right
to transfer allegiance having been accepted by
European nations, it is the duty of our Govern-
ment to guard with jealous carethe right of
adopted citizens against the assumption of unan-
thorized claims by their former Government,
and we urge continual careful encouragement
and protection of voluntary immigration

Tenth,—The franking privilege ought to be abol-
ished and the way prepared for a speedy reduc-
tion in the rate of postage.

Eleventh.—Among the questions which press
for attention is that which concerns the relations
of capital and labor, and the Republican party
recognize the duty of so shaping legislation as to
secure full protection and the amplest field for
capital, and for labor, the creator « f capital, the

largest opportunities and a just share of the mu-

:‘m\l ts of these two great servants of civiliza-
on.

Twelfth.—We hold that Congress and the Pres-

dent have only fulfilled an imperative duty in
their measurqs: for the suppression of violent and
trexsonable organizatious in certain lately rebel-
lious regioas, and for the protection of the ballot
box, and therefore they are entitled to the thanks
of the nation.

Thirteenth,—We denounce the repudiation of
the public debt in any form or disgnise as a na-
tional erime. We witness with pride the reduc-
tion of the principal of the debt and of the rates
of interest upon the balance, and coufidently ex-
peet that our excellent national currency will be
perfected by a speedy resumption of specie pay-

ments,

~The Republican party is mindful
of its obligations 10 the loyal women of America
for their noble donation 10 the canse of freedom,
their admission to the wider fields of usefulness
is viewed with satisfaction, and the honest de
mands of any class of ecitizens for additional
rights should betreated with respectful considera-
tion

Pifteenth.—We heartily approve the action of
Congress in extending amuesty to those lately in
rebellion, and rejoice in the growth of peace and
fraternal feeling throughout the land.

Sizteenth.—The Republican partg propose to
respect the rights reserved by the people to
themselves as carefullly as the powers delegated
by them to the Stateand to the Federal Govern-
ment. Itdisapproves of the resort to uncousti-
tutional laws for thie purpose of removing evils
by interference with rights not surrendered by
the people to either the State or National Gov-
ernment,

Seventeenth —1It is the duty of the (ieneral
Goyernment to adopt such measures as will tend
;o . encourage American commerce and  ship

uildiug.

Eighteenth—We believe that the waodest pits
riotism, the earnest purpose, the sound judg-
ment, the gr&ctieul wisdom, the wcorruptible in-
tegrity and the illustrious services of Ulysses S,
Grant, have commended him to the heart of the
American people, and with him at our head we
stand to-day upon a new march to victory.

PRINCIPLES ENUNCIATED BY THE RE-
PUBLICANS OF VIRGINIA.

The Republicans of Virginia, in Convention
asserbled, about to enter upon the canvass for
the election of a President and Vice-President
ol the United. States, now formally announce
the:xl' &rlnctplu to the voters of this Common-
we >

From 1866 to 1872 thay have contingally and
unwaveringly held and proclaimed the same
principles ; and they hereby reiterate and re.
affirm the resolutions of their State Conventions
held in 1866, 1867, 1868, 1869, 1870, and 1871.

These principlés have been embodied in the
13th, 14th, and 15th amendments of the national
constitution ; and in the civil rights act of April
0, 1366, the enforcement act of May 30, 1870, and
the amended enforcement act of April 20, 1871;
which principles in brief are :—

1, That slavery shall never exist in this Union ;

‘I'hat all native and naturalized inhabitants of
these states shall be citizens of the Union, enti-
tled to absolutely equal rights, civil and politi-
cal;

That the elective franchise and the right of of-
fice-holding shall belong to all citizens of proper
age, not guilty of ecrime, irrespective of race,
color, or of any other proscriptive qualification

2. That the laws of Congress passed for thi
enforcement of these rights should be diligently
executed; and that if, in practice, these laws
should be found inadequate for this purpo-e,
other laws should be enacted by Congress effect-
aal to that end.

3. That these constitutional amendments and
the laws for their enforcement embody not only
the just principles of equality and ht; but
those of trune Christian toleration; and that we
oppose all proscription for opinion sake, and all
endeavors to infuse a spirit of hatred and hostili-
ty in the minds of one class of citizens against
another on political grounds.

4. That we challenge the world to produce
financial results more successful than haye been
achieved by the national administration. The
national debt has been diminished three hundred
millions of dollars, while taxation by the nation-
al government has been largely and steadily re-
duced. Our credit has improved and strength-
ened at home and abroad ; the perpetrators of
fraud and embezzlement have been vigorously
pursued and promptly punished ; the revenues
have been collected by officers held by the Presi-
dent to the most rigid accountability, all ot
which has prodnced the present satisfactory
condition of the national treasury.

5, That a well conducted and faithfully ad
ministered system of free schools, in pursuance
of the State constitution, whereby the children
of the people shall be universally educated, js a
cardinal policy of the Republican party, and
necessary to the well being of society; and as
one means of securing an efficient management
of the free schools of Virginia, we favor the elee-
tion of seb ool trusiges by the people in such
manner that the winority as well as the majoz-
ity may be represented in the school boards.

6, That it is due to the Superintendent of Pub-

lic Instruction of Virginia, that this Convention
should express their approval of his late able re-
port, as giving earnest of his competency and
fidelity of intention in the discharge of his im-
portant duties.
. 7. That the so-catled (Conservative party of
this State, by its unjust laws and proscriptive
spirit, by its attempts to hold the mase of the
people jn jgnorance, by its pernicious financial
legitlailon apd its oppressive taxation, has for-
feited all claim to the enpport of the pegple of
Viigmia ; and has shown that u&mrty is ynfit to
exist which, like it, is organized on the princi.
ple of political and social proscription, and held
together br no common bond but that of hatred
towards the national government and its sup-
porters.

8. That the wise provisions of the homestead
clause in our State constitution have been ig-
nored by the judiciary or ruled upon insuch a
manner as to deny to our people its intended
benefits.

Suffering debtors find no adequate relief upon
appenl to the State courts or Legislature, but
are compelipd to see the little wreck of property
1eft themn by the war saerificed ynder the sheriff &
hammer at forced sale and themselyes apd fami-
lies left homeless beggars,

In view of these fucts, the Republican party of
Virginia, as the author of the homestead clause
and it advocate to the present time, believes the
extension of the exemptions under the geuneral
bankrupt act so as to include the homestead ex-
emptions under our State constitution to be the
only means of relief now offered to our people,
and they therefore ask Congress to pass the
amendment to that effect offered in the Senate
by the Hon. J. F. Lewis, and hereby pledge
themgelyes to the support of this measure.

9. That we exiend 3 hearty welcome to immi-
gration and eapital from abrogd, and advocate
the development in every possible mauney of the
magnificent resources of forest, soil, water-
power and mineral wealth in which Virginia
abounds.

10. That the national currency given ihe na-
tion by the Republican party, has proved a
national hlessing; that a protective tarifl’ is the
true policy for the South, tending as it does to
produce that variety of employments which we
80 much need ; and that State and nationul taxa-
tion shonld be reduced as rapidly,as possible,
consistently with a due regard to the publie faith,

11. That this Convention, as u mark of their
respect for the Hon. John F, Lewis and as a tes,
timonial to his valuable public gervices, and his
integrity of character, respectfully offer his
name to the Republican party of the United
Statos, for pomination along with Gen. Grant,
as a candidate for the Vice-Presidency.

12. That this Conventien nanimgusly recom-
mend the renominagiony General Grant for
the Presidency, as due, not only to his great
publie services in the field and in the Cabinet,
and to his fidelity and honesty, but as a measure
of justice to a great and good man who has been
made the ob{ect of iniquitous assauit not only
from his palitical enemies but from those who
sheuld have been his palitical frienda,

Supplemental Iesolutions.

Resolved, That in the opinion of this Conven
tion Congress should provide for such an exten-
sion of the powers of the Federal courts, as to
protect all rights and secure prompt remedies for
all wrongs in the States lately in rebellion, where
the partisan character of the local courts, or the
inadequacy of their power, fails to secure pro-
tectioa to any portion of the people,

Resolved, That we are in favor of an amend-
ment to the Constitution of the Unijted States
providing for the election of President, Vice-
President, and Senators, directly by the people,
and, so far as possible, for such direet election ot
all other pubiic officers.

Resolved, That the National domain is the
common heritage of all the people, and should
be sacredly guarded from speculation and mono-

1y ; sold only for homesteads to actual settlers
in small gnantitieg, and the proceeds applied to
education, L4

Resolved, That this Convention earnestly re
commends the establishment of ;4 free National
University in the city of Washington, to utilize
the immense educational material now collected
there ; such University to be supported from the
proceeds of sales of the public lands.

Resolved, That cheap communication by mail
is one of the most precious interests of the peo-
ple, and we call nupon Congress to perfect our
gresent excellent system by adding there to the

'ostal Telegraph, thus securing the vast benefits
of telegraphic communication to all.

WHEREAS it is of immense commercial impor-
tance to the people of the United States that a
public highway be established for cheap trans-
portation of freights between the people of
the West and the Atlanticseaboard ; therefore,

Resolved, That the Congress of the United
States be memorialized to complete the James
River and Kanawha canal, and that our Senators
and representatives in Congress be requested to
use all honorable means to secure the completion
of this national highway (already half comple-
