“What office do you hold in this instita-
tion 2?7 a visitor inqaired of a member of
the Oneida, Commuanity,who had graduated
with honor from college and theological
seminary and officiated as church-paster
previous to joining the Community.

“I hold at present the office” of Dish-
Rinser,” was the simple reply. :

It never.occurs to a member of the Com-
munity that one kind of work is degrnfiing
in itself while another is. elevating. It is
understood 'thiat the character of labor is
determined by itd'associations and by the
spirit in which it is Jrerformed. Our respect
for men is measured by their real character
and actions, riot at all by their temporary
circamstances. - Official position carries
with it no rewards not within the reach of
the faithful laborer in subordinate positions,
The temptations  of official position excite
no envy, There i8 no striving, no intriguing
for official responsibility, You might live .
in our midst for years, and not hear a sin-
gle word 'from a disappointed aspirant for
office. ' Indeed, if the members ~were not’
inspired with an earnest desire to serve the.
cause to the best of their ability, many
important offices would long go a-begging.

Ko one need be told that our individual
and collective happiness is greatly increased
in congequence of our freedom from official
strivings ; while the community is likely
to be better served officially than if office
were an object of ambition with us, True
merit is sure to manifest itself and be re-
cognized. The best man to organize and
guide inevitably gravitates to his high place
of trust in such a state of society, and all
around hirn  will cheerfully acknowledge
his leadership. !

The grand secret of our harmony in re-
spect to the quéstion of labor and of  office
is that we haye learned, on the one hand,
Yo respect one another according to charac-
ter regardless of position, and, on the other
hand, to consider that all labor may be
made an ordinance of worship.

Housekeeping Hints.

Cracks in stoves may be effectually
stopped by a paste made of ashes and salf,
mixed with water.

Wash the glasses of pictures with a
dampened newssmper dipped into whiting,
and rub dry with a newspaper,

Soap-suds will eventually destroy the
polish on marble fire-places, tables, &ec., if
used in washing them. The potash in the
soap decomé)oses the carbonate of lime and
causes the destruction,

Lace curtains should never be ironed.
Wash and starch them, using in the rinsing
water a_tablespoonful of powdered borax.
This makes them very stiff. When wet,
spread on a sheet either on the floor or bed,
and pin down firmly every two or three
inches. Let them dry several days and
they will look very nice.

All kinds of poultry and mzat can be
cooked quicker by adding to the water in
which they are boiled a little vinegar, or a
piece of lemon. By the useof an acid,
there will be considerable saving of fuel, as
well as shortening of time. Its action is
beneficial on old, tough meats, rendering
them quite tender and easy to be digested.
Tainted meats and fowls will lose their bad
taste and odor if cooked in this way, and if
nof used too freely, no taste of it will be
acquired.

Large numbers of men of promi-
nence now living have risen from humble
life, by ‘dint of industry, without which
talent is as a gold coin on a barren island.

PLATFORM OF THE NATIONAL REPUR.
LICAN PARTY

The following is the fall plattorm Mogtel by

The Republican party of the United States
assembled in National Convention, in the city of
Philadelphia, on the 5th and 6th days or June,
1872, again deelares its faith, appeals 1o its
history, and its posit upon the
questions before the country.

First.~During eleven years of supremacy it
has accepted, with grand courage, the sole
duties of the times ; it suppressed a gigantic pe- 4
bellion ; emancipated 4,000,000 of slaves ; dec e
the equal citizenship of all,and established univer
sal suffrage; exhibiting unparalleled magna-
nimity, it criminally pulsheg no anan for politi-
caloffences,and warmly welcomed all who proved
their loyalty byobeying the laws and dealing
Justly with their neighbors. It has steadily de-
creased, with a firm hand,the result anddisorders
of a great war, and initiated a wise policy tawara
the Indians. The Pacific railroad and similar
vast enterprises have been generously aided and
successfully conducted; the public land freely
given to actual settlers; immigration protected
and encouraged, and a fullk nowledgement of
the naturalized ¢itizen's rightsecured from Euro-

an powers; a uniform national currency has

en provided; repudiation frowned down, the
national credit sustained under most extraordi-
nary burdens, and new bonds negotiated at lower
rates. The revenues hive been carefully col
lected and honestly applied, despite annual
large reductions cf rates of taxation, the

blic debt has been reduced, during Gen-

#l  Grant’s Presidency, at_the rate of a
hundred millions a year; great filnancial crisis
have been avoided, and peace and plenty pre-
vail throughout the land; menacing toreign diffi-
culties have been peacefully and honorably com-
posed, and the honor and the power of the na
tion kept in high respect throughout the
world.

PRINCIPLES ENUNCIATED BY THE RE-
FUBLICANS OF VIRGINIA.

The Republicans of Virginia, in Convention
assembled, about to enter upon the eanvass for
the election of o President and Vice-President
ol the United States, now formally announce
their grinciples to the voters of this Common-
wealth,

From 1865 to 1872 they have [continually and
unwaveringly held and proclaimed the same
principles ; and they hereby reiterate and re-
afiirm the resolutions of their State (lonventions
held in 1866, 1867, 1868, 1869, 1870, and 871,

These principles have been embodied in the
13th, 14th, and 16th amendments of the national
constitution ; and in the civil rights act of April
9, 1366, the enforcement act of May 80, 1870, and
the amended enforcement act of Xprll 20, 1871;
wirich principles in brief are ;:—

1. That slavery shall never exist in this Union 4

‘That all native and naturalized inhabitants of
these states shall be citizens of the Union, enti-
tleld to absolutely equal rights, civil and politi-
cal;

That the elective franchise and the right of of-
fice-hoiding shall belong to all citizens of roper
age, not guilty of crime, irrespective o race,
color, or of any other proscriptive qualification ;

2. That the laws of Congress passed for the
enforcement of these rights should be diligently
executed; and that if, in praectice, these laws
should be found inadequate for this purpore,
other laws should be enacted by Congress effect~
aal to that end,

3. That these constitutional amendments and
the laws for their enforcement embody not only
the just princlglea of equality and right; but
those of true Christian toleration ; and that we
oppose all proscription for opinion sake, and all
endeavors to infuse a spirit of hatred and hostili-
ty in the minds of one class of citizens against
another on political grounds.

4. That we challenge the world to produce
financial results more successful than have been
achieved bg the national administration. The
national debt has been diminished three hundred
millions of dollars, while taxation by the nation-
al government has heen largely and steadily re-
duced. Our credit has improved and strength-
ened at home and abroad ; the perpetrators of
fraud and embezzlement have been wvigorously
gnrsuod and promptly punished ; the revenues

ave been collected by officers held by the Presi-
dent to the most rigid accountability, all ot
which has produced the present satisfactory
condition of the national treasury.

6. That & well conducted and faithfully ad
ministered system of free schools, in pursuance
of the State constitution, whereby the children
of the people shall be nniversally educated, is a
cardinal policy of the Republican party, and
necessary to the well being of society; and as
one means of securing an efficient management
of the free schools of Virginia, we favor the elee-
tion of school trustees by the people in such
manner that the minority as well as the major-
ity may be represented in the school boards,

6. That it is due to the Superintendent of Pub-
lic Instruction of Virginia, that this Convention
should express their approval of his late able re-
port, as giving earnest of his competency and
fidelity of inteation in the discharge of his im-
portant duties,
