FORTY-SBECOND CONGRESS.

AN ACT to prescribe the time for holding the
election for electors of President and \'icﬂ-
President in the State of Louisiana.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Repres
sentatives of the United States of America in Con-
gress assembled, That inthe State of Louisi-
ana the election of Representatives to the For
tv-third Congress, and the appointment of elec—
tors of President and Vice President for said
State, shall be on the first Monday of Novem-
Ler, in the year eighteen hundred and seventy-
two ; but thereafter such elections a nd appoint-
ment shall be on the day designated by law for
the other States.
