We learn that a woman and child,
near Big Spring in this county, were bitten
one day last week."

—The Republicans of Brunswick held
one of the best meetings on Thursday, at
Lawrenceville, ever held inthe county. The
meeting was addressed by Hon. C. P.
Ramsdell, Presidential elector; Col. George
S. Richards, of Petersburg, and Col. R.
G. Greene, also of Peterburg. These gen-
tlemen were received with great cordiality,
and their remarks were enthusiastically
applauded.

—The Leesburg Mirrorsays that a silver
mine has been discovered on the fai m of
Mr. Janney, in the gap in the Short Hill
mountain, at Hillsboro', and that Mr.

—Lynchburg is still in darkness, whether
she likes it or not. Tho damages to the gas-
ometer at the gas works, reported in yes-
terday's paper, proves to be of a more se-
rious chaiauter than at first supposed, and
it is now understood that it willbe several
days before the gas can be supplied to the
city. More than a hundred hands were
yesterday employed in the vain attempt to
raise the gasometer to its proper position,
and it seems to be conceded that aid from
the North willbe required to repair it.

—The Manassas Gazette says the Greeley
and Brown mass meeting that was adver-
tised to take place at Manassas on Tuesday
last, did not come oft', and was as perfect a
failure as ever occurred. There were a
number of speakers advertised to be pres-
ent, and the meeting was called by the
State Central Committee. There was not
a single one of the gentlemen advertised to
speak present, nor were there ten persons
present to hear them if they had come.
While we are constantly told by the Gree-
leyites that "victory is within their grasp,"
it is becoming more and more apparent
that the late elections have paralyzed the
Greely hand.

Hard nnd Sort Wnter
Allhousewives may not know how mil'

i- tcrially the effects of hard and soft watei
differ in the cooking of various vegetables,

0 While one species of vegetable requires
0 hard or soft water, as the caso may be,
(1 another species becomes sensibly deterio-

rated by it. For instance, peas and beans
, cooked in hard water, containing lime or

gypsum, willnot boil tender, because these
1 substances harden vegetable cascme. In

soft water they boil tender, and lose a cer-
tain raw, rank taste, which they retain in

•" hard water. Many vegetables (as onions)
• boil nearly tasteless in soft water, because

' all the flavor is dissolved. The addition of
" salt often checks this, as iv tho case of

onions, causing the vegetables to retain their- peculiar flavoring principles, besides much- nutritious matter, which might bo lost in
> soft water. Thus it appears the salt haid-
• ens the water to a degree. For extracting the

juices of meat, to make a broth or soup,
| soft water, unsalttd or cold at first, is best,
i for it much more readily penetrates the

tissues; but for boiling meats where the
i juices should bo retained hard water is

preferable, and the meat should be put in
I whileit is boiling, so as to seal up the pores

at once.

Tukinii Cure or Horses.

i Some English grooms at Saratoga aro
teaching the " Yankees" how to take care
of a horse. One of these grooms, who
spent twenty years in the stables of roy-
alty, was recenty asked what he had
to say about our American way of taking
care of houses.

" Why,sir," said ho, "you don't take
good care of your horses; you think you
do, but you don't."

" Why ?" Iasked.
" Because, when a horso comes in all

wet with perspiration, you let him stand
in the stable and dry with all the dirt on.
In England, we take the horse as he comes
in from a drive, and sprinkle blood-warm
water all over him, from his head to his
feet. Then we scrape him down aud blan-
ket him, rubbing his legs and face dry.
Thus, in an hour, he is clean and dry, and
ready to take a good feed, while, with
your way, he will stand and swelter for
hours, and finally dry, sticky and dirty.
Our horses never founder and never take
cold. We never use a curry-comb. You
scratch your horses too hard. The only
care necessary is to have the water not
very cold, then bathe them quick and
blanket them instantly, while you are rub-
bing their legs."
