The inti'llectual ability of Mrs. Kliza-
lieth CttJy Stanton and her representative
character as tlie leader (if one wing of the
Woman Suffrage Movement gives peculiar
significance to her views of the political
situation. The following extract from a

private letter willbe read with interest by
all:

* ! • Mr. (ireeley's course on the
woman fjuestion has been a complete repe-
tition ol his course on the anti-slavery
question. When it was a moral question
merely, he was an abolitionist, but when it
came up in any way to trouble politicians,
ho was down on its advocates. You
well remember his bitter hostility
when the Liberal party was formed, and
rolled up 80,000 votes, and defeated Henry
Oiay. Such was his hatred of James (J.
liiniey, for splitting the Whig party to
pieces, that he let no opportunity slip to
persecute his sons, even during the late
war. Exactly so with woman suffiage.
He could consider it as an obstruction, but
when the hour came for political action in
New York and Kansas, Mr. (Jreelev
thought itwise to shun a question which
might be as troublesome to tho Republican
parly, as slavery had proved to the old
whig organization, lie felt that sult'rage
for the negro was all they could carry.

Whoever wrote the article you enclose,
"Mr. (ireeley on Woman's Rights," failed
to see what a whiffler he made of Mr. Gree-
ley in representing that lie could bo turned
I'roiii Uie convictions ofyears, publicly pro-
fessed and advocated, because Tom, Dick
and Harry, who professed the same faith,
proclaimed their opinions without wisdom,
i>r good taste. Neither Train nor Wood-
tiiill could damp my enthusiasm in pressing
what I deem the greatest step iv civilization
tlie world has taken ; namely, the recogni-
tion of woman's thought is political, religi-
ous and social reform.

Mr. Greeley'- opinions, so strongly ex-
pressed in his recent controversy with The-
odore Tilton, indicate hiss real position to-
day. I Chink it fair to judge him by
'lis latest and most deliberate utterances,

'five fact is, Mr. Greeley is deficient in real
respect and chivalrous feeling for women,
i suppose there never was a woman he ad-
mired more (Inm Margaret Fuller; and
yet, in summing up her character, in his
"Jlecollections of a Busy life,"he said, iv
substance, that what she most wanted was
a husband and three bouncing babies.
These are not his exact words, but uear
enough to show what he considers the rem-
edy for all the .shortcomings and idiosyn-
rraciesofa woman's character. J know
plenty of women who have grand men for
husbands ami numbers of bouncing babies
who, nevertheless, have deteriorated every
year of their lives.

i.'ut I am glad lo see Mr. Greeley's
friends trying to prove him sound on this
question now. Tlie "splinter" has opened
iheir eyes. I think if Oliver Johnson could
travel through the country, as 1 have done
timing the last year, he would not lind
Woman's Suffrage a ' stench in the nostrils"
of the multitude, but the hope of the na-
tion. Let no such twaddle discourage us.
